was 80 busy negotiating @ North
Atlantic Pael that he couid not
greet the wvisiting Frenchmen he
averlooked the fact that no
treaty is worth more than the pa-
per it's writlen on unless public
opinion backs it up, and that
arms shipped ta Europe may fall
into the hands of an enemy un-
less the men of Eurape are ready
to stand up and use those arms.

That is one of the wost im-
portant paints missed by the
high-up planners of the State De-
partment and the Pentagon. They
are so far up in the stratosphere,
so busy writing pacts and ship-
ping arms to Europe, that they
forget about people.

The government of France
which signs the North Atlantic
Pact may be out of office the
following day. But the people of

France go on forever. And as
long as the French people stand
with the Amerigan peaple we
build on a foundation for more
solid than pacts or treaties.

What most Americans,_ dop't
realze is that Mescow, up until
a year ago, had made great in-
roads upon the French and Ital-
lan people. Approximately one-
third of them voted Communist.
Moscow prides itself op having
a hold on people—all iis prop-
aganda ls directed to that geal,
not to governments. Despite this,
8 millien French people—in an-
swer to the Friendship Train—
organized a train of gratityde to
the United States. They did this
without any inspiration from
their government on a purely peo-
ple-to-people basis.

Stalin prebably would haye giv-
en his left arm had the French
people senl such a traln to Ruse
sia, hecause he specializes in win-
ning over people. But the French
didn't send it to him, They sent
their train to the Americag peo-
ple instead.

And that's why, despite the
cold-shoulder given the French-
men by President Truman and
the Stale Department, the recep-
tions accorded them by the May-
or Joe Smiths of Oakland, Calif.,
and the Maver Willilam O'Dwy-
ers of New York and the Mayor
George Welches of Grand Rap-
ids and the Mayor Fletcher Bow-
rons of Los Angeles and the May-
or Jim Curlevs of Boston and
all the others were so important.

For they saw the importance
of this people-to-people govern-
ment and they, together with the
governors and a large part of
the rest of the American people,
gave the French the rousing wel-
come they so well deserved and
will always remember.

Both are part of Form 1040. It's called
the short-form when, without figuring. you
find your tax in the table an Page 4

It's called the long-form when you fig-
ure your own tax according to a formula
on Page 3. :

Not everyope can use the short-form —
only thase with under-$5.000 income. But
anyone, under or over 35,000, can use the
long-form. And those with 85,000 or mare
have to use it. They have no choice.

The short-form mainly is for those um-
der-$5.000 people. like landlerds or ethers
from whose 1848 income little or no tax
was withheld.

{Most of the under-$5,000 people who had
full tax withheld from them will use the
much simpler Form 1040A7 explained in a
previous story.)

EVEN THOUGH THE SHORT-FORM
is easler tham the lomg-farm, sometimes
you may save money by using the long-
form.
