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_ to drug, dress, conduct codes
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Farwell Schools had had a drug-testing policy for
students participating in extra-curricular activities in ef-
fect for the past few years. But because the topic was
before the courts, it was not enforced last year.

Now, the U.S. Supreme Court has ruled 5-4 that such
a policy is legal. So the school board will be taking a
close look at its policy again, since it will be enforced
again. :

All students in grades 7-12 who wish to participate in
any school-related extra-curricular activities will be
subject to the random testing program for the entire
school year.

Between 1 and 25 percent of extra-curricular students
shall be randomly selected to be tested for drug use.
Tests will be conducted up to 18 times per year.

Any student may be required by the principal or des-
ignee to submit a drug use test at any time upon rea-
sonable suspicion by school personnel. “Reasonable
suspicion” must be based on specific personal observa-
tions concerning the appearance, speech, or behavior of
the student that indicates the effects of drug use. In-
formation provided by a reliable source, if based on per-
sonal knowledge, may also constitute reasonable suspi-
cion.

1*! Offense: The student is given the option of:

1. Submitting to weekly drug testing for six weeks
and participating in a drug assistance program
that is designed to meet the needs of the student
through mandatory counseling. A student may
pursue private counseling or the District will
provide it.

Suspension from participation in extra-curricular
activities for the remainder of the semester;
however, if the suspension occurs during the
last six weeks of a semester, the suspension
shall extend to the end of the next semester.

2™ Offense in 2 consecutive calendar years:

1. The student will be suspended from all activities
of the extra-curricular programs for the remain-
der of the current school year; however, if the
suspension occurs during the last six weeks of
the school year, the suspension shall extend to
the end of the next semester.

2. The student must successfully complete, at the
parent/guardian’s expense, an approved drug
education/counseling program.

3. The student will be subject to monthly drug use

tests during the period of suspension and must
test negative on each one.
3" Offense in 2 consecutive calendar years: the stu-

1. Will be suspended from all activities of the extra-
curricular program for the remainder of the cur-
rent school year and the next school year.

A student may appeal a suspension under this policy
to the superintendent by filing a written notice within 5
school days of the positive report of drug use. The stu-
dent will remain ineligible pending the appeal.

o Texas State Law has stated that “any” attire
which has obscene, suggestive pictures, slogans
or advertisement of alcohol, tobacco products, or
gang-related connotations is not acceptable.

e Any school uniform worn for extracurricular ac-
tivities will be left up to the discretion of the cam-
pus administrator.

LIVE CATTLE: All trends are still pointing higher
from now into late July/early August. The market
showed some weakness just ahead of the 4t: of July
weekend, but the market is expected to recover into
next week. Cash trade in Texas is at a standstill (or
standoff) and may not take place until early next week.
Cash trade up North is lower, but supplies are cleaning

FEEDER CATTLE: Trends are sideways to higher with
some pressure coming from higher grain prices. Higher
fed cattle should outweigh higher corn prices. The sea-
sonal tendency is still for higher prices into late July.
Major points to cross will be $77.20 next week and
$78.50 over the next few weeks basis the nearby
August contract.

CORN: Short term trends turned down this week, but
weather will be the driving force over the next few
weeks. Prices can just as easily turn up again if heat
and a lack of rain the Mid West are predicted. At this
time, the conditions have improved and prices have
quickly reflected this. Any change in weather will have
an immediate impact on prices in either direction.

SOYBEANS: Prices fell with the rest of the grain
complex earlier this week as weather conditions im-
proved over the Mid West. Short term trends were able
to hold intact, but a close below $5.07 next week
would turn everything back down. Again, this is a
weather market and if you can predict the weather,
you can predict the price? Expect more volatility over
the coming weeks.

WHEAT: The KC Wheat has begun to gain over the
Chicago Wheat this week. Both markets sold off
sharply early in the week, but KC Wheat has traded
back up toward contract highs on Friday. A close above
the $2.42 level basis the December KC Wheat may give
the market a boost, but the rest of the grain complex
will need to support the move. Again, weather in soft
wheat areas seems to be the driving force over the last
couple of weeks.

