What are our political leaders doing 
-- or not doing AW  " about the insurance crisis?

Several weeks ago, Mike Pomper and I were having 
an in-depth conversation about the skyrocketing costs 
of insurance. 

I had just received in the mail the notice that my 
family's major medical insurance premium was, for the 
third time in one year, being increased. I was irritated. 

Mike has been warning of major increases in all 
types of insurance in his columns for the past several 

▪ years. He has been urging readers to contact our state 
and national politicians to face the issue. 

Mike's warnings have come to be fact. HomeoWners 
insurance and major medical insurance premiums have 
been raised over 60% within the past year...and it 
doesn't appear to be the end of the increases. 

I began to make phone calls to our state and 
national politicians to see just what they had to say 
about these rising costs and the burden they are placing 
on their constituents. 

After I had made my first phone call, the focus of 
SI 	this article was set: "Let the games begin." 

I seriously wanted to know what the politicians had 
to say about what was being actively done to address 
and/or fix the situation. What I found out was that only a 
few of the many are making any efforts to "look into the 
issue." 

Health care reform has been on the forefront of the 
political course for many years. What is actually the 
case in the reform is that the industry is being reformed 

• by insurance companies. 
When I called the politicians offices, I was 

automatically given their spills about health care reform, 
especially on the rural and low-income levels. While we 
may live in what is considered a rural area, we are 
fortunate to have quality health care available within 
reasonable distances. And, because our communities 
have been classified as typically low-income, I was 
basically given the facts of how low-cost to free health 
care was being given to our community. 

I had to stop and ask, "Where?" 
This issue is a whole other article that I may have to 

be medicated to write. It's an issue that makes me get 
on my soap box. I then got back to asking about the 
insurance cost issue. 

Texas and New Mexico are two of three states in the 
nation that share a 23.2 percent population of people 
without health insurance. California is the third state 
with this high percentage. These three states have the 
highest percentage of uninsured people for all three 
insurance 	categories: 	health/major 	medical, 
homeowners and automobile. Texas has had the largest 
number of homeowners' insurance premium increases 
in history over the past three years. In some instances, 
premiums have increased 200 percent. 

In order to simplify the article, I have kept all the 
responses by politician and their offices together. Take 
a look at how they responded: 

Texas Governor Rick Perry: 	on the issue of 
health/major 	medical 	insurance, 	his 	office 
representative began speaking to the availability of 
quality health programs and care in rural areas. He also 
began talking about how the advancements in 
technology in Texas medical offices and hospitals have 
afforded more care to remote areas. When I then 
redirected him to the question of how Perry is going to 
address or solve the cost of health insurance, he 
directed me to look on Gov. Perry's website. I'd find his 
health insurance initiatives explained in detail there. 

I logged on to his website and this is what I found: 
Perry has unveiled a series of health care initiatives 

that are aimed at making it easier for employees of small 
businesses to get insurance, expanded health care 
options and better availability for prescription drugs for 
senior citizens. 

The website article then goes on to explain that 
Perry feels that "too many small businesses cannot 
afford to purchase health insurance because of a pre-
existing condition among one or two employees and 
this often drives up the premiums exponentially for  

everyone." 
Perry is proposing that companies with fewer than 

10 employees be able to purchase insurance through 
the Texas Health Insurance Risk Pool, which currently 
provides insurance to Texans that cannot obtain 
adequate insurance coverage due to medical conditions 
or existing factors. (I looked into this pool several years 
back for family member; you have to be making an 
income way below poverty level to qualify for this. Let's 
hope this has changed, otherwise, what's the use of 
even working for wages? You might as well go on 
Medicaid to get "adequate" coverage.) 

He also proposes to double the number of health 
care facilities throughout the state by using the tobacco 
settlement funds. Sixty-two of the 196 rural counties 
don't have a hospital. He wants to use $20 million of the 
tobacco settlement funds to build and staff these 
facilities and then to use additional tobacco receipts 
expected during the next biennium to continue the 
funding above the amounts from the current budget. 
(Aren't the tobacco lawsuit settlements part of the 
reason our health 'insurance costs have gone so sky 
high?) 

On the automobile insurance issue: Perry's office 
had no comment. The representative didn't seem to be 
aware that auto insurance costs had risen so drastically. 
He's going to make sure that Gov. Perry knows that this 
is a concern of ours. He also wanted to know if I had 
been in contact with his press office. 

