The AG said that this is
not a CSEC function as
listed in Texas Health and

Safety Code.
Paul Mallett, CSEC ex-
ecutive director, sug-

gested the Panhandle Re-
gional Planning Commis-
sion may want to assign a
neutral group of citizens
and other knowledgeable
persons to review the de-
tails of the Magby inci-
dent.

becomes “a
chaotic mess”

Anyone who has been in a doctor’s office or hospital
within the last year has surely been greeted by a new
barrage of paperwork that must be signed before serv-
ices are rendered.

This paperwork is the result of a lengthy piece of
legislation put into effect by the U.S. government to
“simplify” procedures and protect patient rights.

In° 1996, the Health Insurance Portability and Ac-
countability Act was enacted and all medical entities
have had a six year time frame to come into compliance
with this thing called “HIPAA.”

“HIPAA” in this reporter’s opinion is nothing but a
“HIPPO” on the backs of medical providers. Again, this
is only my opinion. But perhaps you'll agree when you
learn what being in compliance with “HIPAA” involves.

“HIPAA” was enacted with all the right things in-
volved: Patient’s health history, treatment, insurance
and payment privacy. The act was originally meant to
ensure these privacies between health care providers,
pharmacies and insurance companies that transmit pa-
tient information electronically. But what has happened
since the 1996 enactment has only snowballed into a
major chaotic mess of added paperwork, added expense
and a whole lot of confusion.

The typical HIPAA procedure is simple for patients.
They're given a form (or two or three) to sign that they’re
giving permission to the health care provider or phar-
macy to transmit their information to their insurance
provider, hospital, Medicare/Medicaid office, for billing
purposes and/or treatment purposes.

Many health care ald pharmacy sites have installed
electronic signature pads for this purpose. But here’s
the kicker to this procedure: For every electronic signa-
ture, there has to be at least one piece of paperwork or
hardcopy to document that the signature was given and
that the patient was informed of the HIPAA policy. At
most places, the patient is also given at least one copy
of the HIPAA policy and their rights.

This has not only added the extra cost of installing
the electronic signature pads, it's also added a huge pile
of paperwork to deal with behind the counters and office
doors.

Many hospitals and Emergency Medical Services
(EMS) have had to add additional employees to their
staffs. These are the HIPAA Compliance Officers. Their
job is to see that the policy is complied with, enforced
and, again, documented. This translates to more pa-
perwork and added expenses.

But perhaps the most frustrating aspects of the
HIPAA situation are those that deal with the day to day
interaction with patients, staff, family members and the
communities that we live and work within.

There is a very real threat to health care providers in
the area of patient information and disclosure. The

promises of hefty monetary fines and revocation of li-
censes loom large when complying with HIPAA.

We live in small rural communities where the ambu-
lance services don’t have high tech computers to enter
and send patient information. This is one example of
the choke-hold HIPAA puts on a rural community. The
ambulance personnel are now required to have two ex-
tra pages of paperwork to deal with during each emer-
gency. Once at the hospital, verbal patient reports can
only be given to specific people and all other non-
essential personnel must not enter the room. These
non-essential personnel are the ones that are typically
starting the emergency care in the emergency room.
Patient information transmitted over the radios and tele-
phones to the emergency rooms while enroute is also
under scrutiny.

The medics have to be extremely careful in docu-
menting the emergency. If the HIPAA guidelines are not
followed, documented and sent in the proper manner to
the proper personnel, the call can be thrown out for non-
payment and/or penalty. This is also the case for every

treatment, consultation and visit by doctors and nurses_:-

both in the clinics, hospitals and home health settings.

This trickles back down to the patient. Their rights
may have been protected by actual compliance, but if
every “t" is not crossed and every “i” dotted, their
medical insurance companies see a loophole to not pay
their claim. The bill is then sent to the patient for out of
pocket payment. This also translates to more lawsuits
being filed for “violation of rights” and the issue contin-
ues to rack up costs, tie up personnel in red tape and
put financial strain on all parties.

And because we live and work within small commu-
nities, word gets out very quickly about medical emer-
gencies, treatments and the like. People are genuinely
concerned and want to know what happened and how
they are doing.

