Kristen Kasel:
SSS eye problem
affects far more
folks than realized

Kristin Kasel, of Farwell, looks at the world through
rose-colored glasses.

Literally.

She’'s happy, upbeat, and enjoys being a stay-at-
home mother and wife. From her viewpoint, she’s got a
great life.

Kristin actually views the world through glasses
tinted a unique shade of purple that has her seeing
things clearly for the first time in her life.

Kristin recently discovered that she has Scotopic
Sensitivity Syndrome (SSS) - Irlen’s Syndrome. This
discovery has changed her life and she’'s now equipped
herself to help others who have been plagued by the
symptoms of this interesting, yet frustrating, impair-
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Kristin grew up in Grand Junction, Colo., and was a
happy, go-lucky child. She did well in school, but she
always felt that she was different.

“I made A’s and B's, but every class was a struggle
for me. | liked school, but | had to work for every grade
in every subject,” she explained. “| was never comfort-
able at school. | had trouble sitting still; paying atten-
tion and reading would put me to sleep in a matter of
minutes. | would also constantly shake my knees up
and down when | was sitting in a classroom.”

Kristin also explained that when she would look at a
page of words or numbers, that everything would
“move.”

She was also labeled as hearing disabled in her ele-
mentary years because, through the standard testing of
the day, she was categorized as having a hearing defi-
ciency.

“| could never pay attention very well at school or
even at home. However, if | was shown how to do some-
thing, | got it immediately, but if | had to read the in-
structions, | always had problems ” she said. “It was
frustrating for me, my teachers and for my parents.”

Kristin became an ace at memorizing everything af-
ter hearing something only one time.

“It was my coping mechanism for a problem that |
didn’t know | had,” she commented.

She is also quick to explain that her problems
weren't just with reading.

“| was a horrible klutz!” she laughed “| would bang
into walls, hit my head, fall down a lot and forget trying
to play any sport that involved catching a balll | have no
depth perception.”

Once she entered college, Kristin found out just how
hard she was going to have to work to complete every
class with a passing grade.

“| was an above average student throughout school,
but when | got my first “F” on a paper, it was a real
shocker!” she stated. “ | couldn’t spell, put down a
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complete sentence in proper order or make sense of
anything that | had written.”

Her mother had always helped her type up her pa-
pers throughout her high school years and Kristin said
that she then realized that her mother had been cor-
recting her mistakes during all that time.

“I was horrified at how stupid | suddenly felt!” she
exclaimed. “Here | had been believing that | was above
average intelligence and | was now facing complete fail-
ure in a subjects that | really enjoyed.”

Kristin now understands that it wasn't stupidity or
even a visual problem. Her mind was literally playing
tricks on her.

She has perfect vision that does not need any cor-
rection. She does not have a hearing impairment. She
has Scotopic Sensitivity - Irlen’s Syndrome.

This is a hereditary syndrome that is an issue of the
brain. It is not due to brain damage or even a classical
mental health issue. It is a perceptual issue that affects
the visual stimulation center of the brain. This is the
classic definition. This syndrome also affects the areas
of the brain that coordinate hearing and vision together,
stimulation of the adrenal glands and sensmty to light,
both natural and artificial.

Many years ago, this problem was called “Word
Blindness.” This was due to the fact that sufferers of
the syndrome would simply explain that words would
just not be there or that they would disappear before
their eyes.

Helen Irlen, who the syndrome has now been named
after, began to see a trend in the school children that
she was counseling as a school psychologist for the
Long Beach, Calif., School District.

In the early 1980’s, she traced together the symp-
toms that she charted for the students brought to her as
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“problem students.” These children ranged from aca-
demically poor students to top of the class. However,
they all struggled with the same reading, writing and
behavior problems. They all used the same coping
mechanisms at home, in the classroom and in dealing
with rudimentary subjects.

