Protein Can Be Cut
If Cows Are On
Green Pasture

Dairy cows grasing green per-
manent pasture will need only
from 12 to 18 per cent protain in
the grain mixture, and in view of
the prevalling shortage of protsin
feed this In of vital concern to
dalrymen, according to E R, Bu-
daly, dalry husbandman for the A.
& M. College extension service,

A cow pgotting & high protein
roughage needs only three pounds
of grain mixture to make a galion
of milk, but with low protein
roughage sha needs four pounds
for the same~production,

Cows getting dry roughage prob-
ably would require one<third to
one-half of the grain mixture in
cottonsesd meal, pointed out Eu-
daly, whers as thoss on green pas-
ture would need only oneofurth
to one-aixth of the mixture In cot-
tonseed meal.

In winter green pasture la best
furnished by oats, wheat or barley,
and {n other peasons buflfalo,
carpet, rescue, rye, sudan, mes-
quite and Johnson grasses all suf-
fice. Alfalia, cowpea, peanut and
clover hay are high In protains

Eudaly said that good sudan
pasture Is worth As much as
(green) oats and on the uverage
will fumish good graming for
three months. It may be planted
up to Juns 1 for maximum bene-
fitse and i this area many al-
ready have In their sudan,

Keeping Down The
Vegetable Insects

Control of wegetable Insects Is
not as difficult as many persons
seem to think, says Dr. H. G
Johnston, antomologist for the A.
& M. College extension service.

The Ideal strategy ia to wage an
offensive battls, beginning as
soon as the first Invaders appear
in ths garden and never giving
them a chance to become estab-
lished. This battle should continue
at iIntervals of four or five days
until the enemy is mopped up.

Insecticldes necessary for the
job Include cryolite and calclum
arsenalte to control flea beeties,
cucumber beelles, cabbage worms
and other insects which feed upon
the fruit and follage of the plants;

Plant lice, Dr. Johnston says,
are probably the most common
and destructive wvegetabls pests
They sttack almost all crops.
especially turnips, radishes, mus-
tard, onbbage and other similar
plants. They may bas econtrolled
by using a five per cent rotenone-
sulphur mixture, or nicotine »sul-
fate, a8 A spray or dust. Begln na
soon a8 the pests appear and thor-
oughly cover the lower surface of
the leaves. These insects are
killed only when actually hit by
the Insecticide. In addition, de-
stroy stalks as socon as the crop
Is harvested In order to ellminate
breeding places for lice and bugs.

Because the supply of pressure
cookers is po far short of meeting
the demand, all pressure coolers
produced In 1043 will be rationed.

Dur-
ing 1943, material for only 150,000
preasurs canners has been re-
loamaed by the War Production
Board (o thres manufacturers,
through the efforts of the U. 8
D. A. Because of the rationing
plan, the manufacturers will fill
no otders from Individual users.
The wartlme cookers will be
made of steel rather than alumi-
num, and will be equipped with a

In the first place this excess
water, which olherwise would be
wastod, ean be used where artl
flelal watéring Is not possible, or
prolong periods between watering
If facilities are available. More-
over, pure ralnwater simply does
more for plants than water piped
in for man-made irrigation.

Care should be exercised In me-
lection of a garden plot so that
runoff waler can be diverted to
It. It 1a possible In some cases to
construct a terrnce above the gare
den spot to trap the water, which
flows Into the garden by means
of a pipe through the terrace.

Of course, the plot should be no
larger than the runoff justifies if
this is the sole source of wller.:
Where the runoff is bigger than
the garden plot, some have found
It wise to have a second but fal-
low plot so thal excess water may |
be diverted to It for storage for
the next yaar.

Education Key

To Production,
Club Is Told

No other Investment will return
the nation so much in Increased
productivity as edueation, Dr. A.
Caswell Eillls, Austin, authority on
adult education, psychology and
philosophy, declared Wednesday In
an address before the Lions club.

This, he sald, had been demon-
strated conclusively sincegths turn
of the century. Trained minds
and trained workers, according to
Dr. Ellls, ware responsible for the
remarkable exploitation of re-
sources wsince 1911, when the na-
tion's income was & scant 33 bil-
lions of dollars. In 1841, before the
war, this Incoms had jumped to B0
billlons—a rise that paralleled the
increased Investment In educa-
tion.

