One of the greatest challenges 
facing the publisher of a weekly 
paper, we have convinced our-
selves, is restoring confidence in 
the moral goodness of people. 

The daily press, which ferrets 
out anything of a sensational na-
ture to dress its front pages, is 
usually found to have at least one 
murder or rape, a child desertion 
case, or a story on gang war or a 
dope ring emblazoned across its 
columns each day. 

This seems to be minimum equip- 
' ment for good readership. And in 

truth, the daily press is not wholly 
to blame, for it spends millions of 
dollars searching for the news that 
people seem to WANT to read. 

Still, we cannot swallow the 
line that a newspaper cannot ex-
ist without a large degree of sen-
sationalism, because we have 
seen hundreds of examples, that 
a weekly can plod along for 
months without it and do very 
well in readership. 

We don't suggest that a weekly 
should avoid publishing the bad 
with the good—far from it. But we 
think that tally newspaper ought to 
attempt to mirror the lives of its 
readers, and to publish the bad 
things and omit the good presents 
a one-sided picture. 

If we must have a murder sto-
ry—ancl we do from time to time 
—then shouldn't we attempt to 
find some good along with the 
bad? What about the little girl

week as hundreds of farmers re-
port not heavy—but steady—visita-
tions o,f moisture that have sent 
their hopes for a fall crop soaring. 

The rains have been scattered 
and general in the same breath. 
That is, the north part of the 
county may be getting showers 
this afternoon while the southern 
part is dry, but chances are, be-
fore many hours pass, the situa-
tion will reverse itself. 

There appear to be very, very 
few cases where little or no rain 
has come in July—and just When 
the crops needed- it most. 

For once in the past three years, 
the majority of the roaring irriga-
tion well engines are silenced this 
week—in the middle of summer—
as cloudy skies and promise of 
more rain to come encourage farm-
ers to keep their wells shut down. 

The summer has been anything 
but hot. Cotton farmers generally 
call on Old Sol to beam down and 
hurry their plants along, but there 
haven't been very many scorchers 
so far. 

Surprisingly, the cotton is shap-
ing up better than most optimists 
could have hoped with such cool 
weather. Few complaints are be-
ing heard from cotton growers. 

The happiest group of farmers 
are those who are banking heav- 
ily on feed—or grain sorghums— 
again this year. Faced with low-
er prices and higher costs of 
production, many had feared 
there wouldn't be too much profit 
in raising the 1955 feed crop. 
If natural moisture such as has 

been falling continues to push the 
crop along, however, it appears 
quite likely that costs of watering 
stand a chance of being consider-
ably less than during the past two 
years. 

Rangeland is perking up from the 
beneficial showers, and summer 
fallow wheatland is "soaking it up". 

Most county points have received 
a total of between three and four 
inches of rain in July.

„nuts, grapes, peaches, alfalfa, 
corn and plums. 
Plains farmers would lick their 

chops to get water as he does. It 
costs him $3.50 per acre—per year! 
The water comes around about 
every two weeks, and he can use 
all he needs, he says.

Monday, Tuesday. and Wednesday 
of this week. A total of 470 children 
participated in the first series. 

Friona had the largest percent-
age of children appearing for the 
second shots, with 128 out of a 
possible 180 appearing there on 
Monday. Thirty-five out of an 
eligible 77 received the vaccine 
at Bovina on Tuesday; 40 turned 
up at Lazbuddie, 96 eligible; and 
40 of an eligible 80 children re-
gistered for the second shots at 
Farwell. 
These children should have their 

third, or booster shot, in seven 
months from this time. Dr. Spring 
points out that the "boosters" will 
have to be administered by family 
doctors. 

Dr. Paul Spring announced 
Wednesday that there will be a 
final make-up clinic for children 
who have not yet received their 
second polio shots. Time and 
place of the clinic is Thursday, 
August 4, at 2 o'clock at the new 
grade school building in Friona. 

