Vandiver: Area crop
development slows

From Monti Vandiver, Parmer County extension agent
- IPM:

Environmental conditions have slowed crop develop-
ment in the Northwest Plains of Texas. Wheat, which
has not received adequate rainfall or irrigation, has ben-
efited from cool temperatures which have reduced the
amount of moisture required to fill grain.

Freeze injury to heads is minimal overall, but can be
observed in many fields. Most visible damage is limited
to the top 1/4 of heads that have been damaged but
some sterile whole heads have been observed.

Rust has been observed on some wheat. For the most
part the wheat crop looks very good across the board.

Most corn has emerged and has from 1 to 6 leaf col-
lars visible. Much of the area corn got off to a slow start
as a result of cool temperatures. Symptoms of low tem-
perature stress included yellowing, purpling, field
streaking, and slow growth however most corn has
responded to warmer temperatures and has greened up
and began to grow rapidly.

Cool temperatures have impacted cotton more than
other crops. Locally, we have accumulated only 66% (to
date) of the historical average heat unit accumulation
and only 37% of the heat units accumulated by May 31,
2006.

Root rot has been observed in many fields further
slowing development.

May showed huge moisture total

Lonnie McFarland keeps great weather records that
he shares with the State Line Tribune.

The moisture total for 2007 through May has been 9.98
inches. This compares with the 23 year average for the
first five months of the year (1984 through 2006) of 4.68
inches of moisture.

And last year’s totals for the first five months were
only 2.00 inches of moisture.

This year’s stats include 3.06 inches of rain in May.
The 23-year average for May (1984 through 2006) has
been 2.17 inches. Thus, this year’s May has received a
much heavier dose of moisture.

And June has started out strong, as almost 6 tenths of
an inch of rain fell on the Twin Cities on Sunday and
Monday nights.

This isn’t particularly good for all -- it’s too much
moisture for the cotton crop.

And hail has hit some areas south and west of
Farwell, including West Camp.

June celebrates National Dairy Month and it’s fitting that an entire month by
tagged to commemorate the many facets of this thriving and growing indus-
try.

In the old days, people would hardly call milking cows “a big business.” But
doing such twice a day was often the most begrudgingly done chore on the
family farm. Milking cows evokes vivid memories of cold mornings, spilled
milk buckets and sore hands and knees from when “Bessie” would kick.

Milk cows were a necessity and rarely looked at as a prime source of
income. They provided milk to drink and cook with, and cream to churn for
butter.

Through the years, milking cows has taken on a dramatic change.
Automation and high tech have replaced the milk stool and bucket.
Herringbone milk parlors equipped with automatic milking machines have
since become the standard. Sixteen to 20 cows milked at a time have become
the minimum numbers, while 32 or 48 cows at a time have become the stan-
dard. The milking barns of today are gleaming examples of concrete, stainless
steel and hydraulic engineering.

Marketing milk and other dairy products have also become a science of
sorts. Milk co-ops aggressively seek processing opportunities and selling
points to distribute dairy products. Milk, cheese and ice cream have become
three of the most competitively marketed products in the food business. Each
product has had to find its own niche in the particular markets they are sold
in. Milk is no longer just “milk.” It must compete as a drink, a staple in the food
pyramid and as a wholesome, healthy product that is multi-marketed as a
whole, low-fat and skim milk. Cheese enters into these arenas, also.

And what about the folks who choose to earn their living by dairy farming?
The majority of American dairy farms are owned and operated by families that
have generations or experience in the field. The dairy farms in this area are a
prime example. But there are some farms that are operated as privately and
publicly owned corporations.

This region has seen a growth boom in the last several years that is contin-
uing. It’s phenomenal. We have gone from a handful of medium-sized dairies
to a virtual dairy capitol. The largest influx has been from California dairymen
leaving the tight confines of an over-populated state to an area of vast land
and opportunity for growth.

And grow they have. The standard size of most new dairies being built in the
area is of the size to milk 1,200 to 2,400 cows; not to mention including the
space to pen and house calves and heifers. The small family farm has become
a major industry.

The dairy industry has had to go with the flow of change in recent years. The
government has put many restrictions and requests on dairies in the areas of
waste management, use of medications and antibiotics, importing and export-
ing policies, and participation in the commodity programs.

The industry was at one time more competitive among the milk cooperatives
than it is at the present. The co-ops have banded together in order to have
their far and profitable marketing of dairy products and government coopera-
tion. The formation of the National Milk Producers Federation has been a huge
step in the advancement of milk regulating and marketing. Individual co-ops
have also stepped up their efforts to deal with the federal and state govern-
ments on an individual basis.

Many area businesses have been given new opportunities and growth due
to the dairy industry. Witness how the new cheese plant is impacting on our
area. Sales of feed products, heavy-duty trucks and feed wagons, and much
more have been at an all-time high. Area dairymen have found solid, friendly
foundations in the area businesses that support the dairy industry.

Area dairies work hard at their industry and are proud of their achievements.
A typical day for many is to be up at sunrise and down “at some time after
everything is done.” That’s if no calves have to be pulled or milk pumps go
out. Rewards are not just financial in this industry.

