Back'in Washington, Grew seam-
ed to think that Japanese-Ameri-
can relations had been handled
about as well as possible before
Pearl Harbor “and he became an
ardent Roosevelt rooter, so much

that FDR appointed him Under

gretarymof State.

The Grew Diary would alse
‘show that he had considered Em-
Peror. Htmr!:to a harmless and in-
nocent litile man whom it did not
hurt to  appease. Some people
would get the idea from reading
Grew's diary that he, himself was
an emporer-worghiper, though act-
ually he believed that the insti-
tutlon of emporer should be pre-
served lo®win over the Japanese
people. This was why he went to
the unusual length of writing a
directive suppressing FCC inter-
cepts of Jam broadcasts regarding
the emperor.

Q. What constitutes new and
material evidence necessary to
reopen a claim (hat has been de-
nied?

A. To be new evidence It must
relate to a pew fact respecting the
point at issue. To constitute mater-
ial evidenee the facts offered must
relate to and have effective influ-
ence or bearing on the decision in
question. Evidence which Is cum-
ulative or merely repeats what has
been submitted before will not
serve as a basis for reconsidera-
tion of a claim that has been de-
nied.

Q. Does a National Service Life
Insurance policy have a loan
value?

A. The 5 year level premium
term policy initially issued does
not have a loan value. A loan on any
converied policy may be obtained
after the first policy year. The loan
may not exceed 94 per cent of t.ho]

cash value of the policy. Such |

loans bear interest at the rate
of § per cent per annum.

Q. If a veteran has several tuth .

extracted during service, may den-
tures be furnished by the Veterans
Administration? |

A. Not as a rule. It is held that
the removal of defective teeth is
a benefit rather than a detriment

If, however, dental work is neces-
sary as an adjunct to treatment
for a service connected disability, |
or as-auxiliary to hospital treat- |
ment, dentures may be authorized. |

Q. Is a veteran's child adoptedl
by another person eligible for|
benefits provided for children of
veterans?

A. A child of a veteran adopted |
out of the family of the veteran u'
nevertheless aschild within the|
meaning of that term deﬂmd ln|
veterans regulationa.

Q. Are the proceeds of a Nation-
al Service Life Insurance policy
subject to claims of creditors?

A." No, payments to the bene-
ficlary of such policy are exempt
from taxation and from eclaims of
creditors elther of the insured or
of the beneficiary except as to
claims by the United States Gov-
ernment arising under any of the
laws relating to veterans.

Q. It a medical examination neo-
essary before a claim may be rated
in the case of a World War 11
veteran who files a claim at the
time of his discharge from the ser-
vice?

A. A medical sxamination ls un-
necessary ‘in the Initial adjudica-
tion of the claim unless a oconsid-
erable time has elapsed since the
veteran's discharge or the records
furnished present a problem that
makes an accurate rating deecision
difficult or Impoasible.
