The following informa-
tion comes from the
Alamogordo Daily News,
and staff writer Ellis Neel:
The Otero County

Sheriff’s Department has
reported no new leads
have come in concerning
the disappearance of
Vicky Lynn, former Farwell
resident.

She disappeared Sept.
24, from her Alamogordo
home. Her husband,
Tularosa High School his-
tory teacher and football
coach David Lynn, and for-
mer Texico football coach,
reported her missing to
the Sheriff’s Department
and she didn’t take any

personal effects with her
such as purse, money and
identification.

The Sheriff’s
Department organized an
extensive search effort
last week. More than 60
rescuers fanned out over a
30-square mile area in a
concentrated search,
including several players
from the Eastern New
Mexico University football
team who traveled from
Portales to help in the
search.

“Basically, I haven’t
received any phone calls,”
said Otero County
Sheriff’s Capt. Detective
Norbert Sanchez. “We’re

just at a dead end.”
He said evidence has

been hard to come by in
the areas already searched
because of the torrential
rains in the past week.

“And if there was any
evidence out there to indi-
cate she was there, the
rains have hampered
that,” Sanchez said. “Also,
today, there were several
individual groups out
searching on their own.
They called me to ask
where to search and
apparently nothing was
found. These are known
areas where she’s been.
We’re running out of
places to search.”

Lynn still missing

Safety last week?
They were sending

notice to drivers with
drunken driving and vari-
ous license and insurance
violations since
September 2003 that they
owe fees on top of whatev-
er fines they already paid.

state legislature to be a
nifty fund-raiser and the
program is expected to
generate about $1 billion
by 2008.

one DWI, you get to pay
the state $1,000 a year for
3 years. A high blood alco-
hol concentration gets you
to pay up to double that
total!

od adds on another $1,500
a year.

a year for driving without
insurance or with an
invalid license, etc.
All  fines are cumulative

They decided
that they could recover the
cost of inventing new
drugs, keep their stock
holders happy, and still
indulge the Canadian gov-
ernment.
Now, if Sen. Kerry’s plan

able to do the same for 300
million people?

want a 15% reduction in
drug prices.

tial candidate thinks that
the drug companies won’t
notice what is happening
and will be happy to lose a
large part of their revenue
on a loophole they can
easily close.

Cool, wet weather
returns to the plains

Monti Vandiver
Extension Agent-
Integrated Pest
Management 

Cool wet weather has
returned to the Northwest
Plains. Corn harvest has
come to a stop in most
areas. Local weather sta-
tions have recorded the
following accumulated
precipitation amounts
over the last 10 days:
Farwell 4.08, Friona 4.18,
Muleshoe 9.02, Muleshoe
Wildlife Refuge 14.03. Heat
unit  accumulation over
the last 10 days has
slowed to a crawl, 23.5 at
Farwell, and 41.5 at both
Friona and Muleshoe.
Lack of sufficient heat

units to adequately mature
cotton will make harvest
aid decisions difficult. A
hard freeze on immature
bolls can prevent them
from opening. A high rate
of Prep (up to 42 oz/acre)
could pop these bolls
open. The mic would
undoubtedly be low but as
J.C. Banks has been

reported as saying “a low
mic is better than no mic”.
I would not want to use
this approach until I was
sure no further heat units
were likely to be accumu-
lated. Harvest-aid chemi-
cals cannot increase the
rate of fiber development.
Only additional good
growing weather including
open skies and adequate
heat units can mature cot-
ton bolls.
Harvest-aids are gener-

ally applied to hasten har-
vest of a mature crop, and
to reduce potential prehar-
vest losses of lint yield
and fiber quality. Proper
harvest-aid material selec-
tion, tank mix partners and
rates vary with environ-
mental and crop condi-
tions. What works best in
one year is not necessarily
the best for the next sea-
son. There are several fac-

tors that affect the per-
formance or lack of per-
formance of harvest-aid
chemicals including crop
maturity, overall plant
health, ambient tempera-
ture, sunshine, and soil
moisture. Maturity can be
determined by using a
sharp knife to cut into the
bolls.

When determining boll
maturity of adjacent fruit,
one can consider the fol-
lowing. When moving up
the plant from a first posi-
tion boll that has just
cracked to a first position
closed boll on the next
fruiting branch, about 60
additional heat units
(DD60s) are required to
obtain similar boll maturi-
ty. If moving out from a
first position boll to a sec-
ond position boll on the
same fruiting branch,
about 120 heat units will
be required to reach the
same level of maturity. For
an individual boll, a total of
about 800-850 heat units
are required after pollina-
tion to produce normal
size and quality. However,
bolls obtaining fewer heat
units may still make pro-
ductive lint of lower

micronaire that may con-
tribute to final yield.
Harvest aids are basical-

ly classed in three cate-
gories – desiccants, defo-
liants, and boll openers.
Desiccants (paraquat for-
mulations such as
Gramoxone Max and vari-
ous tank-mixes) dry the
plant down by causing the
cells to rupture and lose
cellular contents and
water due to leakage. The
old "rule of thumb" is that
desiccants are normally
applied when approxi-

mately 80 percent of the
productive bolls are open,
or at 2-3 nodes above
cracked boll. However, if
sufficient numbers of bolls
are mature, then these
materials may be applied
to somewhat lower per-
cent open boll fields.
Applications of
Gramoxone Max made in
the late afternoon prior to
a bright, sunny, day
appear to enhance the
effectiveness of desicca-
tion and tends to increase
regrowth control.

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LIVE CATTLE: Feed yards were able to hold the packer
this week to trade cash at $84 which was unchanged from
last week. Future prices rallied on Wednesday which also
helped to support ideas of higher cash. Numbers are
expected to tighten more as we move into October, but the
October contract will need to close above $87 in order to
give the market a good push higher.

FEEDER CATTLE: Cash was steady this week and the
October contract made another move up during mid
week. The market really needs a close above $113.50 in
order to remain strong. There seems to be a narrowing of
the Feeder vs. Live Cattle price this week. The spread is
still trading at historically wide levels. Long term trends
are still a little negative at this time.

CORN: Trends are still drifting lower as new estimates
place this year’s crop at or above the 11 billion bushel
mark. Usually, the trade will “over estimate” or “under
estimate” the actual size of the crop. Odds are good that
the market is still attempting to price this year’s crop at
current levels. There are some projections which point
toward the $1.95 area, but this would be an extreme?

SOYBEANS: Prices have remained under pressure as
crop estimates rise. The main concern will be South
American harvest this year. U.S. production has pushed
prices down to current levels, but any significant increase
in South American production may push prices signifi-
cantly lower. World demand is strong, but this year’s
bumper crop may keep a lid on rallies until next Spring.

WHEAT: Prices broke some fairly important support
levels this week, which brought another round of selling
into this market. World stocks seem to be in good shape
even with the shortfalls coming in from Canada. Sharply
reduced yields and quality problems in Canada gave the
market a shot up, but the rally did not last long. There are
now targets which project about a dime lower.

COTTON: The market has held long term support levels
around the 46-cent level. The market will need to close
back above 48 cents in order to turn some short term
charts back higher. The hurricane damage did little to
support prices as world production is expected to more
than offset any losses in the U.S. Odds are still favoring
that long term lows are done.
