PREVENT FIRES

COLLEGE STATION—The week
beginning Oct. 4 is Fire Prevention

'week throughout ‘he nation. Presi-
‘dent Roosevelt’s proclamation desig-

rating the period and purpose, re-
juested people to take active mea-
sures to conserve “human and ma-
terial resourcés from the destructiv::
Loll of fire”,

Fire prevention is one of the most

effective.

“Don’t set fire to the woods in tha
belief that the cotton boll weevil can
be controlled by that arastic prac-
lice,” says Paul Gregg, assistant en-
tomolgist of the A. & M. College
xlension Service. He explains that
entomologists in  Scuthern states
ugree that destruction of cotton
stalks 1n the early fall is the best
single conirol of the weevil.

“Burning cotton stalks may cause
large fires and destroy few if any
boll weevils,” Gregg says. “When
cotton stalks beccme dry enough to
burn, the weevils have left the field
because nc food is available. There-
lore no real good is obtained from
the fire. Moreover, fires destrov

beneficial insects. Burning woods in-
Jures or wipes out food and cover
for the birds, the farmers' friends
which destroy wevils and many oth-
er injurious insects.

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Gas Rationing Disregards Public C

Who is entitled to what under the
gasoline rationing plan?

No one knows definitely yet, but
a clear picture of the basic plan as
feveloped in the East, and as it like-
ly will apply here, was drawn by
FPzul Goodnough, district fuel ra-
tioning representative of the state
office of Price Administravion.

Coodnough served for six weeks
ja fuel rationing on the West Coast
of Florida. He knows all the head-
aches. Based upon the likelihoodl
that the plan will remain essential-
ly the same, here is what Texans
may expect:

Gasoline will be rationed in miles,
with the zcssumption on OPA’s part
that every automobile gets 15 miles
tc the gallon. This comes from Ca-
mada’s experience. At first the Ca-
nadians tried to apportion gasoline
according to the miles-per-gallon
an automobile might be expected to
;get, but it nearly diove everrone
werazy So they settled on the 15 mile
t'asis, and the United States follow -
ed. Goodnough doesn’t think it will
be changed.

Three Types of Books

There are now and likely w:ll b=
1hree types of books for passeager
cars—A, B, and C. Everyone [els an
A book. A few people get A and B
"books. Fewer people get A and C
books.

Texas may be different, but of 8,-
070,000 automobiles registered in the
East on Sept. 12, a total of 75 per
cent had A books only, 15 per cent
‘bad A and B books and 10 per cent
‘had A and C books.

" The A bock allows the purchase
of enough gasoline to run (at fifteen
miles per gallon) 240 miles per
month. This is divided by rationing
zuthorities into 90 miles of personal
driving and 150 miles of occupation-
al driving.

onvenience

The B book allows the purchase
| of sufficient gasoline to run up an
<dditipnal 320 miles of occupational
driving, a total of 560 miles in all.

Every Owner Gets A Book

The C book allows the purchase
0. sufficient gasoline te run up an
additional 870 miles of occupational
driving, a total of 1,100 in all.

Every automobile owner is entit-
led to the A book.

The B book in addilion goes only
to persons who, speaking generally
can prove to the satisfacfion of Incal
rationing noards that they simply
cannot carry on their business ot
occupations without this additional
furl, The rules are broad, and a per-
son does not Have to be in any oc-
i cupational classification to receive a
IB book: He simply must prove ex-
{ireme hardship plus the fact that
his car is being cperated only for
zbsolutely essential reasons.

C Book Hard Tec Get

The C book is much harder to gef
arnd in general can go only to speci-
fiead occupations for specific purpo-
ses. Here are some of them:

Licensed physicians, surgeons, efc

Duly elected local and state offi-
cials, for rransportation on official
duties, not from home to office.

Those engaged in transportation

Need Must Be Shown

It should be borne in wiind, how-
ever, that defirite needs must exist
even in these classifications hefore
C cards may be issued. i

The war worker, for instance, mustl
ke carrying three other persons in
yhis car or working at odd hours or
so situated he cannot use public
transportation.

The great majority of people must
gel along on the A book alone, and
c¢ven if B or C books are issued in
addition, they may be limited in the
¢mount of extra mileage they allow

Help to Preserve Food

How farm women are organizing
Ineighborhood canning kitchens to
| ereserve home produced fruits, ve-
[ getables and even meats was ex-

& plained this week by Edna P. Elms,

home management supervisor for
the Farm Security Administration
11 Parmer County.

Mrs. Elms cited one county in
Il'exas where the county court had
set up a community canning center
1or all -farm wives. The county pro-
vides large cookers, lights, water,
iac and fuel for the project. Wom-
en bring their products to the center
and can them or leave them to be
canned by the women of the town.

Where products are left to be can
ned bv workers at the cenier, the
farm women receive 60 percent o'
the products ana the wemen who do
e canning receive 40 per.ent as
their share for the work. ‘n. either
cace, the farm women provide th:
containers. -

Another plan reported bv Mrs.
Flms provides that women with
large cookers make them availablc
tn community canning kitchens for
tse by those farm women who do
not have cookers. A small vental fee
i~ charged for the use of the cock

lights and water.

Vacant school houses are being
atilized in manv communities. Other
2ommunity kitchens are being es-
tarlished at tradirg centers, usually
county seats.

“Many farm women", said Mrs.
Flms, “ar2 finding it necessary tu
work in the fields this fall, thus
tliey do not have time to do home
canning, and their garden segetubles
are beirg wasted. However, where
tney have community canning kit-
chens, they may have their pro-
c¢ucts canned on a share basis.”

Another point szbout this war-
1ime effort mentioned by Mrs. Elms
is that it allows women to exchang.
suiplus products. For example, one
family may have a surpius of beans,
but no tomatoes; a surplus of pork
but no beef. Some families find 1t
acvantageous to exchange products.

Although the vegetable canning
sezson .s nearing an end, except for
late fall gardens, Mrs. Elms believes
ths plan can e just as successful
for preserving meat and meat pro-
durts. She anncunced that the FSA
p ersonnel will be glad to assist ia
establishing community canning
kitchens in this county for this fall
