"Most of the cuttings are still being made in the after-
noons for this reason," commented Cranfill.

Youth Caravan Will 

That afternoon, Bovina got its 
first load at Sherley Grain Com-
pany from Leland Ivy of Lazbud-
dy, Penny Anderson reported that 
Ivy's tested 16% moisture and 
weighed 60 pounds. The Lazbuddy 
farmer, who lives about two miles 
north of the community, was paid 
a bonus of $45. 
Anderson also commented that 

Billy John Thorn, also of Lazbuddy, 
came in the same day with the second 
load. It tested 131/2% moisture, and 
weighed 63 pounds. "He said his was 
cutting about 15 bushels per acre," 
said Anderson. 

Also, last weekend Roger Grissom, 
farming south of Texico, brought in 
a sample from his crop to Roberts 
Seed. Moisture tested over 15%, SO 
he was forced to delay cutting fair 
a short while 

Monday was the day for first 
wheat at Lariat. It went to Lariat 
Grain Company from Windburn 
Hardage of Oklahoma Lane. Lt 
weighed 6] pounds, and elevatoz 
men said moisture was negligible. 
Hardage brought the wheat its 
from a 40-acre field. 

Monday For Friona, Too 
First wheat arrived at Friona on 

'Monday, also. E. G. Phipps took his 
first truck load to Santa Fe Grain 
Company, and thirty minutes later 
E. L. Fairchild hit town with a load 
for Friona Wheat Growers. 

Phipps' tested 11.7 moisture, and 
he estimated his yield at 12 busrielse 
This is an excellent report, say grain 
men, because Phipps' wheat is dry-
land. 

'Fairchild reported similar yields 
on his wheat, which was 11.8 mois-
ture and weighed 611/2  pounds per 
bushel. 

F. R. Burnett, farming north of 
Bovina, was in The Tribune office 
Monday morning, and commented 
that he soon would begin- cutting 
wheat that he hoped would run 21 
bushels per acre. It is irrigated, how-
ever. 
Best Wheat Near Lazbuddy 

Parmer's best wheat fields are 
expected to be harvested in and 
around the Lazbuddy community, 
according to observer's reports. 
County Agent Joe Jones, in company 
with several men from over the 
county Monday, made this observa-
tion. 

In addition, he said that the group 
considered "about a fourth of the 
wheat crop" still here, placing the 
acreage estimation at around 50,000 
acres for the county. 

"We figure that this may mean 
that Parmer County's wheat harvest 
will run somewhere in the neighbor-
hood of from 400,000 to 500,000 ' 
bushels this year." 

After three to four months con-
sideration and discussion, decision 
to move the Parmer County office 
of Soil Conservation to Farwell was 
reached last month, and the office 
as now located in the Parmer County 
Courthouse on the second floor. 

Buddy Jones, chairman of the 
SCS committee, Icommiented, that 
Tittle had been made public follow-
ing the decision made last month 
to bring the office here, because final 
plans for its removal were not ab-
solutely completed. 

"We could not afford to say that 
the office would be here next week 
and then not get it , moved for a 
month or so," explained Jones. 

He pointed out that although the 
office itself is opened in Farwell, 
Personnel from Friona have yet to 
come here, and since they are fede-
ral employees, they are awaiting 
directives from branch heads before 
making moves.-

As for the program in general, 
"we're still having a good turn-out 
every day," say the directors. 

The more I read and hear since 
being in Hot Springs for more than 
a week the more I become impressed 
with the serious water shortage that 
faces the Southwest. 

And not only is the Southwest 
affected, but the same serious situ- 
ation seems to be more wide- 
spread than we would ever im- 
agine. Just today, in conversation 
with a tourist from Louisiana, he 
tells me that his town in the Pel- 
ican State is faced with the same 
problem. Imagine being out of 
water in Louisiana—only 25 miles 
from the Gulf coast. 
The El Paso papers are carrying 

repeated stories of a movement on 
foot in that city to reclaim the city's 
'sewage water by treating it and 
pumping it back into the city mains. 
My first thought of such a move-
ment was that it would be used for 
commerical purposes only. But, No! 
According to the news stories, the 
reclaimed water would be pumped 
directly into the mains for domestic 
use as well as commercial. Already 
the city of El Paso is getting about 
fifty per cent of its water supply 
from the Rio Grande-River—and no 
less than a half a dozen towns along 
the river are emptying their sewers 
into the river. 

With the Rio Grande supply be-
ing threatened by the distressingly 
low level of Elephant Butte Lake, 
the Paso city must seek its water 
from other sources. 
Such a situation is a real calamity 

to any town and the people of the 
Texas Plains should thank God 
every time they take a drink of 
good pure water for this wonderful, 
!life-giving gift he has given them! 

