The Farwell Hospital District
is making application with the
National Health Service Corps
for the assignment of two
medical doctors and one den-
tist to the Farwell area. It
looks as if the request for two
physicians will go through all
right. However, a hitch has
cropped up on the request for
a dentist.

The hospital district has re-
ceived a letter stating that the
Panhandle Dental Society op-

" posed the placement of a den-

tist in Farwell, This we cannot
understand.

At the present time we are
dependent upon Friona, Clovis
and Muleshoe for our dental
care. This involves from 45
minutes to well over an hour’s
travel time just to keep a den-
tal appointment. Our personal
experience in making an ap-

- pointment is somewhat less
than good.

Our last dental visit was in
April of this year, the appoint-

- ment was made in early Feb-
. ruary. This was a wait of over

60 days. Of course we under-
stand that in case of a severe
toothace or some similar catas-
trophe we would have received
emergency care. Yet the fact
remains that most appoint-
ments must be made well in
advance of an anticipated visit
to your friendly molar mech-
anic.

This indicates to us that

there is a large backlog of
dental work in our High Plains
area. It also says to us that a
dentist in Farwell would have
a very good practice without
materially taking business
away from the present area
practitioners.
. Our personal assessment is
that any oppusition to a dentist
in Farwell is based upon con-
siderations other than local
need. We suspect that this
type of opposition within a
“Professional Association’ is
not new.

Our thoughts have been tend-
ing along the lines lately that
“Professional Associations”
are largely devices to jack up
the price of a service to the
consuming public. We note
that a recent survey reports
that in states which allow opti-
cal companies to advertise the
price of eye glasses, the prices
of said glasses are signifi-
cantly lower than states that
restrict price advertising.

Unfortunately, while the ‘“‘As-
sociations'' prate about hold-
ing high the cannons of ethics,
policing their profession, etc.,
etc., very little along these
lines actually ever gets done.
Yup, they did jump upon Ted
Agnew but we wonder what

the action might have been

had he been of the extreme
liberal persuasion rather than
of the extreme right.

It is high time that our
divers legislatures look into
the ‘‘Professional Association.”
It might help to reduce the
high cost of living.

Nothing in ‘the above dia-
tribe is to be construed as our
not advocating legislative re-
medial action concerning the
stranglehold that big labor has
on. the American pocketbook.
If the American consumer is
ever to receive a decent re-
turn for his hard-earned wages
he must be relieved of high
taxes, union labor domination
and professional price restrict-
ing practices.

We do not expect these good
things to ever come about, but

we can hope. Can't we?

Solar heat collectors on a
commercial scale will pro-
bably show up on the farm
before anywhere else. Exactly
when solar energy units can
practically be used is still an
open question.

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Bicantennial Notebook - -
First Daily Newspaper;
Plans Made For Nawy

E Historians have long recog-
nized the role and acknow-
ledged the importance of the
newspaper in American his-
tory. Without doubt the Ameri-
can Revolution would have
floundered had it not been for
courageous (or perhaps fool-
hardy) editors who risked
everything to promote inde-
pendence.

During 1775 the first daily
newspaper began publication
in Philadelphia. Known as the
“Pennsylvania Evening Post,"”
it was published by Benjamin
Towne. It continued its daily

' schedule until 1784,

: By 1775 there were 37 news-
« papers in the English colonies.
. According to one survey, the
i political division was 23 patriot,
t seven loyalist, and seven neu-
ttral. The average weekly cir-
i culation of all papers in 1775
{ was 3,500,

Even though most papers
+ took courageous positions, there
| were always some who were
! not willing to do so. For exam-
ple the “New York Weekly
' Mercury” published two edi-
ftions durlng the Revolution -
| loyalist in New York City and
! patriot in Newark, New Jersey.
1 Of course, one can also say
y that the editor was a realist
i since New York remained in
! British control for a large por-
i tion of the war.

{ Obviously with such a large
, number of papers available
'and an eager reading public,
i there had to be much interest
i in public affairs. The role of
| the newspaper is unquestioned
ras a catalysl of American
lhoughl in the Revolutionary

i period. Other evidence of the
, importance of newspapers will
! be forthcoming.

In Spanish Texas a major
i contrast was the absence of a
,vigorous press. Spain had
'tried to establish civilization
on the Texas frontier, but the
dedication had been question-
able. Texas became an issue
'when there was a foreign
threat to it. Therefore, most of
Spain's attention here was on
New Mexico.

The result was that not
much of a civilization had dev-
eloped in Texas. Morever, be-
cause the governmental sys-
tem of Spain was more closed
and autocratic, the government
did not encourage the growth
of newspapers.

Therefore, the small popula-
tion of Texas remained scat-
tered and uninformed of events
near and far away. While the
English colonies were moving
toward greater progress, the
Spanish Southwest stagnated.

As a result of the fighting at
Lexington and Concord in
April 1775 an American army
composed primarily of citizen

soldiers had come into being.
Congress then stepped in to
appoint a commander and to
begin the hard work of organ-
ization.

Two hundred years ago this
month Congress was also in
the process of creating an
American Navy. On Septem-
ber 2, General Washington had
appointed John Glover of
Massachusetts to convert fish-
ing vessels into armed ships.

Yet, to move dramatically
toward the building of a fleet
was a momentous task not yet
approved by all Americans.
After all, independence was
still a long way off. A great
many Americans were still
hoping for some settlement
with Britain that would allow
a resumption of former rela-
tions even though that pros-
pect seemed more and more
unlikely with each passing
day.

To call farmers to arm was
a relatively inexpensive mat-
ter when compared to the
costs of building ships. The
task was even more ominous
when one remembers that
England was the undisputed
queen of the sea in the 18th
century.

Even so, Washington real-
ized that naval protection was
necessary if he seriously hoped
to confront the British militar-
ily.

In response, Congress ap-
pointed on October 5, 1775, a
committee to prepare a plan
for intercepting two British
ships known to be carrying
military stores.

Then on October 13, Congress
authorized the construction of
two “‘swift sailing vessels to
carry 10 carriage guns and an
appropriate number of swi-
vels.” Thus, the first Ameri-
can fighting vessels were ap-
proved and the formal crea-
tion of a navy was only a few
weeks away.

In the Spanish Southwest,
John Peyton, the Virginian
held as a suspected French
agent, at Santa Fe, finally
made his escape. In writing
about his adventure later, his
discussion of the plains to the
east provided an interesting
description of prairie dog
towns.

He said that the towns he
saw were always found in ele-
vated and open spots. Some of
the towns, he explained, were
as much as 20 miles across.
He recognized that prairie
dogs apparently lived without
water since the towns were al-
ways built in dry areas.

Of course, these animals be-
came much more familiar to
Texans as they moved farther
out on the plains. However,
that movement of settlement
would come after the Spanish
control of Texas ended.
