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new wind energy, enough for roughly 1 million homes,
as well as two new gas-powered plants in Hockley and
Yoakum counties and improvements to a coal plant in
Pampa.”

Along these lines, Sharyland Utilities announced last
week it has filed a proposal with the PUCT to build an
800-mile electric transmission loop throughout the
Texas Panhandle.

If this is followed through on, it means the ERCOT grid
system would be brought into the Texas Panhandle and
the entire state could enjoy the wind resources located
here, plus substantial gas and coal resources, said a
Sharyland official. If approved by the PUCT, Sharyland
has a project completion goal of 2010.

Once the Panhandle loop is in place, wind farm devel-
opers and other energy industries will likely follow to
develop areas where the wind can support commercial
grade turbines.

Here is why wind power is so sought-after: This com-
bination of wind, coal, and gas generation ensures that
a greater amount of electric power is constantly flowing
along the power lines, thus resulting in a more efficient
and cost-effective transmission system.

| became interested in the wind farm industry several
years ago while visiting down in central Texas where |
met a gentleman from California who was working on
several wind farm projects with General Electric. He
was blown away, no pun intended, by the lack of pursuit
in developing the wind in Texas.

After several phone calls and e-mail exchanges, he
encouraged me to develop a company that would sup-
port and promote wind farming in the Texas Panhandle.
A year later, | formed Premium Wind Coalition (PWC), a
subsidiary of XIT Options, Inc.

PWC is made up of area landowners who have made
available their land to be considered for potential wind
farm development. It provides the service to promote
and contact potential wind farm developers to our area.
Right now, PWC offers land in Texas, New Mexico and
Colorado. There is no fee to landowners to join PWC.
We prefer to have landowners who have 1,500 to 3,000
acres; however everyone is welcome to join our coali-
tion.

The potential for the long-stranded wind power of the
Panhandle is big. The potential for individual landown-
er, cities and counties to share in future revenues gen-
erated by renewable clean energy wind farms is good for
future economic growth in our region.

Overpass project appears dead

The Farwell City Council
met on Tuesday with top
officials of the Texas
Department of Highways
and Transportation
(TxDot), plus the mayor
and city councilmen from
Texico, to discuss the sta-
tus of the overpass proj-
ect.

Due to increased rail-
road traffic at the state
line, more folks have been
asking about what can be
done.

After the discussion,
what came across is
“nothing.” It appears the
status quo will stay in
effect. Here’s why:

Coach
Parr
resigns

The Farwell School
Board on Tuesday
received the resignation of
girls’ varsity basketball
coach Brent Parr.

This was Parr’s first
year teaching and coach-
ing at Farwell.

He may move back to
the Lubbock area, where
he has an ill father.

In other business, the
board:

-- Re-hired the three
campus principals (Gary
Cates, elementary; Jimmie
Mace, junior high, and
Mike Read, high school),
counselor Hayley
Christian an athletic direc-
tor Mark Anglin.

-- Approved the school
calendar for 2007-2008. It
includes major changes
from previous years due to
state legislation mandat-
ing a later starting date.
Here are some of the
changes forced on
Farwell:

1. School for students
starts Aug. 28, and ends
on May 30.

2. Labor Day Monday
will no longer be a day off.

3. The Thanksgiving hol-
iday was reduced from
three to two days (the
Wednesday preceding
Thanksgiving will now be a
school day).

4. The “ski break” in
February has been elimi-
nated.

5. Easter will be com-
bined with the spring
break.

6. The first semester will
only have 85 days while
the second semester will
have 102 days. This allows
the first semester to end at
the Christmas break.

School officials are
most unhappy that what
used to be local decisions
on when to start and end
school have been taken
over by the state.

Why did the state want a
later starting school date?
Due to pressure from
amusement firms and
other businesses employ-
ing youths over the sum-
mer, among other reasons.

-- Approved a band trip
to Denver June 4-7. This is
a reward trip that Band
Director Bill Shelly wanted
his students to have in
recognition of their suc-
cesses and long hours of
preparation during the
school year.

-- Called for the school
board election to be May
12. Two posts are on the
ballot. Incumbents are
Sam  Billingsley and
Kendall Devault.

-- Named Linda Moss as
election judge.

-- Extended the deposi-
tory contract with Security
State Bank to 2009.

-- Heard Supt. Larry
Gregory report that the
locks at the high school
and junior high were
changed over Christmas
break.

1. If the overpass were
to be put in over the high-
way, it would take up about
one-quarter mile in both
Texico and Farwell. Plus a
frontage road would have
to be put in.

This means that some
businesses, such as Tire
Country and Gallery
Fifteen in Farwell, and
Town & Country food store
in Texico, would be
severely affected. And offi-
cials of both Farwell and
Texico don’t want to see
that.

2. It would be difficult to
build an overpass south of
the highway because of
railroad inter-changes,
said TxDot officials.

3. Building an overpass
north of the highway is a
problem because to put in
access to the Amarillo
highway is difficult
because the railroad
tracks are so closely paral-
lel to that highway.

4. Building an overpass
outside of Farwell would
have a disastrous impact
on some Texico and
Farwell businesses. And
such a project would have
a very high cost, going as
far north as halfway to
Bovina for re-routing.
Farwell officials would
fight such a project.

Speaking for TxDot was
Steve Warren, transporta-
tion planning and develop-
ment director for TxDot.

He noted that New
Mexico has not been
receptive to joining with
Texas on an overpass proj-
ect. If such a project were
to start, the first step
would be for both gover-
nors to sign an inter-state
pact. Texas will not move
ahead with a project
unless New Mexico sends
