CX Debate has truly
become a tradition at our
school. Last week,
Brooke Hall and Kayla
Cullison competed at the
Centennial UIL State
Debate Tourney at Austin
and brought home an
award that only some
dream of.

After placing 2nd at
the District Meet and
qualifying for State,
Brooke and Kayla placed
3rd at State, bringing
home a Bronze Medal.

The “big dance,” as
the state director of
speech and debate,
began with 165 debate
teams in Classes 1A, 2A
and 3A.

In Class 1A, there were
55 teams to start, with
Farwell being one of
them.

This year’s topic was
on significantly increas-
ing social services to
persons living in poverty
in the U.S. Our girls com-
peted all day in four
debate rounds lasting 90
minutes each against
random teams from
across Texas.

They met teams such
as Haskell, Forsan and

San lIsidro in preliminary
rounds. As the evening
results were announced,
Farwell had advanced to
the octo-finals with a per-
fect 4-0 record,

Also, speaker awards
are given after the first
day of debating. The top
five speakers in each
conference are recog-
nized with the most cov-
eted state award given —
the Gold Gavel. This
actual gavel is awarded
to the speaker with the
highest speaker points
and highest speaker
ranks.

We were ecstatic when
the state director
announced that this
year’s Gold Gavel winner
(with top speaker ranks
in every round and 118 of
120 speaker points) was
Brooke Hall, of Farwell,
Texas!

Brooke got a standing
ovation when the
announcement was
made in an auditorium
filled with more than 300
debaters, parents,
coaches and school offi-
cials from throughout
Texas.

Brooke is the daughter
of Tra Hall and Angela
Teachout.

The UIL state director

also said that Brooke
had the highest speaker
points out of all 3 confer-
ences and was the only
debater in the entire tour-
nament to get 1 speaker
rank in every round.
Quite an accomplish-
ment and definitely one
for all of us to remember.

The second day of
eliminated rounds began
with  Farwell facing
Lometa in the octo-finals.
Our girls won in 2-1 bal-
loting and advanced to
the quarter-finals. In this
round, they met Munster
and our girls won in a 3-0
decision.

The semi-final round
was against Fort Davis.
Our girls lost on a 2-1
ballot. Fort Davis went
on to beat Quanah in the
championship round to
win the Gold Medal.

The team of Hall and
Cullison was Farwell’s
4th team to place 3rd at
the state CX Debate
Tourney in the last four
years. In 2007, Jon
Beaubien and Jourdan
Kirkland were 3rd; in
2008, Lauren Beaubien
and Blake O’Hare were
3rd; and in 2009, Blake
O’Hare and Cameron
Kirkland were 3rd.

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We need
to overturn
‘Obamacare’

Many Americans are
concerned about various
parts of the nationaliza-
tion of one-sixth of the
American economy,
healthcare, that passed
the House of Represen-
tatives on March 21.

A primary concern is
the Federal Government
in this act makes it
mandatory for every U.S.
citizen to enroll in health
care insurance whether
they want it or not, and
that failure to do so will
result in fines, penalties,
or wage garnishments
for that purpose.

The argument for that
goes that if government
can require drivers to
purchase car insurance
then it can require citi-
zens to purchase health
insurance the same way.
But the same argument
is used by the other side
because laws for car
insurance vary from
state to state so it actual-
ly makes the case
against a federal man-
date for health care, best
left at the state level as
always before.

In any case, in antici-
pation that "Obamacare"
may finally become the
law of the land, 36 states
have signed or are in the
process of creating laws
protecting their own citi-
zens from this type of
federal mandate on what
to purchase with their
private funds.

Virginia and Idaho
have already gotten their
governors' signatures on
laws that protect their
residents from any
penalty, assessment, fee,
or fine as a result of their
failure to procure or
obtain health insurance

coverage.

Utah and Arizona have
passed those laws and
are awaiting their gover-

nors' signatures, and 32
other states from
Alabama to Wyoming
(red and blue states) are
all in the midst of their
separate legislative pro-
cedures to create similar
protections for their own
citizens.

Texas is not on that
list, however, which is
surprising because
Texas has been the most
independent of the states
in standing up to
Washington and has suc-
cessfully avoided the
mistakes that other
states (like California)
have made.

| called the offices of
our governor, state sena-
tor, and state representa-
tive to see why Texas
seems to be lagging and
got the best answer from
the Amarillo offices of

our state Sen. Kel
Seliger.

The the answer is sim-
ply that the Texas
Constitution has our
Legislature in session

between January and
June every other year
(not this year).

