In June, we worked
with a church called New
Life Fellowship, a church
that is going to great
measures to spread
Kingdom across
Cambodia. 

When we arrived and
they learned that we
have a skill set of web
design, video production
and writing, they asked
that instead of going into
the provinces and work-
ing with local churches if
we would stay in Phnom
Penh and help them to
renovate their website
and marketing media. 

They especially need-
ed help making their
material appropriate for
the western culture. We
each took an individual
ministry area in the
church and did a write-
up on it.

We also had the
opportunity to teach
some English classes.
This was probably my
favorite part. It was
insane that in this, the
last month of the min-
istry, we were in an office
job. 

We would go into the
office in the morning; we
had normal hours and
were able to go to church
as congregants twice a
week.

My English class met
each day at 10 a.m. It

started with one guy,
Rith, asking to meet with
me to talk about the Bible
and practice English. We
met the first day and he
told me  the story of how
he moved to Cambodia
from Vietnam and
became a Christian. 

Rith became a
Christian less than a year
ago and has literally
given up his family in his
pursuit of our Lord. He is
heavily involved with
New Life Fellowship. 

The first day, we sat
down on the roof of the
church (where all the
English classes met all
day), started talking and
suddenly we had a crowd
around us.

We quickly had a
group of 5 guys sitting
around talking about
their experiences with
God and their struggles
with their non-Christian
families. As we pushed
our time together from
one hour to two ,and
noon quickly
approached, I closed the
meeting by assigning a
reading of the story of
Jesus walking on the
water and Peter's
response.

We met the next day
and each day thereafter
until the end of the
month to talk about a
specific reading in scrip-
ture. Some days we had
more advanced English
speakers and were able
to get into some amazing
conversations about the
implications of the scrip-
ture in our lives.

Other days we had
more elementary speak-
ers and would spend
time on pronunciation,
vocabulary and sentence
structure. 

Most days I was
searching to have
enough Bibles for every-
one to look on. A few
times I leant my Bible to
someone to take home
until I could get them
another one.

One of my favorite
moments was the last
day when we were talk-
ing about when we all
met Jesus.

One young man said
the first time he heard
about Jesus was the sec-
ond day when we were
discussing Jesus walk-
ing on water and the first
time he had read the
Bible was when I had
given him my Bible to
take home that night. 

He asked us how he
could be like Peter. Yes!

We walked through some
prayers and he entered
into a relationship with
Jesus. I made sure that
he had Rith's e-mail
address so they could
stay in contact with each
other and keep the con-
versations going.

Who knew that just by
agreeing to teach
English to a bunch of
young Cambodian guys
we would see a young

man come to know
Christ and another
young man step into his
anointing as a pastor?

It was an amazing
experience.

We have asked for so

much from the Lord this
year and He has deliv-
ered in big ways. We
have seen so many
things happen in the
world around us includ-

ing personal salvations
and physical healings. 

Nothing compares to
the redemption that has
happened inside our own
souls this year. He has
turned our pains into
praises and given us a
new understanding of
who we are as His chil-
dren. 

My friend Daina has
said many times that the
word "good" is over-

used. It should describe
God and God alone. He
has been so good to us
this year. He has shown
us what it is to be good
and what his goodness
looks like in our daily
lives. 

Because of his good-
ness I have love, joy,
peace and righteousness
to live my life in this next
season.

You must be on time or you will not be judged,
alerted Mrs. Anderson.

She added, contestants need to be sure to stick to
the theme Careers of Today, if they are going to be
counted.  The judges will be looking for adherence
to the theme.”

The contest is open to all youths who live in the
Texico and Farwell School districts.  Also, the BTD
committee allows children and grandchildren of
local folks to enter also, even if they live elsewhere.

From Monti Vandiver, Parmer County extension
agent - IPM:

Reported wheat yields continue to be highly vari-
able and for some disappointing.

The area corn crop is progressing very well. The
crop has an extremely wide maturity range but most
is between V10 to V15 stage and some earlier plant-
ed fields are approaching tassel.

As corn nears the tassel stage, it will reach peak
moisture demand which could exceed .4 inch/day
depending on temperature.

Area cotton is progressing very well and is readi-
ly squaring. Square shed rates have ranged from
near 0 to 25%. 

The higher shed rates can likely be attributed to a
combination of several factors including environ-
mental conditions, insect pests and other crop stres-
sors.

Allied Granite: From Brazil to Bovina

How are countertops
made? 

Well, Allied Granite
can tell you all about it,
and they can even make
those countertops for
you. 

This business is locat-
ed in Bovina along
Highway 86. They make
granite and solid surface
countertops of all kinds,
and they will cut, fabri-
cate, and install them for
their customers.

There are currently
five employees who work
there, and the business
is locally owned by three
of the employees them-
selves Josue Gonzales
Jorge Mascareno, and
Lance McClaran.

Free estimates are
given if you live within
approximately a 50 mile
radius from where they
are located. 

For those of you who
are curious about how
countertops are made, I
asked the men how they
went about creating
them. First, the granite is
cut out of a mountain,
usually in Brazil and then
shipped to the U.S.

Then, Allied Granite
purchases large slabs,
which are 50-60 square
feet and weigh around
1,100 lbs., from a Dallas
company. Once they are
received, they can go to
work.

One of the guys will
come out to your house
to get all the measure-
ments they need. After
that, they begin to cut the
granite and make it the
right shape. When that is
completed, it is then pol-
ished and installed.

A typical job usually
lasts 2 to 2 1/2 weeks
from start to finish. They
used to cut all the slabs
by hand, which took up
to three days, but they
recently purchased a
saw that can cut the
same amount of granite
in two hours.

There are over 300 col-
ors for you to choose
from, as well as 12 differ-
ent edges. The price
ranges from $38 to $120
per square foot when

you want it installed. 
They also wanted to let

everyone know that they
have leftover pieces of
granite from past proj-
ects that can still be used
if you have a very small
job that needs to be
done.

These men have 12
years of experience, and
have been based in
Bovina for two years.
They are also sub-con-
tracted under Home
Depot, Sears, and
Lowe's.
