Only one kind of meat may be
served to a patron at a meal;
meat, including beef, mutbﬂn,
pork, and poultry.  Butter and
American cheese are limited to
one-half ounce each at a meal.
Cream must not contain more
than 20 per cent butterfat.

A teaspoonful of sugar is the
maximum for each meal and to
be served on request only. No
sugar bowls on tables. Two
pounds of sugar is allowed for
cach ninety meals, including
cooking.

Simplified service is advised
with the minimum of dishes and
silverware.  Simple menu cards
with limited dishes and in plain
English to be substituted for the

large general bill of fare. Fried
dishes are discouraged. No
waste food may be burnt, but

saved for feed animals or re-
duced for fats.

Attention is especially dlreqted
towards saving bread, butter, ce-
reals, meats, fats, sugar, coffee,
cheese, and ice.
