Farwell Junior High
history teacher Megan
Terry coaches these
classes Monday and
Friday afternoons after
school. She has 22 stu-
dents each week, but
there is a long waiting
list.

“l could probably offer
this class every after-
noon and have plenty of
kids to fill it,” she says.

Megan began piecing
together this gymnastics
program a few years ago
when she noticed that
teachers' kids were
hanging around the gym
every afternoon waiting
for their parents to finish.

Megan thought, “I real-
ly wanted my daughter to
be able to tumble, so this
after-school program
was a perfect fit for me
and the kids.”

Megan, who grew up
taking gymnastics class-
es, has several goals for
her students. “l want
them to leave my class
as excellent floor tum-
blers. We work on tum-
bling basics and skills

like balance, control and
even cheerleading skills.
Most will master back flip
flops and even back flips
that will help them later
with cheerleading try-
outs.”

Megan enjoys coach-
ing kids and seeing their
progress. “As a group,
they are very kind to
each other and support-
ive.”

Her classes are open

to students who are
interested in learning
gymnastics and are
school-aged. The older
ones help out with the
younger kids and make it
fun.

Megan comments,
“Seeing the skills the
older girls have mastered
really sparks the enthusi-
asm in the younger girls
as well. They want to

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Texico plans to
implement garbage
pickup rate hike

The Texico City Council on Feb. 12 discussed city charges.

Last year they decided to raise garbage rates by 50 cents per month, but it
had not been implemented.

A public hearing is scheduled on Feb. 25 before the council's regular meeting.

They also raised the cost of renting the community center from $125 to $250
per night to keep in line with other local communities. The deposit was hiked
from $100 to $200.

These changes will go into effect on March 1.

The council approved increasing the fee to request a variance from $25 to
$100.

City Clerk Carolyn Johnson said Clovis charges $500 for a request.

City Inspector Terry Martin suggested implementing a trailer moving permit to
keep folks from moving their trailers, which causes a paperwork problem for the
city.

Johnson said Clovis has a similar fee, but no action was taken.

In other business, the council:

- Discussed a situation where a local landlord has been turning on water to
properties for renters on the weekends.

When that happens, the city does not have an original reading for the water
line, so they don't know how much to charge for the first month. The city also
doesn't have a deposit on file.

The council agreed that this had to stop.

- Passed an ordinance to vacate part of State Street between Stripes and the
railroad track. There is no long a road there, and by vacating the property, the
land owner might be able to sell the property.

- Will apply for highway cooperative funding to seal all of Hamlin, Eulie and
Jewel streets. They will also seal Leftwich Street from Lamar to State and
Hereford from College to Eulie.

- Heard from Lewis Cooper there is a possibility of a new lawsuit against the
Ute Water Project. No other information has been released yet.

- Approved a variance request for Maria Ruiz to move a trailer from 523
Garwood to 613 Rose. The property on Rose was not large enough for the trail-
er, but Martin suggested that the council accept the variance.

- Heard that Councilman Doug Scioli will attend a meeting for councilmen to
learn about zoning issues.

- Passed a resolution to oppose Lesser Prairie Chickens being listed as an
endangered animal. Among other problems, if the chicken is listed as endan-
gered, it could cause the Ute pipeline to have to be rerouted, and it could have
an impact on the chance of getting future wind generators.

- Agreed to credit $258 to a property owner at 823 Garwood who has been pay-
ing sewer bills for several years. The owner is outside of the city sewer plan and
has a septic tank.

- Heard the city has received a street sweeper from Clovis, but there is some
work that needs to be done on it before it can be used.

learn how to do everything they see.”

The class is open to both boys and girls, but girls
make up the majority. She will even take high school
students who just want to brush up on their skills,
but prefers for them to have some experience with
tumbling already, saying, “It is really difficult for me
to spot an older student, so they need to have some
experience.”

She believes her class is great for building
strength and coordination in all ages of kids, howev-
er.

Her favorite part of coaching gymnastics is seeing
kids who come in with no self-confidence but blos-
som as they start tumbling. “Gymnastics builds con-
fidence in students because they can be successful
and feel like they have found a sport that fits with
them.”

Megan recounts a story about a girl who came to
her because she didn't like basketball and never
really felt like she fit in with sports. “After working
for almost two years, she perfected a back hand-
spring and her confidence level just soared. It is
amazing to see their faces when they conquer a skill
and learn how to excel at tumbling.”

Megan volunteers her time as a coach. There is a
$20 a month fee to take her class, but the money
goes directly to the school to buy needed equip-
ment.

“We have purchased mats and other equipment to
be used in the gym, but there are other things that
we need. In the future, we will try to purchase more
thicker, safer mats to use.”

For example, she would love to have a foam pit for
kids to practice more difficult skills, but that may
have to wait a bit.

“l am just trying to provide a fun program that is
good for the kids at Farwell. | very much look for-
ward to watching these kids as they grow up and
make the cheerleading team. To see my gymnastics
class make a difference for them would be great.”

The Lazbuddie Lady Longhorns lost the Area
game to the Valley Lady Patriots at Abernathy on
Friday, 55-45.

