Since psorpic scabies (cattle 
scab) Infection has been con­
firmed In the panhandle area 
of Texas and the movements of 
possibly exposed animals cons­
titute a potential threat to the 
Texas cattle industry as well 
as other states, George W. Ap­
ple, Sr., chairman of the Tex­
as Animal Health Commission, 
has Imposed a quarantine on 
all movements of cattle from 
the following counties: Arm­
strong, Bailey, Briscoe, Car- 
son, Castro, Childress, Col­
lingsworth, Cottle, Dallam, 
Deaf Smith, Donley, Floyd, 
Foard, Gray, Hale, Hall, Hemp­
hill, Hansford, Hardeman, 
Hartley, Hutchinson, Lamb, 
Lipscomb, Moore, Motley, 
Ochiltree, Oldham, Parmer, 
Potter, Randall, Roberts, Sher­
man, Swisher and Wheeler.

The only exceptions to this 
restriction will be cattle (from 
non-quarantlned herds) accom­
panied by a certificate of In­
spection Issued by State-Fed­
eral personnel or accredited 
veterinarians within 10 days of 
movement, stating that such 
cattle are apparently free of 
scabies Infestation or expos­
ure.

In addition to the above re­
quirement, cattle from the 
above listed counties destined 
for shipment to other states 
must meet Federal regulations, 
as well as requirements of the 
state of destination.

The quarantine order went 
into effect at 8 a.m., December 
11, 1971, and will remain in ef­
fect until further notice.

Psoroptic scabies mites have 
been confirmed on cattle in the 
Texas Panhandle area.

Mail all scable specimens to 
the State-Federal Laboratory 
in Austin for diagnosis. If scab­
ies is confirmed in a sample, 
you will be notified immed­
iately and a quarantine Issued 
at that time. Two dippings will 
be required, using Toxaphene 
or lime and sulpher at 10-14 
day Intervals. All premises ad­
jacent to the Infected premise 
will be quarantined and ani­
mals required to be dipped one 
time.

COLLEGE STATION - - On  
the 12 days of Christmas, serve 
economical, nutritious foods to 
your true loves, suggests 
Frances Reasonover, Exten­
sion foods and nutrition spec­
ialist at Texas A&M Univers­
ity.

Foods packed with nutritional 
goodness and tagged with rea­
sonable prices are represented 
In each of the four food groups, 
Miss Reasonover reminds.

From the meat group include 
turkey, pork, broiler-fryers 
and eggs In holiday meal plan­
ning; from the fruit-vegetable 
group Include potatoes, apples, 
cranberries and spilt and fresh 
pears; from the milk group In­
clude a custard; and from the 
cereal group Include rice, she 
suggests.

Using these foods for Christ­
mas dinners and snacks will 
help boost good eating, yet cut 
down on too many sweets and 
too many calories, the special­
ist points out. For example, 
turkey Is relatively low in cal­
ories, but It’s what you add to 
the turkey that hikes up the 
pounds. So If serving turkey 
with dressing, which repre­
sents the bread group, cut down 
on other breads.

Sweet potatoes with marsh­
mallows, a traditional dish to 
serve, should be accompanied 
with low calorie vegetables, 
seasoned with appropriate 
spices but with little or no but­
ter or margarine, she says. 
Vegetables prepared this way 
will better complement the fla­
vor of the sweet potatoes.

Finish the meal with a hearty 
custard that represents the 
milk group, and garnish with 
a cherry.

Cranberries can be used in 
salads such as an ambrosia or 
served plain as cranberry 
sauce, Miss Reasonover sug­
gests. Or try a cranberry up­
side-down cake for afternoon 
snacking. To make, spread can­
ned whole craii'oerfrsauce over 
the bottom of a battered cake 
pan, top with a simple sponge

or butter cake mix, bake as 
directed and Invert onto a plat- 
t e r

When serving traditional 
Christmas goodies to your fam­
ily, then, don’t forget the Im­
portance of good nutrition and 
calorie watching.

2 lbs. nuts, chopped
1 c. brandy
2 t. cinnamon
2 lbs. raisins
1 t. a lsp ice
2 lbs. currants
1 lb. da tes, chopped
1 lb. citron, cut fine
1 c. m olasses
1 t. cloves
2 t. nutmeg
1 t. soda

The flour can be slightly 
browned in the oven (if de­
sired) before commencing 
the cake. Cream sugar and 
add eggs, the y o l k s  and 
whites being beaten separ­
ately , and one-half of the 
flour.

Use the other f l o u r  to 
dredge the fruit when added 
to the cake batter.

L a s t l y ,  add soda d is­
solved in one tablespoon of 
water. Divide into 2 parts 
and bake at 275 degrees for 
2 hours.

So shop wisely 
this week and follow these 
marketing tips, suggests Gwen- 
dolyne Clyatt, Extension con­
sumer marketing specialist.

