New Parental Notification Requirement for 
Texico Schools As Required By HB-212 

As provided by House Bill 212, parents may obtain in-
formation regarding the professional qualifications of their 
children's teachers, instructional support providers and 
school principals. 

A. At a minimum, the information shall include: 
1) whether the teacher has met state qualifications for 

licensure for the grade level and subjects being taught by 
the teacher. 

2) whether the teacher is teaching under a teaching of 
assignment waiver. 

3) the teacher's degree major and any other license or 
graduate degree held by the teacher, and 

4) the qualifications of any instructional support pro-
viders if the student is served by educational assistants or 
other instructional support providers. 

B. A local superintendent shall give written notice to the 
parents of those students who are being taught for longer 
than four consecutive weeks by a substitute teacher or by a 
person who is not qualified to teach the grade or subject. 

C. The local superintendent shall: 
1) ensure that the notice required by this section is 

provided by the end of the four week period following the 
assignment of that person to the classroom; 

2) to ensure that the notice required by this section is 
provided in a bilingual form to a parent whose primary lan-
guage is not English; 

3) retain a copy of the notice required pursuant to this 
section; and 

4) ensure that information relating to teacher licensure 
is available upon request.

LIVE CATTLE:  Prices jumped anywhere from $10-15 
this week which was an all-time record for a one week 
change in cash? Cash traded anywhere from a reported 
$105-117 depending on the area the cattle were sold. 
Where does the market go from here? Anywhere it 
wants! The other side of seeing such a huge jump up in 
cash is the fact that prices can now drop just as fastl 
Numbers are still expected to be tight in November. 
Cash next week will be the leading indicator. 

FEEDER CATTLE:  This market has followed the fed 
cattle prices up and even though prices took a hug4-
drop from Wednesday's highs, cash will still be the 
only leading indicator in coming months. The spread 
between the back month's "Live Cattle" prices will 
need to narrow to hold demand? 

CORN:  Prices are still moving lower; but, stable? The 
last USDA Crop Production did little to support prices. 
Demand is expected to remain strong and China is still 
expected to be the wild card in the bigger picture. 
Prices are looking for a bottom or harvest low. Once 
prices find a level and turn higher, there are maw,: 
analysts still looking for higher prices and stronger 
demand? . 

SOYBEANS:  Prices have skyrocketed over the last 
few weeks with prices reaching levels close to the 
$7.50 level. Although production was off a little, de-
mand remains very strong. Short and long term trends 
are still up at this time, but a close below $7.20 would 
probably push prices back down into lower levels. A 
harvest low of some type should be seen even if trends 
are up into next Spring. 

WHEAT:  Prices have fallen off a little over the last 
couple of weeks. There has been little news to give this 
market direction. Funds are reportedly moving out 
long positions and being blamed for some of the selling 
pressure. A move back above the $3.41 level basis the 
December KC Wheat should turn short term trends 
back higher. Exports are still above USDA estimates. 

COTTON. Severe floods in major cotton growing ar-
eas in China have held prices higher over the last cou- 
ple of wceks. The USDA Crop Production report did lit-
tle to support prices, but an anticipated increase In 
world demand has helped to support this market. 
There seems to be significant resistance around the 
75-78 cent level basis the December contract. Look for 
some type of harvest low?
