When the government decides 
on how men shall be employed, 
what they shall produce, what 
they will receive as pay, and 
what the goods shall sell for, 
the feet of progress are mired 
in the clay of human greed or 
folly. 

This is patently evident in 
the present day fairy tale re-
alities of jobs that have been 
preserved by law after they have 
been outmoded by technology, 
goods which are produced with 
the government's encourage-
ment when there is no market 
for the goods, and prices that 
are higher than the market 
would permit were it not for 
federal programs of various 
types. 

Men are paid for not working 
(even when they are employable 
and work is available), 
conditions are artificially pre- 
served by government edict long 
after they have become un- 
economic, and creativity and 
industriousness in every sphere 
is discouraged by grossly in- 
equitable penalties (or favors) 
distributed through the 
bureaucracy on the basis of 
political expediency. 

Thus policies that shape and 
control (rather than police) the 
affairs of men are the result 
of the whim of the professional 
state planners, instead of the 
free market which accepts or 
rejects goods and services on 
an impartial basis. The text- 
books have been rewritten 
so that it is no longer true 
that "he who serves best profits 
most." Today profit is often 
determined by whom you know. 

These circumstances pre-
serve static conditions. They 
snuff out the lifeblood of change 
and progress.

A 10,000-year-old well, be-
lieved to be the oldest in the 
New World, is listed as a major 
find at the Blackwater Draw site 
near Portales in a report on 
summer excavations by Dr. 
George Agogino, head of the 
Paleo-Indian Institute at East-
ern New Mexico University. 

The well is one of more than 
a dozen uncovered at the site, 
but all others have been esti-
mated to be 4,000 to 5,000 years 
old. 

Six students assisted Irwin 
Rovner, field superintendent for 
the Paleo-Indian Institute, in 
the summer project. Their work 
was confined to the south wall 
of the gravel pit where dozens 
of pre-historic artifacts have 
been uncovered. But the site 
has been "badly neglected for 
over three decades," Dr. Ago-
gino noted. 

Their work revealed that the 
"Portales Complex," 6,000 to 
10,000 years old, represents a 
series of cultures separated by 
layers of rock rather than a 
single complex. 

Artifacts found at Blackwater 
Draw have shown a sequence 
similar to findings at the Hell 
Gap site in eastern Wyoming, 
indicating that a particular 
point-type is dominant over the 
High Plains for one time period.

THE HIGH PLAINS AMMO 
NOTES 

By Bill Bennett, Agronomist FARM AND HOME 
(This column on cotton inter-
rupts the series on soil test 
results. This subject is timely 
and of immediate interest to 
some). 

Weather conditions during the 
past 2 to 3 weeks have affected 
growth of cotton. Leaves on cot-
ton plants are dying and plants 
in some instances are being 

activity and growth of the plant. 
During active growing periods, 
leaf openings called stomates 
open up and the plant takes in 
water and becomes turgid. With 
the advent of sunshine and lower 
humidity, the plant leaf is desic-
cated due to the slow closing 
of the stomatal openings. The 
desiccation of the leaf in this 
manner would have the same 
effect as chemical defoliation of 
cotton. 

Since most of the cotton in 
the area was already matured, 
this condition will have little 
or no effect on yields. It might 
even have a beneficial effect 
where cotton was too rank in 
growth. 

ports Dr. Berry, is not due to 
the presence of plant diseases. 
Certain cotton dieases, such 
as Verticillium wilt or 
Fusarium wilt, are present on 
the High Plains, but they are 
less widespread in their dis-
tribution and would have been 
present before the rain. 

Death of cotton leaves is 
probably due to desiccation of 
the plant. If no more irriga-
tion water was applied after 
August 25, cotton had, in the 
main, started hardening off and 
maturing which for practical 
purposes put a plant under 
drouth stress. Moisture in the 
form of rain at a later date 
resulted in increased metabolic 

completely defoliated. There is 
some concern that this has been 
due to a plant disease or root 
rot of some type. 

Dr. Bob Berry, Extension 
Plant Pathologist, Texas A&M 
University, Lubbock, has exam-
ined some of these affected cot-
ton plants from this area. The 
condition of the plants, re-

The Institute advises that be-
fore attempting to use various 
chemicals for spot cleaning 
carpets, homemakers consult a 
professional rug cleaner to 
learn what materials are safe 
to use and the correct pro-
cedures to follow.

SCR EWWORN1 SITUATION  
A 53 day screwworm-free 

period in Texas ended Septem-
ber 24 when a sample of worms 
collected from a cancer-eyed 
cow in Briscoe County, Silver-
ton, was confirmed as con-
taining screwworm larvae. 

Sterile flies are being dis-
persed in the area and will 
continue for three weeks. 

Eradication officials have no 
explanation for the occurence 
of the screwworm case hun-
dreds of miles from previous 
cases. The nearest infestations 
in nearly two months were 500 
miles to the west. This points 
up to how quickly screwworms 
can spread during favorable 
conditions in the fall. 

WARNING 
Two worm cases have been 

reported to me this past week. 
However, nothing could be done 
because a sample of worms 
were not gotten with either 
worm case. We can not look 
at worms with the naked eye 
and determine whether they are 
screwworms or blowfly larvae. 

We must collect a sample of 
worms from each infestation 
we find so they can be sent to 
Mission and positively identi-
fied. Worms from deep within 
the center of wounds as well as 
from the surface must be col- 

lected. This is necessary as 
screwworm larvae burrow deep 
into the center of the wound, 
while non-screwworms tend to 
feed near the edge. 

If you have a case of worms, 
collect 10 or more and please 
let me know if you don't have 
a shipping carton and report 
sheet to fill out on the worm 
case. We have plenty of the 
screwworm shipping cartons 
here at the office and are happy 
to furnish you with a supply. 
Come by if you want some. 

BEEF CATTLE lvIE FTING 
Dr. Dixon Hubbard, area 

Extension Livestock Specialist, 
will meet with Parmer County 
cattle owners Tuesday, October 
13 at 7:30 p.m. in the Bovina 
Restaurant. 

The program sponsored by 
the County Livestock Com-
mittee, will cover the im-
portance and benefits of pro-
duction testing beef cow herds, 
and how a testing program would 
operate in a herd. 

Another item to be discuss-
ed will be economical year 
round forage production for beef 
cattle. 

The Livestock Committee 
also plans to discuss the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of 
obtaining a portable set of 
scales for use with production 
testing in Parmer County. 

All interested livestock own-
ers are invited and urged to 
attend the discussion on these 
topics by Dr. Hubbard Tuesday 
night in Bovina.
