This week we celebrated the
birthday of the father of our
country, George Washington,
The occasion was chiefly inark-
ed as an event for the area
merchants to stage a sale of
their goods.

Liberty itself
will find in such a government,

“. . . likewise, that the habits
in a free country should inspire
caution in those entrusted with
its administration to confine
themselves within their respec-
tive constitutional spheres,
avoiding in the exercise of pow-
ers of one department to en-
croach upon another, ‘', ., . of
all the dispositions and habits
which lead to political pros-
perity, religion, and morality
are indispensable supports.

“. « . as a very important
soarce of strength and security,
cherish public credit, ‘', . . it
is our true policy tosteer clear

The
mayor and two new councilmen
will begin their terms of office
on March 1, with the mayor’s
term ending March 1, 1968 and
the trustees terms ending
March 1, 1970, - after their
successors have beendulyelec-
ted and qualified.

ORGANIC MATTER

Just what is organic matter
and what part does it play in a
productive soil? These are
questions that I often hear dis-
cussed by farmers.

Organic matter is the store-
house of plant nutrients in the
soil, It results from the de-
composition of plant andanimal
materials by soil organisms, On
the average it contains about 56
per cent carbon and S per cent
nitogen.

Organic matter improves soil
structure and its ability to take
in water and hold it in storage
for later use by plants, It also
improves soil aeration, loosens
dense, compact soils and gran-
ulates loose, open sandy soils
to give them a fairable crumb
structure,

During the decomposition
process, a continuous supply of
carbon dioxide, nitrogen in va-

rious forms, phosphorus and
other nutrients so essential to
plant growth are liberated, Or-
ganic matter serves as a stor-
age facility. for mineral nu-
trients such as calcium, mag-
nesium, nitrogen, and many oth-
ers making them less likely to
be lost in drainage or water
seepage,

Continuous cultivation with-
out giving attention to regular
additions or residues gradually
lowers the organic matter in
the soil, The level may become
so low that maximum production
cannot be obtained, A soil test
will show the organic level in
the soil,

She was at that time only
three months pregnant, there-
fore the specialist gave her a
rigid diet, and medication to
see her throughtheremainder
of the pregnancy, She was a
semi-invalid for the next sev-
eral months while she awaited
the birth of her child. Mrs, Dea-
ton stated that, ‘‘From the time
I was four months pregnant
until after the birth of the baby
I never saw the top floor of my
home,’”” a new one which the
family had only moved into when
the illness was discovered,

Her older children took over
management of the home for the
next several months while their
mother spent most of the time
in bed, Although the doctor had
expected complications toarise
at time of delivery, no problems
arose and Mrs, Deatondeliver-
‘ed a normal baby boy, When the
infant was two and one-half
months of age Mrs, Deaton was
sent by the Amarillo heart spec-
ialist to Denver where she was
thoroughly examined by other
specialists at the University of
Colorado Hospital,

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confirmed the diagnosis of the
Amarillo specialist and added
that there is no cure for the
closing of a ‘‘mitral valve"
except surgery, ‘‘I was
scared,’’ confided Mrs, Deaton,
“‘but after talking with a friend
who had had the same opera-
tion some -10 years previously
while it was still in the experi-
mental stages and who was now
enjoying good health, I decided
to take the chance and have the
operation,’’

She came home and spent
some time getting everything in
readiness for the operation and
then returned to Denver where
she underwent a four hour op-
eratian, with doctors clearing
membrane, which was closing
off the valve, from inside the
““mitral valve'’, Within four or
five days she was able to be up
and 12 days later she returned,
by car, to Clovis and her wait-
ing family,

Cause of the closing of the
valve as doctors explained it
to Mrs. Deaton is usuallyrheu-
matic fever, sufferedasa child,
Since she had never known
that she had rheumatic fever
this came as quite a shock,
until she remembered that she
had had some trouble with rheu-
matism while in high school,

The pregnancy during which
Mrs, Deaton discovered the
serious heart condition was a
double blessing, for she not
only has a beautiful 'ittle three
year old boy, but had it not
been for the pregnancy she
might not have learned of the
heart condition until it was too
late to do anything about it and
her life would have been very
short at the rate the valve was
closing off, doctors explained.

Mrs, Deaton says shehasre-
turned to her usual activities
except for water skiing which
she can do, but won't, as the
doctors gave her a clean bill
of health last year and told her,
