"Last year's crop was the 
largest we have ever had in the 
state and the nation," said Nel-
son, adding, "National produc-
tion was 666,062,000 bushels, 
35 per cent above 1964 and 21 
per cent 'above the five year 
level. 

Nelson stated that the use of 
grain sorghum has steadily in-
creased at home and abroad 
through the intensive promo-
tion of the GSPA program. When 
such programs were first start-
ed in 1956, livestock use of the 
sorghum was 179 million bush- 
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Grain producers in Parmer 
County have topped the state 
and the nation in the production 
of grain sorghum by producing 
a total of 18,683,000 bushels in 
1965. Texas with 285,740,000 
bushels was the No. 1 state in 
the nation, with a total of 43% 
of the grain sorghum produced 
nationally. Parmer County 
showed an increase of 12.2 per 
cent over the previous year. 
Cash value of the crop, which 
was produced on 181,000 acres 
of land was $20,000,000. 

County Agent Joe VanZandt 
attributes the increased pro-
duction to the farmers use of 
the good underground water 
supply, the new development 
of chemicals and fertilizers, 
and the abundance of informa-
tion available from agri-busi-
nessmen on the use of the new 
chemicals and fertilizers to as-

Cost of properly summer-fal- 
lowing one acre 	-- $10.00 
Cost of growing a good cover 
crop on one acre (rye & vetch) 

-- $22.00 

Value of grazing the rye & 
vetch from Nov. 1 to May 1 

-- $25.00

We have been seeing and 
hearing of a few problems in our 
wheat crop lately. Ever since 
the hard freeze several weeks 
ago, people have been asking me 
about freeze damage. Previous-
ly, freeze damage had not shown 
up until lately. 

In the past week or two, a 
few white heads or the top part 
part of some scattered heads 
has shown up. Also, a few scat-
tered stalks are falling down 
after bending over in usually the 
second joint area. The freeze 
apparently damaged the cell

structure in the area where 
these stalks are bending over. 
I'm afraid that more of this 
type of damage may continue 
to show up. 

We're also beginning to see 
a little foot-rot also show up. 
As harvest nears, more foot-rot 
may 'continue CO show up. Near 
maturity, one or more tillers 
or entire plants are killed and 
appear as white heads through-
out the field. Affected plants 
may occur singly in small cir-
cular spots, or in large areas 
in the field. These white heads 
could be confused with freeze 
damage already mentioned. 
However, with foot-rot, the base 
of each stem has a dark, rotted 
appearance as well as the roots. 
Dead plants can be easily pulled 
up while normal, healthy plants 
are hard to pull up. 

If you suspect that you have 
foot-rot in your wheat, I en-
courage you to get in touch with 
me. I will be glad to inspect 
your field and determine for 
sure if you have foot-rot. You 
need to make plans to plant 
cotton or soybeans on foot-rot 
infected ground next year and 
keep it out of wheat production 
for as long as possible. 

Another small problem be-
ginning to show up is some 
awn trapping which is char-
acteristic of wheat streak mo-
siac. The mosiac pattern on the 
leaves is not exactly character-
istic of the streakmosiac; how-
ever, some of our specialist 
have said that they thought it 
was' wheat streak mosiac.

Heel flies, the adult stage 
of cattle grubs, neither sting 
or bite. Instead, they merely 
attach their eggs to the hairs 
on the legs and lower body 
parts of cattle. As the eggs 
hatch, the small maggots bore 
through the skin at the base of 
the hair, enter and migrate 
through the leg muscles, 
through the abdominal and chest 
cavities to the esophagus and 
neural canal for further matur-
ation.

There are eight 
varieties in this demonstration 
planted on September 30. Each 
variety is planted on two 40-
inch beds. 

The eight variety plots are lo-
cated about 1/4 mile east of 
Reznik's house and he is glad 
for visitors to come by and in-
spect these varieties. The va-
rieties are Scout, Kaw, War- 

During the late summer and 
early fall, the larva move to 
the animal's back and each 
forms a pouch under the skin.

Caddo and Tascosa are Texas 
developed varieties. They are 
good and very good respectively 
in shatter resistance and have 
very good straw strength, test 
weight, and baking quality. 