COTTON: The market only traded for 3 days this
week and prices have been caught inside a tight trad-
ing range since last Friday. The high of 49.85 and low
of 47.25 have held the December contract over the last
week. A move above or below these parameters should
help to determine the next direction. The 50 cent level
is a psychological selling point for many hedgers.

Signups conducted
for cotton referendum

From Plains Cotton Growers Inc:

The U.S. Department of Agriculture is conducting a
sign-up June 3 through Aug. 30 to provide cotton pro-
ducers and importers an opportunity to request a refer-
endum on continuing two key features of their national
research and promotion program.

The program, developed under the Cotton Research
and Promotion Act, is a self-help marketing initiative,
funded with assessments collected from cotton produc-
ers and importers. It is designed to strengthen cotton’s
competitive market position and to expand markets and
uses for cotton. ~

In 1991, USDA instituted non-refundable assessments
on all U.S. Upland cotton and the authority to collect as-
sessments on imported cotton and cotton imported tex-
tiles as amendments to the Cotton Research and Promo-
tion Order. The order implements the 1966 Cotton Re-
search and Promotion Act.

As required by the act, USDA reviewed the program to
determine whether a referendum on continuing the two
amendments was needed. USDA issued a decision that
a referendum was unnecessary in the January 14, 2002
Federal Register. However, the act to also requires such
a decision to be followed with an opportunity for pro-
ducers and importers to request a referendum. USDA
would offer that option if enough producers and import-
ers are interested.

To move to a referendum, the numerical equivalent of
10 percent of those voting.in the last referendum would
have to request a referendum, and no more than 20 per-
centiof,all of the requests could comeé-from-pne state or
from importers. The USDA held the last referendum in
1991.

Producers desiring a referendum would register at
their local Farm Service Agency offices.

SUM
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Pay hikes
put on hold

After holding an execu-
tive session on Tuesday,
the Texico City Council
voted to reconsider until
the next meeting any pay
raises for employees.

This means there will
be no pay hikes given un-
til the July 23 meeting.

The executive session
was called for personnel
and litigation purposes
(presumably involving the
lawsuit filed by former
police officer David
Kube).

Earlier, the council had
given $671 across

board pay raises (aver-
aging 3 percent) to all city
employees.

Then last month, they
voted 3-1 (Oran Jay Au-
trey opposed) to give
higher pay raises to po-
lice pérsonnel (except for
John Mares) after Chief
Kelley Brophy showed
how he had made deep
cuts in his budget to af-
ford higher salaries for he
and his officers. Their
raises were 8.3, 10.83 and

' 14.67 percent.

Brophy based the justi-
the higher
raises on making his de-
partment’s salary level
more equal with neigh-

~ boring jurisdictions.

This provoked unhap-
piness from the other city
departments. So on Tues-
day, they asked for higher
pay raises, too.

Street Supt. Clarence
Smith asked for a 5 per-
cent pay raise for himself
and a 14 percent raise for
his assistant, Darrell
Stanton.

He said he wanted to
close the gap between
their salaries.

And he noted that if
their raises stood at 3
percent, as earlier ap-
proved, this actually
meant that Stanton would
make less money because
of higher insurance costs,

Smith said the raises
could be paid for by
eliminating a  $25,000
budget item for a new ve-
hicle for his department.

City Clerk Teresa Harth
asked for 15 percent pay
raises for herself, assis-
tant Glenda Mosier and
secretary Carolyn John-
son. :

Mrs. Harth said she
trimmed her budget

$12,000, and even with the
increases, her proposed
budget would be less than
what it is now.

City Councilman Doug
Scioli asked Smith and
Mrs. Harth if they had
compared their salaries to
persons in similar posi-
tions to theirs. This ap-
parently relates to Brophy
getting his pay raises
based on bringing up his
department’s salaries to
neighboring jurisdictions.

Also, Texico Fire Chief

Lewis Cooper, whose
contract has just expired,
asked for a pay raise, too.