On homeowners insurance: Perry remains strong 
that the bottom line of this issue is not about politics. 
He feels that he has stood up for doing what is right in 
dealing with a corporation that was not able to do 
business ethically in Texas. 

This is in reference to the fact that Texas never 
stopped non-regulated insurance companies from 
coming into the state to write homeowners insurance 
policies. According to research, there were companies 
writing homeowner policies that never even had a

Letter to the Editor 

Dear Mike, 
I want to share with you a story about a boy and his 

family who have a tremendous need for help from our 
community. 

Jerry Garcia was an active,, healthy 6th  grader at 
Texico School until February 2002, when his body began 
to run fevers of 107 and break out with rashes. Three 
weeks later and after an MRI, a diagnosis couldn't be de-
termined. 

Jerry was taken to Lubbock by ambulance and spent 
three weeks in a hospital there and endured numerous 
tests. Bone marrow testing for cancer came back nega-
tive, along with other tests. He was sent to Albuquerque, 
where he was diagnosed with Juvenile Rheumatoid Ar-
thritis. Children's Rhematologist in Albuquerque even 
tested him for Crohn's Disease. He was started on ster-
oids by a Children's Rhematologist in Amarillo. He has 
since been in and out of local emergency rooms with 
heart problems. 

Jerry has gone into cardiac arrest twice and was air-
lifted to Lubbock for more testing, including a spinal 
tap. 

This month he has been having asthma attacks and 
low oxygen counts. 

There is an answer to all the health problems this 
child is having and after talking to his mother, Elida 
Moncayo, they feel the next step in seeking those an-
swers is to go to for further testing in Denver, as ad-
vised by a local pediatrician. 

Not only does this family desperately need our pray-
ers and support, but they are in need of financial help as 
well. I believe there are people in our communities who 
are able to help with the expense of the upcoming trip to 
Colorado on Nov. 15t. They need help with the expenses 
of fuel, meals, or whatever it takes to finally find an an-
swer to their son's illness.

division for homeowners insurance. 
Of course the focus for the dilemma came to a head 

when Farmer's Insurance pulled out of Texas leaving 
700,000 homeowners without insurance. These folks 
have to get insurance somewhere and the other 
companies able to write homeowner policies just simply 
cannot handle the glut. 

Black mold, flooding and other water claims are 
putting a huge strain on insurance companies and many 
are refusing to cover homes over 30 years of age. 

There are even instances of homeowners being 
dropped by their insurance companies because they 
made a claim. Other companies see that a claim was 
made and they'll often times deny coverage. It's a huge 
mess and one that needs immediate attention and 
solution. 

Perry's representative referred me to the website for 
finding homeowner's insurance. Then I'd see that there 
were many companies available for getting adequate 
insurance. It's the Texas Insurance Dept. web site, { 
HYPERLINK "http://www.helpinsure.com" }. 	It's 
interesting, only if you're looking for insurance. 

All I wanted was a straight answer. 
I do have to give Gov. Perry some credit here. He 

strongly states in many articles that he won't allow an 
insurance company to operate unfairly, unethically or 
illegally in the state of Texas. 

But why was it allowed to happen in the first place? 
Texas Rep. Pete Laney: I could not ever reach Rep. 

Laney or a spokesperson in his office. However, in a 
recent article from the Lubbock Avalanche-Journal  
dated Sept. 18, 2002,*the following quote appeared. 

"The rhetoric you're hearing about being able to 
provide all the services that you have with less taxes is 
going to be real interesting next session," he said. 

The article also quotes Laney as saying "Two of the 
most studied issues to be discussed during the next 

ilegislative session will be health care and rising costs of 
health care insurance," Laney said. 

Congressman Larry Combest: at first, I was really 
frustrated at the run around that I was getting from 
Congressman Combest's office. I was directed to an 
intern, then to media relations. Then I was contacted by 
his press liaison, Dirk Fillpot. The skinny that I got from 
this office was that, yes, health care insurance was a 
major concern and one that Combest was fully 
addressing. However, the issues of homeowner and 
automobile insurance costs were a state issue. He just 
didn't see how this could be a national issue at this 
time. 

"Texas does have problems with those concerns at 
this time," he stated. 

Combest, however is addressing the rising cost of 
health insurance. In his weekly column and in a press 
release dated July 29, 2001, Combest speaks directly to 
this issue. 

He questioned how patients can be protected while 
controlling health care costs. He felt that insurance 
companies must be held accountable for making 
decisions about a person's coverage that causes harm 
to that person. He felt that a patient's protection bill that 
would be signed into law was in order. 