The HIPAA compliance guidelines basically state
that no one in the medical fields is allowed to answer
these questions in protection of the patient. | inherently
agree with this policy, but it also makes it hard in our
small towns. As a volunteer on our ambulance service,
I'm not about to give all the details of a patient immedi-
ately after an emergency call to all those that ask. But
what about when you're the prayer chain chairman at
your church and have to get the word out to start pray-
ers for someone? This is where HIPAA gets tricky for
many of us.

Now, in reality, the legal wording of the actual HIPAA
documentation, ‘it gives exception to these types of
situations. But right now, the act has everyone watch-
ing what they say, how they say it and getting signa-
tures of release for everything. Ironically, the one act
that is meant to protect the patient’s rights is also one
that the patients understand the least. The wording, or
rather the over-wording, of the HIPAA documents has
patients signing without actually reading the informa-
tion. It's supposed to be a really simple matter that

‘Pete’ Rundell remembered

This report goes out to all the members of our asso-

Weldon E. Rundell, brother of Julia Symcox of Far-
well, died on Jan. 8.

A letter appeared in the Plainview Daily Herald news-
paper on April 2 written by Bob Castillo, of California,
with this remembrance:

We were together when the 187 A.R.C.T. was prepar-
ing to ship out to Korea on the 1*' of September 1950.

Weldon, also known as “Pete”, was with me when we
both made the first combat jump into Sukchon behind
the North Korean ¢apital of Pyongyang.

We set up a 30-caliber light machine gun and took
turns watching for an expected Korean attack on our
positions. The band of North Koreans hit us about 2 a.m.
The enemy knew the terrain very well because they
came up behind us and we did not have time to turn
around the machine gun.

We scattered with our M-1s, but Rundell and | were
hit in the first skirmish. Rundell showed me that he had
plenty of courage because even though he had been hit
in the face, and was blinded in one eye, he still wanted
to seek out the enemy in the dark as they ran around our
positions.

“Show me where they are -- | still have one good
eye.” Those were his words that | will always remember.

At daybreak, Millard Ball and some of the others car-
ried us on stretchers to a jeep that took us into the vil-
lage where the aid station was located. As our jeep en-
tered the town, we encountered another squad of North
Koreans. Again, Rundell wanted to do battle even if he
was seriously wounded, but to our surprise they put
down their weapons and raised their hands in the air.
They could have wiped us out - -two wounded and one
officer riding shotgun. Our officer thought it was more
important to get us to the medics right away. So he let
some of out other troops take them prisoner.

Rundell made it to the States where he recovered
from hns injuries. | made it to Japan, but | was back with
the 187" two months later on Christmas Day.

We finally got together again in 1999 at the 187" re-
union in Colorado Springs, Colo., and we had a good
time renewing old memories.

When young men are in combat together, they de-
velop a bond that is like no other. Weldon and | had that
bond even though we came from different backgrounds.
He was an Anglo from Oklahoma Lane, Texas. | was an
Hispanic from East Los Angeles, Calif.

A more important bond was the one we had because
we both believed in the same God. God allowed Weldon
to come home and made a good life for himself and his
wonderful wife, Martha.

We do not know when our own appointment with
death will come, but | know that we do not have to feel
leaving this life as long as God is real in our hearts
through his son Jesus Christ.

| pray that all of our members are able to have the
hope of their salvation as we see more and more of our

friends and loved ones passing away. May we all have

the peace of God in our hearts through the New Year

Many wheat fields in the Northwest Plains are show-
ing signs of freeze damage, ranging from slight to se-
vere. The many factors (plant growth stage, moisture
content and duration of exposure) that influence spring

freeze injury to wheat makes it difficult to predlct the ex-
tent of injury.

Freeze damages leaves become twisted and light
green to yellow in color and are burned at the tip within
1 or 2 days after freezing. The most serious injury oc-
curs to the growing points -- normally bright white to
yellow-green but white or brown and water soaked in
appearance if injured by freeze.

release air bubbles. Divide into
4 parts. Roll each fourth to a 14-
inch circle; cut into 8 or 10 pie-
shape wedges. Starting with
wide edge, roll each wedge
toward the point. Place on
ungreased baking sheets, point
side down, and curve into crois-
sants. Cover, let rise in warm
place until indentation remains
after lightly touching the side
of the roll (about 1 to 1 % hours).
Combine 1 slightly beaten egg
and 1 tablespoon water; brush
rolls with egg mixture. Bake at
350°F for 15 to 18 minutes until
golden brown. Remove from
baking sheets; cool.