The first thing that Helen Irlen noticed was how the
children's behavior and attention levels changed when-
ever she talked with them in her office with the standard
fluorescent lights on or with the lamps or natural light.
This sparked her curiosity about the classroom envi-
ronment of these students.

The standard lighting for all school settings is long
tube fluorescent lighting. She urged the teachers of the
particular students in her study to simply turn the lights
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off and allow the natural light, if available to be the pri-
mary light source. Positive changes were noted imme-
diately in the students.

She was also curious about how color affected the
students’ behavior and abilities. She began simple tests
with simple words, paragraphs of text and numbers
printed on stark white paper and a variety of colored pa-
pers. Immediate improvements in reading and mathe-
matical abilities were noted in all of the students when
work was presented to them on colored paper.
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This study then advanced to the use of colored
overlays, lenses and light sources.

Helen Irlen discovered that over 20% of the students
in the Long Beach school system had this syndrome.

Several universities and medical schools have taken
her research and studied the human brain extensively
for this syndrome.

Today, the Irlen Institute works closely with scien-
tists, optometrists and school systems throughout the
world help children and adults learn about and work
with the symptoms of this frustrating and, often times,
debilitating syndrome.

A person that has this syndrome will see printed
words and numbers in a variety of patterns. Words will
literally move from normal paragraphs or positions into
patterns. These patterns are categorized as “Halos,
Swirls, SeeSaws, Rivers, Shaky and Blurry.”

“Before | discovered | had this, | had begun to ques-
tion myself,” Kristin emphatically explained. “I've since
learned that my father, sister and my brother all suffer
from this syndrome as well. My father is a brilliant man
that has adapted himself in many unique ways to deal
with this. My brother and sister have suffered greatly
from low self-esteem and severe frustration that have,
unfortunately led them down some pretty hard paths.
But things are looking up for them both now that we
know how to deal with the syndrome!"”

The way that one deals with Scotopic Sensitivity is
to utilize some very simple tools available to them. To
begin with, there is"a series of very simple; non-invasive
tests that need to be performed to determine the level of
light sensitivity the individual has. The next step is to
determine the color that best filters out the perceptual
problem and causes things to come into focus.

Once the color is determined, a colored overlay can
be used by the individual for reading. The use of col-
ored papers, colored inks and light levels follow. Most
SSS patients prefer to read in dim light or in natural

for Lazbuddie students

The Lazbuddie School Board on Feb. 11 heard plans
by Supt. Roy Baker to move ahead with the Student En-
hancement Tutorial program.

Currently, studying for UIL competitions has been
taking place during the last period of the school day.

Clerks will be Carolyn
Scott, LaReta Barber and Sherrie Nichols.

-- Met with a guest, state Rep. Warren Chisom, who
has been visiting school districts throughout his area,
which includes Parmer County.

-- Designated $750,000 for facility construction. This
is simply paperwork that allows the school to keep
these funds in the Lazbuddie account, instead of having
to give the money to the state.

-- Discussed 2003 property tax values. No appeal is
expected but board members will continue to take a look
at the state figures.

-- Normally, school boards and city councils routinely
approve the annual tax on personal vehicles. But when
the motion was made to do this, the board voted 3-3. In
favor were Terry Parham, Paulette Foster and Terry
Jesko. Opposed were Dan Schacher, Dieter Isaacson
and Donnie Coker. The board has one vacancy.

The board then voted to table this topic until it re-
ceives more information, such as finding out how much
revenue is generated by the Appraisal District that
comes back to Lazbuddie.

The most extreme step, but one that literally clears
everything up for the patients is to have a custom made
pair of glasses with lenses of their particular color filter
made. The lenses are made with a plastic called CR 39
and they are made by the Irlen Institute exclusively.

“l got mine in October and | have been extremely
happy with how easy everything has been going for
me!” Kristin explained. *“l can read without falling
asleep in five minutes, | can see to drive, | don’t have the
depth perception problems | used to have and I'm a lot
happier person overalll”

Kristin suffers from a very severe form of Irlen’s
Syndrome.