Speaking on *Our Perll and the
Way Out.” Dr. Ellls contended that
a 300 billion dollar debt from war,
with the posaibility of another 200
billlonas for mocial security, pen-
sions and bonuses to soldiers,
financing of the adjusiment period
untll war Industry could be re-
geared for peace would be added,
was the most serious matter fac-
Ing the mation In post-war times,

“There are two ways out”™ he
miid., “Payment or repudiation,
and elther is a pretty serious un-
dertaking. We saw what hap-
pened to Germany by repudiation,
and T don't think we want that

“If we are going to blunder back
Into another post-war depression
and let our national Income drop
to 3 odd billions, we ean't live,
much less repay our debits. But if
we keep our Income up to 140 hil-
lions or mors as it may be this
yoar, wa can live far better than

wa ever have and still have nroundl
50 Dbilllons annually for debt|
liquidation.™

The erux of the problem, he de-
clared, "ls more econcerned with

what wa can make more than with
what we owe"”

In Texas alone, he continued
more progress has been made In
the development of our natural re-
sourcea within the past two years
than in the preceding 200 years.
This s more or less true else-
where, argued Dr. Ellls, for “we
have really just begun to develop
our natural resources.” Hence, he
belleved thalt war discoveries
would be turned to peacetime pur-
stults and uaher In the greatsst sra
of prosperity we have known,

“If we are not profitably busy
(after the war has been won),” he
asserted, "it's just plain stupldity.
We must not stumble Into the
viclous eircle of cutting produeo
tion A8 per cent when business de-
clined 15 per cent, as certain In-
dustrialists did at the outset of
the recent depression. We must
think clearly and wes must pre
pars through the thorough educa-
tion of the present generation”

Becretary of 8tate Cordell Hull
made this clear In an address be-
for the Pan American Unlon last
plght In which he vigoroualy ad-
wocated worldwide adoption of the
good neighbor policy as m sort of
global magna charta of the na-
tions,

Amid the clash of arms and con-
fusion of world confliet it s more
than ever important, ha sald, “to
kosp clearly bafore mankind the
principles to which we have dedl-
eated ourselves,”—the principles of
sovereignty, equality, law, order,
justice, morality, nono-Intervention,
friendlines s and ocooperation on
which the solldarity of this hemis-
phare s basad.

“These principlea upon which we

« hbave bulit our Intar-American
¥fe," he emphasized, “ars no ex-
elusive property of the continents
of the Americas. They are not

. pecullar to this bemlsphere. They
are universally applicable and are
open to universal adoption ., .

“The liberty that we jealously
safeguard as the right of every
Amsrican nation, great and small,
s the same Iberty which we be-
Meve should be established
throughout the earth.”

Hull's words were regarded as
of particular significance in view
of recent British and American of-
fiscal vtterances widely interpret-
od as meaning the small states
must reconcils themselves to a
diminished role In the postwar
world and that some of them might
have to disappear as soversign en-
titles,

New Markup

System For
Vegetables

WASHINGTON, April 15 UP) —
OPA prescribed a new *“markup”
system of pricing fresh vegetables
at retall today while officials Inti-
mated that tha step was a prelimi-
nary to bringing down the cost of
garden produce In compliance with
| President Roosavelt's order to re-
l&ucc the cost of food where possi-
bie. Poultry also has been mention-
ed by officinls as a lkely candidate
for similar price trimming.

Complaints about wvegetabls
prices now constitute the bulk of
“kicks” recelved by OPA from the
publie. Prices soared in the wake
of canned goods rationed. Frosts
and other damage in some growing
localities complicated things.

The first step, taken last
month, frozs prices of seven key
vegetablea at then ourrent levels
Today's grder, which goes Inte
effect April 22, pots the maximum
retail price on each of the seven
products at & fixed percentage
above tha wholesale price. The
next step, freely predicted In
OFA, will be to cut the wholesale
prices and wunder the retail
“markup” system that action will
automatically cut retall prices,
Meanwhile, the markups are not

expected to make much change in
retall prices, and officials sald the
results could be judged only om a
store-by-stors baals,

On cabbage, thes percentage
which retsilers may add to whole
sale cost was put at 65 per cent for
indepandent stores with an annual
busineas volume of less than $250-
000, 64 per cent for chain stores
wilh volume under §250,000, and 50
per cent for larger stores of eithar
type.

On earrots, lettuce, peas, snap
beans, spinach and tomatoes, the
markup was sol at 30 per ocent
for all types of retallers, al-
thougr classifications were set
up which may be the basls for
some differentials In the future
Retallors will ba permitted to

change prices, however, only once
& wesk—on Thursdays.

However, Tunisia lsn't the father
land or yst Ttaly.

The chances are that thers will
be a terrific battle—and we must
be prepared for heavy Allled
ceasualties — until the Axis forces
finally realizea that there's no
chance of their belng evacuated.
Then one would expect surrender,
rather than fight to a finish,

Rommel's value now ls to give
Hitler na much tima as possible to
got set for the Allied offensive or
offensives which presumably will
be almad at the continent after the
battle of Tunima.