All eligible youngsters who 
missed their second round of the 
innoculations may get their shots 
at this time, Dr. Spring says, add-
ing that this will be the last 
chance for children in the county 
to receive the shots unless they 
consult their individual physi-
cians. 
Two- hundred and forty-three 

children received second polio shots 
under the free school program on

How would you as a homemaker 
like to be faced with the problem 
of planning menus day after day 
around—of all things!—sardines 
and cream-style corn? In a sense, 
that is 'what happened to Dot Rich-
ardson of Texico when she and 
her husband first moved to this 
community. 

Our recipe this week is what 
evolved from this situation. 

When we first called Dot and 
asked her for her favorite, she had 
planned to look up her directions 
for party sandwiches. But her hus-
band changed her mind, insisting 
that her "whatsit" casserole was 
by far the most original and delect-
able dish. 

Dot explained that some grocer-
ies were damaged while being 
shipped by the railroad (Jess 
works for the Santa Fe) and the 
Richardsons found themselves with 
two cases of sardines and one case 
of cream-style corn. "We ate corn 
and sardines every way you could 
imagine to prepare them," Dot 
says. 

That's how this original casserole 
dish emerged, as a great favorite 
in the household. Dot was prepar-
ing dinner one day, and just for 
fun, began experimenting. We 
give you her method below. 

Whatsit Casserole 
2 medium sized potatoes 
1 can sardines (tall can) 
1 can corn 
3 tbls. flour 
1 tsp. pepper 
2 tsp. salt 
1 cup whole milk 
Slice potatoes thin with slicer. 

Place layer in bottom of casserole. 
Place layer of fish, slice through 
fish with knife, then add layer of 
corn. Sprinkle with mixture of dry 
ingredients. Make two more layers 

like the first one. Then pour whole 
milk over the entire mixture. 

Bake in slow, about 250 degree, 
oven and when it browns on top, 
add a little water. Bake about an 
hour.

Can't Go Along 

For 100% Parity Platform 
We are unable to endorse the platform of Farm-

er's Union and other groups who seek government 
price supports of 100 percent of parity for farm 
products. 

While we have conceded that price supports 
have effected a stabilizing influence on a market 
that has always been too big for farmers themselves 
to control, and the levelling off of these conditions 
has promoted a sound agricultural economy, we see 
a danger in carrying the program to extremes. 

It is generally argued that a farmer is entitled 
to a "fair" price for his products. Quite so—and 
for everyone else, as far as that is concerned. 

But the problem starts when any person, or 
group of persons, sits down and attempts to discover 
what is a fair price for any one product. 

Costs of production vary enormously from one 
part of the country to another. They even fluctuate 
widely in the same place from year to year. For ex-
ample, irrigation costs for Plains farmers have not 
been as great this year as they have in the past, 
due to timely rainfall. 

And the farmer who often reminds that the 
businessman in town doesn't have any trouble getting 
a "fair" price for his products just doesn't know 
how things really work on the retail level. 

Many manufactured products with nation-wide 
distribution arrive at a dealer's store with a "sug-
gested" retail price. This is supposed to represent 
a fair margin of profit to the merchant. 

But rare is the case when the businessman is 
able to sell his product at full mark-up. More often, 
he will banter around with a farmer or some other 
purchaser and through cash discount or a ridiculous 
allowance for trade-in, close the deal with little more 
than enough money just to keep going. 

The people who know these facts best are the 
people who have successfully retired from farming 
and gone into retail business for some "easy" 
money. It just doesn't work.

No, we are convinced that only a free market 
can arrive at a fair price for the seller, whether 
it be in the field of agriculture or dime store novel-
ties. 

But to allow the disorganized farming industry 
an opportunity to orderly market products, we will 
agree to the necessity of a limited amount of control 
in the form of price supports. This can—and does—
take the depressive slumps out of the market from 
one harvest to another. 

There is somewhere a happy medium between 
the point that markets begin to break for lack of 
supports, and where surpluses begin to pile up in 
mountains because of artificial conditions created by 
supports, and in that area should come the govern-
ment's efforts to stabilize the agricultural industry.

20,500 pounds of sodium chlorate 
have been applied for treating bind-
weed-infested areas in the county.