It’s a fitting time to salute this industry and the hard-working folks who keep
it going. In a day and age of getting something for nothing, it’s refreshing to
commend such a fine group of farmers and businesses for proving that hard
work and determination can pay off and be rewarding to all those involved.

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Piracy
makes
comeback

Parmer County is under
a death threat from pirates.

Don’t look for the skull-
and-crossbones fluttering
from the masts as their
dark corsairs sail up
Running Water Draw any
time soon, but the threat is
just as real because piracy
is increasing by leaps and
bounds on the world’s
seas, and its impact will
reach every corner of the
globe.

With the implosion of
the Soviet Union and the
supposed end to the Cold
War in 1990, most sea-
going nations reduced the
number of warships in
their fleets, and with
“fewer cops” on the beat
at sea, piracy has quickly
rushed in to fill the void.
Maritime insurers estimate
that the numbers of pirates
in the world today have
increased into the thou-
sands, with reports of their
attacks on shipping com-
ing in every day from vari-
ous parts of the world.
The cost to world com-
merce in 2006 is estimated
to total more than $16-bil-
lion, but that number is
probably too low.

These same maritime
insurers also assess that
all the naval forces and all
the maritime law enforce-
ment forces in the world
combined will manage to
apprehend only about one
percent of the world’s
pirates at any time. There
is no other criminal spe-
cialization that can boast
that 99 percent of its
assaults, thefts, and mur-
ders will never be pun-
ished.

Pirates today attack in
high-powered speedboats,
rushing out of shallow
inlets or under cover of
darkness, armed with fully
automatic weapons,
grenade launchers, and
other state of the art
weapons and technolo-
gies.

Crews of five to 10
pirates in a speedboat can
quickly board and over-
whelm smaller vessels in
their innocent passage
through the Caribbean, the
Philippines, the South
China Sea, and many other
constricted waters, seizing
private yachts, fishing
boats, and coastal
freighters, molesting or
killing their crews and pas-
sengers, stealing every-
thing of value, and vanish-
ing as quickly as they
struck.

Operations by 80 or
more pirates in whole
fleets of speedboats
swarm alongside even the
largest container ships
and oil tankers in the
Indian Ocean and other
seas. In just the first four
months of this year, seven
ships off the Horn of Africa
have been seized by
pirates and held for ran-
som with their crews,
anchored off that bleak
and lawless coastline.

Only about one percent
of the 70,000 ships that
pass through the Sumatra
Straits south of Singapore
are attacked by pirates,
but that still means that
each year, approximately
700 pirate attacks occur in
that vital channel of mar-
itime commerce alone.

International maritime
treaties forbid shippers
from providing their crews
with weapons, much to the
delight of pirates every-
where. They can choose
their victims at a time and
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place where quick
responses by naval or law
enforcement vessels are
impossible, and pirates
board, rape, steal, and
murder with no concern of
armed resistance. By the
time the maritime “police-
man” arrives, the pirates
have vanished.
(Bureaucrats in their
secure buildings and pol-
ished offices guarantee
that criminals are the only
ones who will have
firearms. It’s the same, all
over the world.)

The office that we are
currently establishing here
in Miami is the Navy’s
Commercial Maritime
Liaison Unit, Latin
America. (MARLU-LA) lItis
the first of many MARLU’s
that are being created for
the different shipping
regions in the world
because it is more vital
now than ever to protect
maritime commerce.

More than 98 percent of
the trade between nations
is conducted via ships,
and that is the foundation
of the whole world econo-
my. In that vital area, pira-
cy has demonstrated that
how vulnerable the open
seas and narrow shipping
channels are, ripe for the
plucking by criminal activ-
ity.

And not just the ships,
but their commercial har-
bors as well are at risk.
The U.S. has 361 seaports
for international shipping.
Each year, thousands of
ships enter and depart
these harbors, loading and
off-loading between 7 mil-
lion and 10 million ship-
ping containers. Some of

in receiving the petroleum
products that fuel our
nation from foreign suppli-
ers and from drilling plat-
forms off our coasts.

We know that interna-
tional terrorists see the
opportunities that piracy
offers them. On one side,
Osama bin Laden has
called at various times for
terrorist attacks on oil
drilling platforms and
petroleum facilities, and
on the other, the FBI
Director, Robert Mueller,
has expressed his con-
cerns that future terrorist
attacks will target ships
and seaports.

Any catastrophe in the
world in which pirate tac-
tics are conducted by ter-
rorists will throw a panic
into international com-
merce that could dwarf the
disruptions in commerce
that followed the hijacked
airliners crashing into the
Twin Towers in New York
City.

For that reason, the
seagoing nations today
are as concerned about
the threats of piracy as
they were when Thomas
Jefferson dispatched the
Navy and the Marines to
defeat the Barbary Pirates
from 1801 to 1805. Those
tales of piracy may seem
silly in Parmer County, just
the swashbuckling sagas
of long ago and far away.

But these pirates are not
long ago, they are here
today. And these pirates
have the potential to shake
the pillars of the world’s
free trade. If that happens,
these pirates will feel just
as close and as treacher-
ous on the High Plains as

these seaports specialize