But how long will our water 
supply last? Nobody has the an- 
swer to that question. Various 
theories have been voiced as to the 
source of our seemingly inexhaust-
able underground water supply on 
the high plains. 
All such theories are pure specul-

ation—and we may wake up some of 
these days to discover that our wells 
are dried up. Such a catastrophe 
would be the ruination of the Plains 
region—we have no natural streams 
that we could dam up for a water 
supply. And it is a well accepted 
fact that human habitation cannot 
survive without wafer. 

All the observation leads me to 
repeat what I have so often said in 
the past: We'd better look well in- 
to the propositions of saving the 
thousands of acre feet of water 
that are tumbling down Running 
Water and Frio Draws every year! 
We should have a dam on each 

of these draws. Perhaps one large 
dam where Frio Running Water 
converge would be even better than 
two small dams. That would be a

We get plenty of poultry and pork, 
but people buy more chickens than 
anything else." . 

Carl Davis, Piggly-Wiggly: 'We 
haven't had a real shortage; so far, 
our supply has met the demand. 
Sales haven't changed much. We do 
sell lots more poultry because the 
price hasn't gone up."

T e x i c o-Farwell housewifes are 
finding less beef on tne market at 
local grocery stores a survey by a 
Tribune staff member revealed- this 
week. This places merchants locally 
in the same situation as other places, 
in which, reports reveal, no beef is 
to be had. 

Most of the local meat market 
operators contacted this week sata 
they are finding beef harder to ob-
tain each week. Reason for the short-
age in the Twin Cities seems to be 
that most of the local merchants 
buy from large packing houses that 
are out of beef, and those that de-
pend on packing houses have been 
cut down drastically on their meat 
supply. 

As a general rule, according to 
T e x i c o-Farwell merchants, when 
beef is available, not nearly so mucn 
is sold as has' been in the past be-
cause of the price rise. However, 
every merchant in the Twin CitieS 
is selling beef below OPS ceiling 
prices. 

With the slump in beef sales, many 
local customers are turning more to 
poultry and pork, both items being 
more easily secured. 

In local cafes, the beef problem 
has not been quite so evident, al-
though some proprietors have noted 
changes. 

Market operators made the follow. 
ing comments on the beef situation 
locally: 

Mrs. T. E. Roth, Roth Grocery: 
"We are having trouble getting beef, 
especially good grades, and have 
had for the past two weeks. How-
ever, we never have been complete 
Jy out, though sometimes we have to 
go get it. Buyers are particularly 
buying more poultry." 

John Porter, State Line: "It's tL 
short story, twe don't have any beep 
and haven't had for two weeks. 
When we do have it, people don't 
buy as much as they did because 
prices are higher, they're buying 
more pork and poultry."

The test will be administered at 61 
educational centers in 46 Texas cities 
and towns. The May 26 test was 
given at 57 institutions in 42 towns 
and cities. 

The following Texas institutions 
have been added as testing centers 
since May 26: South Texas Colleges, 
Houston; Blinn College, Brenham; 
Frank Phillips College, Borger: 
Victoria College, Victoria; and 
Laredo. 

Results of the test for each stu-
dent will be sent to Educational 
Testing Service, Princeton, New 
Jersey. There the answer sheets are 
scored by 16 IBM electric scoring 
machines. 

The test scores will be forwarded 
by Educational Testing Service to 
local boards, where they may be 
used, with other information, in con-
sidering deferment for students. 

Scores of those who take the test 
on Saturday are expected to be in 
the hands of local boards before 
August 20. Scores of those taking the 
test on June 30 and July 12 are also 
expected to be at local boards be-
fore that date.

Variety of Diseases 

On December 31, 1950, more Than 
1,000,000 depend, nts of deceased 
veterans were drawing death comp-
ensation and pension payments from 
the Veterans Administration. Includ-
ed were 406,626 widows; 306,371 
parents.

The coccus  germs cause a wide 
variety of diseases, some of which 
are distinguished by intestinal 
eruptions and some by skin erup-
tions. One kind of food poisoning 
.is  called staphiococcus germs and 
sometimes by streptoccus germs; and 
another skin disorder known as 
erysipelas is caused by "strep" 
germs. 

The "staph" germs that create the 
terrific sickness at the stomach 
known as food poisoning are usually 
brewed up in such foods as cream 
puffs, eclairs, salad dressing, gravy, 
.old meat or dairy products that 
Shave been too long away from re-
frigeration. They hit suddenly about 
three hours after eating, usually 
with a strange feeling of excessive 
watering of the mouth, then the 
vomiting and diarrhea following 
closely and persist along with sto-
mach cramps for the next 24 hours. 