The governor has to
call a Special Session to
get legislative action on
something like that, an
additional expense for
the state. In a time that
frugality has been
stressed by state govern-
ments from coast to
coast, there may be
reluctance for him to do
so. However, if enough
Texans write, email, or
call requesting Texas to
protect them the way the
other states are doing,
sooner rather than later,
that could change.

Texas will lead the

fight to overturn
Obamacare so that we
can get real market-

based reforms enacted.
And Texas will lead the
fight to restore our
Constitutional freedoms.
Attorney General Greg
Abbott is already on the
case and Texas will be
party to a 10-state law-
suit that will challenge
the constitutionality of
Obamacare before the
ink on the president's
signature is even dry.

The days of Democrats
thumbing their noses at
the 59 percent of
Americans who opposed
Obamacare must come
to an end.

She began in
August a year- long mis-
sion trip to 11 nations
and will send periodic
updates to the Tribune.)

In Uganda on an aver-
age day:

We visit a school or
two each morning. Then
go do an hour or two of
door-to-door evangel-
ism. Then it’'s lunch, and
more door-to-door.

After that we would
host an open-air crusade
and then, depending on

the night, we would
watch a Jesus film in
Lugandan.

At the schools, we
sing some songs, teach
a Bible story, introduce
the gospel, sing more
songs and then look for
as many ways as possi-
ble to entertain the kids
until their teachers were
ready for them to come
back. This was my
favorite area of ministry
all month.

Door to door is fairly
self-explanatory. We did
have several really cool
experiences this month,
though. All the way from
seeing a blind man
receive his sight, a lame
boy start walking, backs
straightened, chronic
headaches (up to 3
years) healed, to entire
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Muslim families declar-
ing that Jesus Christ is
God and the only true
God.

My first experience
with this was at our first
school visit after | had
taught the Jericho story.
Ashley Weaver did a
wonderful introduction
to the gospel and then
asked the kids if they
wanted to know Jesus
for the first time.

We had two boys
about 9 years of age
raise their hands. We
talked to them a little
about what it meant to be
a disciple of Jesus and
how much God loved
both of them. The best
part was when we asked
them their names and
they told the translator,
who stared at them for a
moment, then turned to
us smiling to tell us
those were both Muslim
names and that the boys
came from Muslim
homes but had decided
that day that they wanted
to follow Jesus.

How incredibly excit-
ing a moment that was.
The harvest is ready and
the workers are few. God
has made the people of
Bugiri district ready for
his love and grace. We
had several people walk
up to us on the street and
say, “l want to be born
again.”

It was not us going to
them and teaching them
anything, it wasn’t any-
thing we were giving out;
God had just prepared
them for such a time as
this. That was really cool
to see and kind of
strange to experience.

Coming out of this
month | am the most
exhausted | have ever
been after only 18 days
or so of ministry. We had
12-hour ministry days,

the most intense spiritual
setting we have been in,
a wide variety of min-
istries, many healings, 4
people delivered from
spirits that had
oppressed them for
years, over 400 come
into a relationship with
Jesus.

Most of our team has

had either typhoid or
malaria at some point.
This was the only ploy
the enemy had left after
disturbing our sleep for 2
weeks, but it did not stop
this group of crazy, wild,
Jesus-loving men and
women from bringing
Kingdom to reality in the
area of Bugiri, Uganda.

We are all either on
medicine or recovered

people the love of our
God.

We would not be dis-
turbed in our sleep, we
would not grow fatigued
during long days without
rest, we would not grow
weary under the fierce
Ugandan sun, and we
would not even succumb
to malaria and typhoid.

Tres Amigas
passes hurdle

In December, the Tribune reported on an informa-
tional meeting in Farwell about a group of landown-
ers organizing a wind farm development.

Many of the folks attending have joined the
Parmerton Rhea LLC wind farm project. Jim and Kay
Swafford, of Bovina, are among the folks heading
this project. So far, the project includes 149,000
acres in Parmer County and the group has set a goal
of adding 114,000 acres in Castro County.

The enterprise has signed a letter of intent to work
with a New Mexico grid system named Tres Amigas
that is being developed.

Last week, the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission granted Tres Amigas permission to
start negotiating the price of its transmission servic-
es with regulations to ensure those prices are fair.

This ruling allows Tres Amigas to proceed on its
project although other approvals are needed down
the road.

Tres Amigas plans to link the nation’s three elec-
tric grids with a central site near Clovis.