Scoring were Shyann Rainey, 17; Allison Weaver,
1; Shea Scott, 2; Lacey Jesko, 11; Ashton Mason, 3;

It was a close game most of the way. The Lady
Longhorns had the lead early in the 4th quarter
before Valley, which had defeated Lazbuddie earlier
this season by 6 points, pulled away.

The game opened with both teams a bit tight, com-
bining for 5 turnovers in a row.

Live Cattle prices appear to have seen a significan
bottom late last week. Thursday’s strong reversal wa
followed by another strong close into Friday which i
technically an extremely strong signal that prices shoul
be turning back higher. The April contract will need t
move back above the $131.50 area in order to setup for
test of the $133.75 high made just a few weeks ago.
[Market looks strong for now.

Feeder prices also took a hard hit similar and almos
identical to the decline seen last Spring. The strong
reversal seen last Thursday should support a rally over
the near term. Short term trends are now pointing high-|
er.

The probabilities are high that a bottom is in place. It
would take new lows to change this.

Soybean prices have also moved back down and held|
a two-thirds retracement level. If this level can hold then|
expect another test of the $15.00 double top made a cou-
ple weeks ago in the March contract. This decline waa

seasonal, but there are stronger seasonal tendencies t
see prices rally into the late March Planting Intention’
report.

Corn prices broke long term support levels last week|
after the USDA report raised ending U.S. stocks and alsoj
world stocks. The nearby March contract traded down to|
within ten cents of the old $6.78 low and held last week.
Back months are the only contracts which actuallyj
turned short term trends back up. Similar to beans,
prices seasonally trade up into the end of March.
Estimates of another increase in planted acres has manyj
analysts looking for lower prices. The weather could be]
the key as usual.

Wheat prices also took out some important suppor
levels, but prices have held up fairly well. The marke
could have easily dropped another 50 cents, but instea
have held together to some degree. The March KC con-
tract will need to move back above the $7.85 level i
order to regain some strength. Key resistance continue
to lie around the January/February high of $8.52 whic
is also a double top.

Cotton prices remain inside a tight trading range wit
resistance around the $84 level and support around th
$80 level basis the March contract. Until prices ca
:

reakout above or below one of these levels, expect th
ideways action to continue. Long term trends turne
higher once prices broke out above the $78 level. Thi
would or should lead us to believe that higher prices ar
still possible. Expect planting’s to be lower.

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WTRT GM stresses
importance of keeping
Universal Service Fund

The Texas Legislature is looking at eliminating the Texas Universal Service
Fund (USF) which helps provide affordable broadband and emergency commu-
nication service in rural areas.

Amy Linzey, general manager of West Texas Rural Telephone Cooperative,
points out the importance of the USF.

"The availability of affordable communication is essential to rural Texas. The
federal and state USF system has worked well for Texas. Small rural carriers
have used their portions of federal and state universal service effectively and
efficiently,” she said.

Small businesses in rural Texas have invested millions of dollars in advanced
networks by relying on continued USF support. USF makes service affordable
for thousands of rural consumers. Eliminating it will put at serious risk the qual-
ity services that thousands of rural consumers get today, and will pose serious
harm to small businesses throughout rural Texas, Ms. Linzey stressed.

For example, in the Panhandle, rural communication made possible with
assistance from the USF is vital to grain production, storage and marketing, cat-
tle feeding, and even in the beef packing industry. Consider the number of grain
elevators and cattle feeding yards, as well as the major beef packing plants in
the region. All are served by phone lines.

"Broadband is too important to the 21st Century economy to eliminate state
USF instead of reforming the proven cost recovery mechanisms that have
already supported broadband build-out in rural Texas. We need sustainable
broadband. Businesses and jobs won’t come to or stay in rural Texas if they feel
the broadband network isn’t sustainable," says Ms. Linzey.

Texas runs a substantial risk of frustrating efforts to push broadband into
unserved areas and would also place at risk the ability to sustain existing net-
work investments, cause a significant fall in the quality of broadband services
in rural areas as compared to the rest of the state, jeopardize further gains in
broadband adoption, and require substantial rate increases for millions of rural
consumers -- potentially causing many to lose service entirely, she said..

"We applaud the objective of fiscal responsibility, but sometimes the shortest
route between two points really is a straight line. The economic future of Texas
is tied to deploying robust broadband right now, and there is a clear and
straightforward roadmap for what has worked — and what has failed — in pro-
moting affordable broadband in rural Texas. Broadband services must remain
affordable and high-quality once available. As carriers with decades of commit-
ment to serving rural communities, we can attest that deploying the network is
only the first in a series of significant challenges to satisfy consumer demand,"
says Ms. Linzey.

"We urge WTRT members, local officials and businesses to contact their state
senators and representatives and express the need to keep what has worked for
rural communication and build upon it. Legislators should be careful not to
undermine service in areas where it is available today and undercut the ability
of small businesses to continue investing in their networks for the long term.
Reform is essential, but don’t throw away the good with the bad. Legislators
need to know how important it is to the economy of the state to have the con-
tinued presence of rural telephone cooperatives such as West Texas Rural
Telephone, and to have them supported by the USF now and in the future,” says
Ms. Linzey.