Food shoppers usually want 
to economize at bit more than 
usual during the weeks between 
Thanksgiving and Christmas, 
and a good way to economize 
Is to take advantage of the 
current good values In plenti­
ful pork. Best pork buys In­
clude loin roasts, picnics, Bos­
ton butts, pork chops, sausage 
and bacon. Ham prices have 
slightly advanced In some 
stores but are still relatively 
good values. Remember, pork 
Is a good red meat to pur­
chase for stocking the freezer.

At beef counter, some spec­
ials are available on blade 
chuck roasts. Features are 
scattered on rib roasts, chuck 
and round steaks, boneless 
rump roasts and Boston roll 
roasts. Ground beef In 3 or 
more pound packages, beef liv­
er and stew meat are also 
featured in some markets.

Frying chickens may be 
slightly higher than last week 
but are still considered “good 
buys.” Turkey also continues 
to be a good choice; high qual­
ity birds are available In a 
variety of sizes and forms.

Egg prices are near the same 
level as last week with large 
sizes as generally the best 
value. Large size eggs are 
especially good for holiday bak­
ing.

At fruit counter, grapefruit 
is in better supply with quality 
color and size much improved.

COLLEGE STATION -- At 
Christmas, all of us become 
electricians of sorts. We dan­
gle strings of lightsover prick­
ly branches of spruce or pine, 
and If really ambitious, we 
brighten up the neighborhood 
with colorful lights on front 
porches, rooftops or In the 
front yard.

If you are planning to spark 
the holiday season with Christ­
mas lights, remember these 
easy tips that will eliminate 
the frustration of faulty wiring, 
blown fuses, bulbs that won’t 
burn and switches that fall, 
suggests Pat Bradshaw, Ex­
tension housing and home fur­
nishings specialist at Texas 
A&M University.

For Christmas tree lights, 
first estimate how many lights 
you will need, Miss Bradshaw 
says. Use this formula: height 
of tree (In feet) times width 
of tree at Its widest part, times 
three. For example, on a six- 
foot tree four feet wide, you 
would need 72 lights for the 
proper effect.

String lights on the tree and 
fasten securely In place before 
adding any other kinds of orna­
ments or trims, she adds.

For exterior lights, one or 
more extension cords are gen­
erally necessary, so the spec­
ialist says to make sure the 
lighting wire Is large enough 
to carry the electrical load. 
Number 18 wire Is big enough 
for most lines, but use Number 
16 for lines over 15 feet long 
or lines that have a number of 
lights In the circuit.

connections used outside with 
a small plastic bag, Miss Brad­
shaw advises. Cut the bottom 
out of the bag and slip it over 
the connection. Tie both ends 
tight around the cord with a 
piece of strong twine.

Before stringing lights along 
house or In trees, the special­
ist says to connect all strings 
of lights and extension cords 
just as they will be used In the

final decoration. Before going 
to the trouble of putting light 
strings all In place, plug in the 
system and check If all lights 
are burning and If there are 
any shorts In the cords. This 
preliminary step of checking 
for burned out lights and faulty 
wiring saves having to take 
strings down again to replace 
a part that Is defective.

If you have doubts about the

age of any bulbs, replace the 
ones that will be in especial­
ly hard-to-reach spots, Miss 
Bradshaw suggests. The new 
bulbs will more likely last 
throughout the Christmas sea­
son.

No matter how you decorate 
for Christmas, plan carefully, 
take adequate safety precau­
tions and have a MerryChrlst- 
mas, she adds.

— Insurance 
bounced back into the news on 
three fronts here last week.

State board of Insurance 
Chairman Larry Teaver pro­
mised, after a public hearing, 
to review all aspects of the new 
castastrophe pool for wind­
storm coverage in high risk 
coastal areas.

Agents and property owners 
complained of price gouging and 
of companies’ allegedly unload­
ing on the pool properties which 
should be Insured at standard 
rates. Companies denied the 
charges.

Board also took under con­
sideration an Allstate Insur­
ance Company proposal to cut 
auto coverage rates up to 20 
per cent for new-model cars 
equipped with shock-absorbing 
bumpers.

All 1973 and later cars must 
have bumpers which can with­
stand a five miles an hour 
front-end crash and a two and 
a half miles per hour rear- 
end wallop without damage.

Allstate proposed to allow 
discounts to become effective 
with 1972 model cars equipped 
at owners’ expense with the 
tested shock-absorbing bump­
ers.

Initial reduction would be 10 
per cent in premiums for the 
five mph front, two and a half 
mph rear safety protection. The 
cut would reach 20 per cent for 
cars which can be crashed at 
five mph Into a test barrier, 
front and rear, with no dam­
age to the vehicle.

Board members heard sup­
port and opposition for propos­
ed new rules to curb arbitrary 
cancellations and non-renewals 
on property and casualty Insur­
ance. Under the regulations, 
auto Insurance In effect 60 days 
could be cancelled only for 
failure to pay premiums or 
where driver’s licenses have 
been suspended or revoked. 
Companies could cancel cov­
erage at annual expiration dates 
by giving 30 days written no­
tice.