"We encourage you to go by 
and observe these eight 'wheat 
varieties side by side," said 
the county agent. 

rior, Lancer, Tascosa, Caddo, 
Improved Triumph and DI-23, 
an .experimental short wheat 
which may be released soon. 
The DI-23 is supposed to reduce 
the height about one foot from 
present varieties. This factor 
could be a definite advantage to 
irrigated wheat 

"We hope to get some yield 
data from these different va-
rieties and we will if we can 
obtain a five-foot combine to 
harvest this demonstration," 
said VanZandt. "If anyone has a 
five-foot combine that is in 
working order please let A. L. 
or myself know," stated Van-

Scout, Warrior and Lancer 
are relatively new Nebraska va-
rieties adopted to Texas. They 
have resistance to race 56 of 
stem rust but are very suscept-
ible to leaf rust and loose smut. 
Warrior is very late in matur-
ity but has performed well ,in

problems are all very minor 
at present when you consider 
our entire wheat crop and we 
don't believe any of these prob-
lems are serious enough yet to 
affect our wheat crop to any 
extent. Just be on the look out 
if you see any of these symp-
toms and feel free to give a 
call at Farwell, 481-3619, if you 
are in doubt about a particular 
problem. 

Heel flies can be effectively 
controlled only while they are 
in the animal's body. A num-
ber of methods and formulas 
are available to control them, 
including sprays, systemics, 
dips, and powders. We want to 
establish one or two demonstra-
tions with a cattle owner to 
point out the effectiveness of 
grub control chemicals. If you 
would like to work with the 
County Agent on this kind of 
project, let me know.

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problems, that is if they have a 
lawn. It is either the brown 
spots, crabgrass, or dande- 

lions, and even the pesky goph-
ers add to our woes. 

For those brown patches, 
specialists in this field recom-
mend that over stimulation with 
nitrogen be avoided as this in-
creases the fungus disease that 
attack the lawns. 

If your favorite shrub or tree 
seems to be dying, it could be 
a neglect of watering through-
out the winter months. This of-
ten happens especially if lit-
tle moisture was present dur-
ing the long winter season. 
Too often people assume that 
watering is not necessary dur-
ing cool weather, which is a 
mistaken idea. 

Two new bulletins are avail-
able from the Extension office 
here in the courthouse; one is 
"Better Lawns," and the other 
is called "Thumbs Down on 
Pocket Gophers". Call or come 
by the office and get a copy. 
Several bulletins on lawn care 
are 	available and could help 
solve some of the lawn and 
tree problems if you don't yet 
know the answers. 

AN OUNCE OF PREVENTION 
If you store your woolens 

in a cedar chest, use an ounce 
of prevention in the form of 
moth crystals or mothballs,  

instead of relying wholly on the 
cedar trunk's aromatic fumes 
to ward off moths. 

Although new cedar chests do 
give protection from moths, it 
is safer th treat woolens with 
a good mothproffing agent be-
fore they're stored. 

This is especially important 
with older cedar chests. Tests 
show that red cedar loses some 
of its effectiveness against 
moths after 24 months, and 
white or South American cedar 
after 12 to 20 months. 

Researchers also find that the 
tightness of a chest is an im-
portant part of the mothproof-
ing. Cedar-lined closets also 
should be tight and woolens 
moth-proofed before storage. 

Whenever you use a pesticide, 
remember to follow the instruc-
tions carefully and note the pre-
cautions on the label. 

DARK RINGS ARE HARMLESS 
IN HARD-COOKED EGGS 

Do you ever wonder why eggs 
cooked at high temperatures 
for a long period of time may 
have a dark ring where their 
whites and yolks touch? 

This is caused by a combi-
nation of sulphur in the white 
and iron in the yolk, which forms 
ferrous sulphide.

Although it may detract from 
the egg yolk's appearance, this 
darkening is entirely harmless. 

The higher the cooking temp-
erature and the longer the cook-
ing time, the more darkening 
takes place. 

By plunging the eggs into cold 
water immediately after cook-
ing, the possibility of this dark-
ening is reduced. This lowers 
the egg's temperature and helps 
prevent the formation of ferrous 
sulphide. 

Immersing eggs quickly and 
holding them in cold water for 
a short time after cooking also 
makes eggs easier to peel.