Through this a patient has the right to sue for lack of 
coverage or harm while setting up a strong appeal 
system that would weed out frivolous lawsuits that 
would ultimately result in higher insurance premiums 
across the board. 

He voiced concern about providing employees 
unlimited rights to sue health care providers (HMOs) 
and even their employers. 	Employers voluntarily 
provide medical insurance. It is not a mandate. 

He feels that small businesses, whose employees 
and families make up about 60% of the uninsured in the 
nation, need assistance to afford health insurance 
coverage, not government mandates that make

coverage more expensive. 
He is greatly concerned over the issues of lawsuits 

with limitless financial claims that are destroying the 
medical care industry and employers. At the time of the 
article, the House was preparing to take up its version of 
the Patient's Bill of Rights. 

However, I could find no information on further 
action on this bill either through direct questions, 
Congressional web site research or archival data 
research. 

Maybe the bill is still being formed? 
Senators Phil Gramm and Kay Bailey Hutchison: no 

comments were available from their offices. I listened to 
a lot of recorded messages. I also toured their web 
sites. Nothing spoke to any of these issues. Sen. 
Hutchison did have a little bit about health care reform, 
but nothing specific, other than that it was a looming 
problem. 

The White House: 	the official stance on 
homeowners and automobile insurance is that these are 
state confined issues that need to be addressed by our 
state legislatures. 

However, the White House comment on the health 
care insurance issue was this: "This is a national 
problem that has been allowed to run away with 
frivolous lawsuits, settlements and increased premiums 
as a result. The middle-income Americans are bearing 
the burden for lack of adequate coverage and the lack of 
adequate research into typical needs for all Americans 
by the insurance companies." 

The representative then went on to state that Texas, 
in particular, is in a mess because of the skyrocketing 
malpractice premiums that doctors are faced with. 

"Texas and New Mexico citizens that carry health 
insurance have to cover the costs for indigent health 
expenses. This literally takes money away that could go 
towards wages for better qualified health care workers," 
he stated. "The more uninsured you have in your state, 
the higher the cost of your health care and health 
insurance." 

In a nutshell, something must be done to spread the 
costs of uninsured citizens. The upper and middle 
income citizen's simply cannot afford to bear the burden 
of indigent care any longer. 

I asked several area doctors about this issue. Dr. 
Kyle Sheets feels that a visit to see a doctor should be 
fair and reasonable for everyone. "An office visit might 
cost you about $10 if the lawyers and insurance 
companies would stay out of our business," he stated. 

An area pharmaceutical representative said about 
the same thing. "It's almost embarrassing at the money 
these companies pay to insurance companies to keep 
out of discount programs," the rep. said. He asked to 
have his identity kept secret so that he wouldn't be in 
danger of losing his job. "It's a great job, but it's hard to 
think about how unethical this business can be at 
times." 

New Mexico Governor Gary Johnson: no official 
comment was made about the health care insurance 
crisis, but the Governor has 	stood firm on his 
wishes for across the state health care reform. Some of

his views have been pretty radical, like in legalizing 
marijuana for medical purposes. However, the State of 
New Mexico aggressively puts money into rural health 
care programs and community based programs. 

On the homeowners' insurance issue: Gov. 
Johnson's office had no official comment but the 
representative would see to it that our question was 
given to the Governor. 

I've never heard back from his office. 
On automobile insurance: this is massive problem 

in the state. It is an issue that is being aggressively 
addressed. It was put into the hands of the Motor 
Vehicle Division in 2001. 

A private company has been hired to track down 
uninsured motorists. The number is being estimated at 
nearly 500,000 uninsured motorists across the state. 

Insurance companies are required by law to notify 
the state about motorists that drop their vehicle 
coverage. New Mexico is a state that requires certain 
minimum insurance coverage for automobiles. 

If coverage is not put back in place in due time, the 
registration for the vehicle is suspended. 

But what about addressing the rising costs of 
vehicle insurance? 

There were no further comments made officially 
about the topic. 

Senator Pete Domenici: on homeowners and 
automobile insurance, I couldn't get any comments from 
his office. They, too, were state bound issues that, yes, 
needed addressing. 

On health insurance: Senator Domenici has long 
been a proponent for increased health care options and 
fair coverage for his constituents. Domenici is proud 
that New Mexico has an insurance pool that provides 
coverage for those in need. He also is in favor of 
stronger laws for and ceilings on settlements for 
lawsuits against HMOs and employers. 