The colors that clear the distortions are purple,
green, orange, gray, golden rod, blue-gray, rose, tur-
quoise and yellow.

“The use of marker boards and overhead projectors
is a big issue for patients with SSS,” Kristin stated.
“Teachers can make things easier for all of their stu-
dents by simply changing from a clear overlay to a gray
overlay or by using markers other than black. Use a

blue, green or even pastel colored markers and | guaran-
tee that everyone will see the work better!”

Teachers have begun to take a keen interest in the
subject of Irlen’s Syndrome. School systems across the
world are realizing that this problem affects a large ma-
jority of students.

Current research has found that over 30% of the
population within the United States suffers from SSS-
Irlen’s Syndrome. The worldwide estimate is about the
same percentage.

Irlen’s Syndrome was featured on a broadcast of the
ABC News and World Report in 1996. Following this
broadcast, school administrators in Massachusetts en-
acted a statewide policy that does mandatory testing of
students enrolled in their public school system.

Other states have begun to follow suit. But some
have dismissed the syndrome and refuse to acknowl-
edge that the syndrome exists. New Mexico is one such
state that has begun to throw out the research.

“The couple that tested me are in Albuquerque and
they’re working very hard to keep this issue before their
state legislature,” Kristin stated.

Australia has made testing for SSS-Irlen’s Syndrome
mandatory in all of their schools and institutions.

Testing for SSS is not expensive.
come certified to perform the tests and she charges $60
for the entire test.

“I'm not in this to make a huge amount of money.
I’'m mainly interested in helping people, especially chil-
dren, so that they don’t have to suffer like my siblings
and | did throughout our lives,” she emotionally ex-
plained. “I’'m willing to work with anyone that wants to
find out if SSS is a factor in their lives.”

SSS-Irlen’s Syndrome is also being researched as a
factor in the backgrounds and psychological studies of
prisoners.

the inmates have SSS-Irlen’s Syndrome.

“It makes sense that people that turn to crime could
suffer from the syndrome. It affects everyone in a wide
range of ways and behavioral problems are a huge part
of the symptoms,” Kristin explained.

However, she is also quick to point out that it is not
just “problem children or adults” that can have the syn-
drome.

“Over 45% of the children placed in special educa-
tion or classified as having Attention Deficit Disorder
(ADD) that have been tested across the U.S. do have Ir-
len’s Syndrome,” she explained. “But, like me, kids that
are above average in grades can have the syndrome as
well.”

This syndrome has many facets of symptoms and
affects on individuals. People that have become certified
to perform the tests can accurately determine these and
quickly prescribe and secure the devices that will “cure”
the symptoms.

“If this story causes anyone to question the symp-
toms they may be having or any problems that they rec-
ognize in their children, | will gladly work with and facili-
tate anyone,” Kristin added. “This is such an incredibly
simply problem to deal with, but because it's just now
becoming known, it's important to me to get as much in-
formation out to the public as possible.”

Well drilling
to begin soon

The Bovina City Council on Feb. 12 received an up-
date from Dan Neely, of Oller Engineering, of Lubbock,
on the new well project.

Neely reported the project’s planning stage was 85
percent finished, and drilling is expected to start in
March.

Some background: Realizing the city’s future water
needs, the council purchased under 200 acres of land
southeast of the city. With the help of a state grant, one
well is being drilled on the property (near the cemetery)
and a 4,000-ft. pipeline will be laid.

In other business, the council:

-- Discussed the platting for Jeff Steelman’s pro-

- posed subdivision along FM 1731, north of the city. It
was tabled with the council asking City Manage Ernest
Terry to have specified items in a written document be-
fore the property is annexed and the city limit signs
moved. ;

About 70 percent of the proposed subdivision is
within the city limits already. So the annexation deals
with the remaining 30 percent.