Parmer County SS 
Payments Listed 

In Parmer County at the end of 
last year 44 retired workers were 
receiving $2,216 in monthly social 
security payments, according to 
figures just released by John R. 
Sanderson, District Manager of the 
Social Security Office in Amarillo. 

In addition to the retired workers, 
43 people were receiving $1,420 a 
month as dependents. 

Although this is a considerable 
increase as compared to a year 
ago, it is certain that more people 
will receive larger payments in 
years to come because of changes 
in the Social Security Law in 1954, 
Sanderson says. Among major 
changes were: 

1. Computation of payments after 
"dropping out" up to 5 years of 
lowest social security covered earn-
ings. 

2. Extension of coverage to more 
farm workers and to self-employed 
farmers, as well as many other 
kinds of work. 

3. Increasing maximum wages 
creditable, 	toward benefits from 
$3600 to $4200. 

4. Allowing disablea workers to 
"freeze" wage mcords while dis-
abled. 

5. Increasing amount of earnings 
a retired worker can receive and 
still get ail or a part of retirement 
payments: (There is no restriction 
on earnings after a worker is 72).

There was lots of other broken 
glass.

Nursery toys were brutally torn 
into shreds. Furniture was sense-
lessly overturned and broken.

The carnage was discovered 
about three o'clock by Ellwood 
Smith, before the water had spread 
far.

High Plains farmers—especially 
cotton farmers—find that they need 
to have a special type of "IQ" if 
they are to derive the greatest prof-
it from their operations. 

This "IQ" is not an intelli-
gence quotient, •but an' INSECT 
quotient. How-high a cotton farm-
er ranks in this field may well 
determine how high his profits 
will be when gin time rolls 
a round. 

This season, as in seasons past, 
County Agent Joe Jones is taking 
time to conduct special cotton in-
sect meetings with farmers over 
the county, and to actually intro-
duce. them to their friends and 
enemies in the insect world. 

There is still lots of educational 
work to be done in this field, how-
eVer, says Jones, and this article 
is just one part of a complete pro-
gram that can do- much to assist 
farmers in identifying and con-
trolling their cotton insects. 

More, technical information is 
available through the agent's of-
fice.

Control should start as soon as eggs 
and newly-hatched worms are 
found. 

The adult is a yellowish to brown-
ish moth (often with a strong green-
ish overcast which fades in flown 
specimens) with a wing spread of 
about 11/2  in. The female lays about 
1,000 eggs singly, particularly on 
growing tips, squares, and bolls. 
The small, ribbed eggs are white, 
dome-shaped, and about half the 
size of a pinhead. 

Lygus 
These bugs are important pests 

of cotton in the Southwest. Alfalfa 
is a favorite host of these insects. 
When alfalfa or other plants are 
cut or dried out, lygus bugs migrate 
to adjacent cotton fields. Their 
feeding on cotton results in the 
shedding of squares, blooms, and 
young bolls. The plants also be-
come deformed. 

The adult females are straw-
colored while the males are darker 
with red and brown markings. 
They are almost 1/4  in. long, slight-. 
ly smaller than the tarnished plant 
bug. Eggs are laid within the tis-
sues of the plants upon which they 
feed. Under favorable conditions, a 
generation may be completed in 30 
days. There may be 6 or more gen-
erations in a season. 

Fleahopper 
The fleahopper pierces terminal 

buds and newly-formed squares, 
causing them to drop. This often re-
sults in tall, whiplike plants without 
fruit or fruiting branches, or other 
abnormal plant growth. Injury oc-
curs( chiefly in early season. 

The adult cotton fleahopper is an 
oval-shaped, pale-green winged in-
sect about 1-7 in. long. The body is! 
dotted with small dark spots with 
four black ,marks near wing tips. 
The young fleahopper is very small, 
green, and wingless. 

The fleahopper breeds on goat-
weed (croton),' primrose, horse-
mint, and other plants. Eggs are 
inserted singly in the bark of the 
stems. A life cycle is only about 3 
weeks; several generations mature 

such an extent that the new bolls 
put on by the plant will not have 
time to mature before the season 
ends with a hard freeze. 