Staph food poisoning strikes  the 
quickest, lays you out the fastest, 
and lets go of you the soonest of 
any of the brands of food poisoning. 
A very similar type, called salmonel-
la food poisoning, is actually an 
irritation of the disgestive tract 
caused by germ growth in the food. 
Spoiled meat is the most common 
food to cause salmonella food poison-
ting. 

Salmonella takes longer than staph 
to get started and nearly always 
creates a fever which is not present 
with staph food poisoning. It takes 
from 12 to 24 hours for salmonella 
food poisoning to make you wretch-
ed; it usually starts up with a cold 
chill, followed by a bad headache, 
and then the vomiting and diarrhea. 

Botulism, the other kind of food 
poisoning, is the very dangerous type 
that originates usually with impro-
perly canned food. Staph and sal-
monella food poisoning rarely ever 
cause death, though the person suf-
fering from them is usually sure he 
is going to die. Botulism is frequent-
ly fatal; it takes longer to start work-
ing and may just be a collapsing-
kind of sickness without the upset 
rtemach. 

Both staph and salmonella food 
poisoning may be mistaken for ap-
pendicitis because of the cramps that 
accompany the diseases. If it were 
food poisoning instead of appendici-
tis, though, usually someone else is 
csuffering, too, from the food, so a 
check with others who ate the same 
food is sometimes the quickest way 
of eliminating the possibility of ap-

Dear Folks, 
Just a few words to let you know 

that my tour is still in progress, and 
that by tomorrow I should be to 
wIldre I'm going. 

Got off the boat onto this train 
yesterday in Pusan. Boarded the 
train at 9:00 A.M. and sat in the rail 
yards until 4:00 P.M., at which time 
we started moving. The train is 
hardly fit for cattle, but we have 
about 500 men and 10 officers a-
board. Right now we are waiting 
for a train to pass that will carry 
South ,Korean soldiers back to the 
hospitals. We let one pass about two 
hours ago and the boys were pretty 
well shot up. As this is a one-way 
track, we have to sit on this switch 
until the next train passes. We have 
been here about 5 hours now. 

This is about the most rugged 
country I ever saw. The mountains 
are steep and sharp on top. During 
one 35 mile stretch of travel, we go 
through 30 tunnels, some of the 
tunnels are 2-3 miles long. It is quite 
miserable in the train when going 
through a long tunnel as the smoke 
from the engine fills the entire train. 

Have been eating out of cans and 
the food is good, though there isn't 
much variety. Drinking water is a 
problem since we can't go down to 
one of the streams to get out water. 
Water in the streams is polluted. 

Planes have been going over all 
day, _either to or from the front. 
Army trucks, pass often on a road 
near here. South Korean soldiers 
patrol all, tunnels, bridges, etc. We 
have passed over several bridges 
that were blown up but have been 
repaired since. I suppose fighting 
must; have taken place around here 
as there are rifle and mortar shells 
everywhere. 

Since the Korean houses are made 
of sticks, mud and straw it is. a 
simple matter to build new ones. We 
have seen a number of places whore 
the houses were burned down and 
the people were building again. 

Whereever the train stops, kids 
crowd around wanting something to 
eat. Never saw so many kids. I

Jones Urges Early 
Hornfly Irealment 

Treat now for hornfly control if 
you haven't already done so, County 
Agent Joe Jones advises. 

A tiny fly, frayish to 'black in color 
and about three-eighths of an inch 
long about this time of the year 

i begins to rob the livestock producer 
I of pounds of beef and dollars that 
could be profits he says. This small 
bloodsucker, according to Jones is 
the hornfly. 

It is seen principally on the head, 
neck and shoulders of cattle often in 
great numbers and if permitted to 
multiply, they may cover 50 per 
cent of an animal's body, says Jones. 
The hornfly has a very short life 
cycle-]0 to 14 days. This factor, 
points out Jones, makes it possible 
for very heavy infestations to build 
up in the spring before the producer 
notices their presence. 

Control measures should be used 
early to check the multiplication in

Methods Given For 
Grass Eradication 

Cunty Agent Joe Jones this week 
recommended a release from College 
Station concerning eradication of 
grasses. Printed below is the article. 

When trichloroacetate spray is 
used to eradicate Bermuda grass or 
Johnson grass, it should be mixed at 
the rate of one-third to three-fourths 
Hof a pound per gallon of water, says 
M. K. Thornton, extension agricult-
ural chemist of Texas A. and M. 
College. 