The representative from his office in Washington 
also spoke to the problem of insurance companies 
gouging policyholders for things that don't even affect 
the individual policy holder. "Sept. 11 was way over 
used as an excuse for raising premiums. Terrorism 
should have never been allowed to have been a box that 
gets checked for increased risk. We're all at risk....we 
could walk out and get hit by a car today, but that 
doesn't mean we should pay increased premiums for 
being a pedestrian," he stated. 

Senator Jeff Bingaman: I could never reach anyone

State strikes out Texico 
baseball field proposal 

The Texico City Council on Tuesday dropped the 
suggestion of seeking state DCBG funds for a baseball 
field, as had been proposed recently at a public hearing 
by Texico School Supt. R.L. Richards and baseball 
booster Buddy Vaughan. 

City clerk Teresa Harth told the council that folks at 
the state financial office told her that because the land 
suggested (the former baseball field used by the Twin 
Cities years ago on the south side of town) is owned by 
the railroad, it doesn't qualify for a state grant. 

Instead, Mrs. Harth suggested that the council seek 
CDBG funds for more playground equipment at KKR 
Park. And the council voted to do so. 

The other main topic at the meeting involved the city 
hall project. A few weeks ago, the council voted 2-1 to a 
3,500-sq.-ft. facility at the north side of the community 
center. In favor were Monnie Cunningham and Sharon 
Askew. Opposed was Doug Scioli. Not present at that 
special meeting was Oran Jay Autrey. Scioli supported 
building the city hall next to the fire station. 

Attending the council meeting Tuesday was architect 
Paul Reed, of Clovis. If the city hall is built next to the 
community center, less parking spaces will be available. 

At a past meeting, Police Chief Kelley Brophy ques-
tioned what the law was involving the number of spaces 
necessary. Asked about this, Reed said he hasn't looked 
into it but said codes involving this normally call for all-
day situations (where facilities are in use fully -- not the 
case in Texico). 

Brophy again voiced his opposition to the picked 
site, saying vandalism already occurs at the community 
center and this will occur at city hall, too, due to its 
proximity. He stressed the need to separate the two fa-
cilities. Fire Chief Lewis Cooper disagreed with Brophy. 

Mrs. Cunningham asked Brophy why security wasn't 
at community center events, including school functions. 
He said it's not in the city ordinances, although he had 
advocated it. 

Brophy also said the proposed city hall needs a re-
design. He said another police office is needed; that 
there be separation between the police and judge's of-
fices; a larger area for storage is needed; more security 
is needed for his department; and that a meeting room 
isn't needed because the community center can be used 
for council meetings. 

Reed responded that the plan he had put together 
was just preliminary and he needs input from the city. 
City department heads will meet with Reed, who will re-
port back with new plans in November. Reed added that 
if the council 

Cooper said the judge's office was too large, espe-
cially since he wasn't around much to use it. 

Cooper said the city couldn't put a meeting room at 
the community center due to guidelines used when the 
state funded the center. He said this happened at Grady. 
Brophy said he thought the Grady situation was differ-
ent because the city built offices there. City Attorney 
Marion Ty Rutter suggested the state be contacted on 
the legality. 

In discussing where to put the city hall, Reed noted 
the bigger cost if Scioli's recommendation is chosen. 
But Mrs. Askew and Mrs. Cunningham said they stood 
by their positions of building next to the community 
center. 

Thus, the only way the decision will be changed is if 
Autrey backs the site next to the fire station. This would 
make for a 2-2 council tie, and leave the decision up to 
Mayor Jerry Cunningham. 

In other business, the council: 
--Heard that the Craig Street drainage project was 

completed. 
-- Received 3 bids for South Garwood street repairs 

(where the sewer was put in). The low bid of Mark Fra-
zier, at $3,404, was accepted. Other bidders were K Bar-
nett, $5,850; and Eastwood Construction, $3,646. 

-- Discussed a driveway where ash was requested. It 
was said that the area was not dedicated to the city, 
therefore it's not the city's responsibility to maintain it. 

-- Told Cooper it was okay to advertise for a new 
pumper, estimated to cost about $250,000. 

-- Received 3 bids to repair the tower well. The lower 
bidder, from Grove, Okla., was accepted. 

-- Received 3 bids for 5" hose for the fire department. 
thw bid of Triple A of Clovis, at $6,708, was approved. 

-- Went into executive session at Autrey's request to 
discuss litigation.