-- Discussed a proposed
Terry involving ambulance transfers from Parmer
County Community Hospital to hospitals elsewhere,
-such as Amarillo and Lubbock.

The ordinance was tabled until details can be worked
out. This is a sore point with Bovina over the way the
Bovina ambulance is asked to handle these transfers.

Terry has called Pam Nielsen, of the Panhandle Re-
gional Planning Commission, and has suggested she
call a meeting with county, Friona and Bovina personnel
to set up better parameters.

Ms. Nielsen told the Tribune on Monday that she will
look into the problem.

-- Voted to use the TEEX grant money to buy two mo-
bile natural gas generators for $19,872. Information
about these generators was carried in last week’s Trib-
une.

-- Terry said the Meadows Foundation Grant for the
new ambulance was approved, but the money has not
been received yet. _

-- Voted to have the city and school board elections
in the EMS building, pending formal U.S. government
approval. :

-- Approved police officers Everhart’s six-month pay
raise.

-- Set the next meeting for March 11.

From City Manager Ernest Terry:

There has been some discussion and misinfor-
mation concerning the Bovina EMS and their charges
for emergency medical services. | would like to try and
explain how it works and to provide some data.
= Last year, from Oct. 1, 2002, through Sept. 30,
2003, the Bovina EMS had $21,384 in expenses, which
included medical supplies, vehicle maintenance, upkeep
on the EMS Building, utilities, training, and medical fees
and dues.

Also, the EMS purchased a new ambulance and
$54,019 was expensed during this year, for a total of
$75,403. %

Bovina EMS revenue was $26,680 from payments for
ambulance runs, $3,000 from Parmer County Commu-
nity Hospital, $6,300 from Parmer County, $10,000 in
donations, and a grant from TDH for $35,000. This to-
taled $80,880, for a net gain of $5,477 that goes back
into the general fund. :

The new ambulance cost $119,854 and is funded by:
$35,000 from ambulance savings; $35,000 TDH grant;
$10,000 in donations, and $39,900 Meadows grant for a
overall funding total of $119,900. This was fully ex-™
plained in last week’s Tribune.

Only the $39,900 remains to be expensed as of
this writing.

Last year, the Bovina EMS made 80 ambulance
runs, and if you depreciate the new ambulance over five
years, each afbulance run costs the City of Bovina
$583. To break even, we have to collect $583 for each
ambulance run. We do that several ways; through col-
lections, donations, grants, and transfers from the gen-
eral fund.

Okay, let's look at collections. Last year,
through a billing agent, we billed about $136,000 for
EMS service, or $1,700 per ambulance run. We collected

" only $26,680 of that $136,000. $109,320 was written offgy
because of the insurance, bad debt, and we accept in-
surance payment in full from citizens of Bovina. ¢

What does that really mean? It means that if you are
a citizen of Bovina and we bill you for an EMS service,
whatever your insurance pays, we accept as payment in
full and write off any remainder.

Why do we do this? When you pay Bovina prop-
erty tax, some of that tax pays for the benefits of the
EMS service. Also, in order to collect an adequate.
‘amount, we must bill sufficient amount for the insuranc

7 to authorize an adequate payment.

So we bill an average of $1,700 in order to receive
an average of $333.50 for each ambulance run. Remem-
ber, our cost is $583 per run, which means we lose
$249.50 for each run that must be made up from other
sources. The $1,700 that we bill for each run is not ab-
normal. It is pretty normal for ambulance charges
throughout Texas. :

The bottom line is... if you are a citizen of Bovina
and if you have insurance; your cost for ambulance
service is $0.00, because we write off what the Insur-
ance doesn’t pay. :

Yes, the initial bill looks high, but if you really need
the Bovina EMS to save your life or you are seriously(y
injured, it’s pretty cheap. The cost is right and the Bo-
vina EMS service is the best in Parmer County. Can’t
beat that!