How Many Bugs? 
Taking a "census" of insect pop-

ulation is recommended before con-
sidering methods of control. For 
those who need a rule of the thumb, 
Agent Jones suggests: 

It's time to poison when there 
are 20 fleahoppers to 100 terminals; 
or 4 or 5 bollworms and eggs per 
100 terminals. 

Right here, he emphasizes, is a 
good time to warn farmers against 
"doubling up" their program when 
the count of one species of insect 
is higher than the other. 

For instance, the situation 
sometimes arises where a farm-
er notices a heavy infestation of 
fleahoppers, and only a few boll-
worms. It's wrong, warns the 
agent, to decide to increase the 
strength of poisons, hoping to get 
both species. 

When a farmer thinks, "Well, I 
have enough 'hoppers so that I'm 
going to poison anyhow, and since 
I have a few worms, I'll increase 
the dose and get 'em all," he's 
headed for trouble, says the agent. 

The reason is because it is pos-
sible to control fleahoppers with 
lighter doses of poison WITHOUT 
knocking out beneficial insects that 
may stave off a bollworm attack. 

"Know what you're poisoning 
when you attempt control meas-
ures," says Jones. 

Here is some information that 
will help the farmer get acquaint-
ed with some of the common harm-
ful cotton insects: 

B911worm 
The bollworm is a major cotton 

pest. • The ' tiny newly-hatched 
worm first feeds on leaves and then 
attacks squares and bolls. Greatest 
loss is caused by tunneling into and 
destroying bolls. The color varies 
from pink, green, to almost black. 
The full-grown worm, about 11/2 in. 
long, enters the ground and be-
comes a, mahogany-brown pupa 
from which the adult later emerg-
es. A generation may be completed 
in 30 days during warm weather, 
with 4 to 6 generations annually. 

LEGAL 

fi * * 
A survey of general cotton in-

sect conditions in Parmer County 
last week did not indicate very 
many alarming infestations, and 
this is cheering news. However, 
it is no time to stop worrying 
about cotton insects, because they 
can multiply and do heavy dam-
age in a very short time. 
This threat is especially true in 

the case of the fleahopper and 
bollworm: two rascals that farm-
ers are watching carefully right 
now. 

Moist and cooler weather condi-
tions recently have done much to 
speed the build-up of cotton in-
sects, and farmers can expect 
trouble momentarily. • 

Insect control at this stage of 
the cotton's growth is vital. It is 
important every year, . but this 

• year, especially, it deserves the at-
tention of the farmer. 

Cotton on the High Plains is 
late, and will need every day it 
can get to mature those extra bolls 
that pay off at harvest time. Mid-
season insects, on the other hand,. 
can destroy the plant's fruit . to

fires, butane fires and sprinkler 
systems. 

Types of fires mentioned in Cun-
ningham's notes were Class A, rub-
bish, textile and wood which can 
be fought with almost any fire ex-
tinguisher; Class B, liquid, such as 
inflammable gas and oil which may 
be extinguished by removing the 
oxygen; and Class C, fires which 
are caused by electrical shorting. 

Main point brought out under this 
heading was that fires have to have 
heat, oxygen, and fuel to be classi-
fied as a "fire". 

Dry sprinkler systems are 
thought to be best because they do 
not freeze in cold weather or when 
being used inside of a building, 
says Cunningham's notes. 

Thursday's lesson consisted of a 
discussion and study of rescue and 
its dangers to firemen and those 
standing by. Among items taken up 
were the stages of rescue of victims 
inside a burning structure. 

The last session of the school 
dealt with ways of loading a fire 
hose on a truck. 

The final day was also used for 
a test which was given all students 
who had participated, to determine 
how much those in attendance had 
learned while attending the course.