About one gallon of the spray will 
be needed per 100 square feet of 
'area, depending upon the size and 
density of ,the plants. If applied dur-
ing the months of June and July, 
this amount of trichloroacetate will 
kill practically • all of the Bermuda 
and Johnson grass on the land. 

Thornton says that trichloracetr?t -
commonly callled TA, has been re-
commended for the control of John-
son grass, Bermuda grass, and other 
grasses for some time, but in many 
cases farmers are still unable to buy 
the compound locally. Many of the 
large chemical companies manufac 
ture the product, but do not sell 
'it to the public in small packages. 

TCA is particularly useful for the 
eradication of Bermuda and Johnson 
grass from fence rows, roadways, 
small spots in fields, and areas that 
are inaccessible for machinery. How-
ever, the cost of the compound pre-
'vents it being used for eradicating 
grass from large areas. 

Normally some drying of plants 
can be seen in about 24 hours after 
the spray is applied, says Thornton, 
and most of the plants that are going 
to die will be dead within a week 
after being sprayed. 

'Hot. dry conditions with a mod-
erate amount of moisture in the 
ground are favorable for spraying 
with TCA. The compound is water 
soluable, and it penetrates the 
ground in addition to acting on the 
tops of the plants. If a rain occurs 
immediately after the spray is ap-
plied, some of the TCA will be car-
ried away in runoff water, some will 
leach out through the soil, and the 
per cent kill will not be as high. 

TCA may  affect the growth of 
plant life for 90 to 120 days after the 
date of application. The chemical 
action varies with diferent species 
of plants, and rainfall shortens the 
effective period of influence. 

TCA p:oved to be very efficient 
for the eradication of Johnson grass 
in a test iun at the Blackland Experi-
ment Station, Temple, Texas, Roger 
Hamilton at Bushland Experiment 
Station reports equally good results 
and in tests run at eperiment sta-
tions in other states. At Blackland 
station, sodium TCA gave ,a 90 per 
cent kill in 21 days and a 100 per 
cent kill in four and one-half months, 
at a cost of 41 cents per 100 square 
feet.

the first generation. The first spray-
ing is very important and may re-
duce the total number of sprayings 
needed during the summer. Animals 
should be given the first treatment 
when the fly population reaches an 
average of about 25 flies per anim-
al. 

Jones says there are two insect-
icides which will give very effect-
ive control against the honrfly. DDT 
has been successfuly used for several 
years and - a 5 per cent spray or dip 
will give excellent results. Toxa-
phene is the other recommended ma-
terial and it is also used at a .5 per 
cent strength. It is recommended 
only for use as a spray. Jones adds 
that toxaphene has given equal or 
superior results when compared to 
DDT for., homily control. On Dairy 
use a .5 per cent methoxychlor spray 
is used. 

He points out that numerous tests 
have shown that cattle kept free of 
hornflies gained from 10 to 23 
pounds more per month than those 
not treated. Ten pounds of 40 per 
cent wettable DDT in 100 gallons of 
water and used as a spray will pro-

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Who Says There's No Wheat This Year? 
Two Loads 1951 Crop . Arrive Monday 

Two loads of the 1951 wheat crop 
arrived in Friona on Monday morn-
ing within thirty minutes of each 
other, with E. G. Phipps winning 
the race to claim the first load of 
'wheat delivered to a local elevator 
this year. 

Phipps, who has some 240 acres 
of dryland wheat, brought his load 
to the Santa Fe Grain Company, 
with manager G. Cranfill reporting 
that the wheat tested No. 1, had 11.70 
moisture content, and is cutting out 
some 12 bushels to the acre. The 
variety is Early 'Wichita. 

The identical variety was hauled 
in by E. L. Fairchild on Monday 
morning to the Friona Wheat 
Growers, proving that Wichita is 
indeed "early", as most of the other 
fields remaining in the section are 
just showing signs of turning. 

Fairchild's harvesting is running 
between 1.2 and 15 bushels to the 
acre, he reported to Al;thur Drake, 
manager of the Friona Wheat 
Growers, where •the grain was put 
on storage. Drake said the wheat 
!weighed 611/2  pounds to the bushel, 
and had.a moisture content of 11.8. 

The Phipps wheat was sold at the 
Santa Fe Grain elevator at the day's 
quotation of $2.16, Manager Cranfill 
added, with the owner receiving an 
extra bonus of $25 for bringing the 
first load to town. 

As to wheat prospects generally, 
both Cranfill and Drake agreed that 
there was going to' be more har-
vested in the county than was cut 
last year, but Drake added ruefully, 
"That's not saying much". For a 
change, however, the local men are 
not worrying about storage space, as 
a milo on government loan has been 
moving out and the elevators are in 
good shape to handle any and all 
wheat or grain produced in the coun-