Students were told to use graphite 
to oil ladders, and different types 
of ladders were discussed, includ-
ing truss, roof, hook, extension, and 
splice. One of the more important 
facts brought out during the course 
was that firemen should always 
place a ladder one-fourth the dis-
tance from the wall in an approxi-
mate 45 degree angle. Also men-
tioned was the fact that a man 
holding a ladder should always stay 
with such and for no reason should 
he leave it. 	 • 

Last point brought out before the 
Monday evening lesson came to a 
close was that ladders should al-
ways be inspected after use and 
should never be loaned. 

Pump operations were studied 
on Tuesday with three types being 
discussed. The lesson told of each 
type of pump and operation before 
going into pressure gauges. 

Under the heading of pumps and 
pressure came the statement that 
there should be five men on a 
truck when it arrives at a plug. 
Students then discussed nozzle pres-
sure. Questions having to do with 
pump operations concluded Tues-
day's session. 

On Wednesday, the students were 
instructed on fog nozzles, types of 
fires, fire extinguishers, fighting

(The following report was written 
from notes which were taken by 
Buck Cunningham, member of the 
Friona Fire Department, who re-
cently returned from a week's 
training at the annual State Fire 
School. The course was held on the 
campus of Texas A. & M. at College 
Station. Cunningham was enrolled 
in the basic training program at 
the school.) 

Cunningham states that 1,236 
were in attendance at the school. 
This number included students, in-
structors, members of the adminis-
tration .and visitors. The 1954 at-
tendance was 1,114. The breakdown 
of this figure shows that there were 
935 students enrolled this year 
while 882 were in attendance in 
1954. There were 131 visitors this 
year compared ,to 76 in 1954, which 
shows an increase of 55 persons. 

There were 408 towns in Texas 
represented at the session and 36 
states. Thirty-eight service installa-
tions, including 19 from the state of 
Texas and a like number from 
other states were represented. 

The first lesson on Monday began 
with a course on salvage covers 
with the first point of interest being 
that 75% of fire damage was 
caused by smoke and water. Dif-
ferent uses of salvage covers men-
tioned were: 1, to cover furniture 
from damage of smoke and water; 
2, to make a chute to run water; 3, 
to form a stretcher; and last, as 
a catch-all for holding water. A 
standard size cover is 12x18 feet, 
Cunningham's notes reveal. Ways 
to put on a salvage cover was 
brought out, and the lesson ended 
with the care of covers. 

Parts and care of ladders were 
studied at the Monday evening ses-
sion, with many pertinent facts 
about this equipment listed. 

The nine parts of a ladder were 
discussed, with the statement that 
ladders are made of Douglas fir 
(beams) and second-growth hickory 
(rungs). Stress is put on the fact 
that ladders should never be paint-
ed, that three or four coats of var-
nish are best. Reason: paint will 
hide defective places and is also a 
conductor of electricity.

There will be an election at the 
American Legion Hall Saturday, 
July 30th, for the purpose of de-
termining what to do with the re-
mainder of the previously voted 
school bond.

If the vote is to not cancel the 
bonds, they will be kept as unsold 
bonds for a period of three years, 
which will be five years from the 
time they were voted, and then 
they would automatically be re-
voked by state law and cannot be 
sold. 

If the bonds are to be sold, it 
must be done previous to the end of 
the three year period.-

The city commission called a 
$100,000 bond election for August 
13th at a meeting held Tuesday 
morning. The Central Investment 
Company of Lubbock and The 
Columbian Securities Corporation 
of Texas at Amarillo are making 
the deals to place the bonds on the 
market if the election proves the 
people want the sewer system, ac-
cording to Mayor 0. W. Rhinehart. 

The bonds will carry three and 
one-half percent interest for the 
first five years, four percent inter-
est for the next five years, and 
four and one-half percent interest 
for the five years following that. 
However, after 20 years the city 
may buy the bonds if they so de-
sire. If the city does buy the bonds 
after 20 years, the four and one-half 
percent interest would not have to 
be paid. 

All of the bonds will be of the 
revenue type. They will be paid by 
profits derived from the sewer sys-
tem and from the water system. 
Taxes would not be molested in 
any way if the sewer system goes 
in. 

Rhinehart estimated that if the 
vote was "for" the sewer system, 
it would be about 90 days before 
the contract for construction could 
be let.
