Progress means different 
things to different people. Pro-
gress in a community is a dif-
ficult thing to analyze. One 
man's progress is another 
man's waste of time. One thing 
is certain in today's more leis-
ure society; a community must 
have ample facilities for rest 
and recreation. Even the em-
ployer of one, two or three 
persons now feels the difficulty 
of keeping help in the small 
towns across the country. 

The pull of the big city with 
its multitude of places for rec-
reation and social activities is a 
force to be reckoned with by a 
small town looking for new busi-
nesses and industries. Yes, 
even Farwell and Texico, com-
peting with our neighbors of 
Clovis, Friona and Muleshoe, 
feel this pinch in the field of 
employment. We, too, must be-
gin to broaden our horizons in 
the field of adult recreation as 
we strive to expand the business 
and industrial community of our 
twin cities. 

For a long time, another 
man's recreation has been my 
waste. I refer to the national 
pastime of golf and its subsi-
diary, a country club. However, 
we recognize that we alone can-
not ignore the tide of social 
changes sweeping across the 
land. In studying the multitude 
of factors that now influence 
commerce, the factor of 
adequate facilities for the 
spending of leisure time often 
is the final one in determining 
if a town gets a new business. 

We here in the twin cities 
are blessed with a wealth of 
natural resources, transporta-
tion facilities and a proximity 
to lush markets, but we are 
weak in recreation at home. 

One of the topics of coffee 
cup conversation for several 
years has been a golf course 
and its subsidiaries, a country 
club with a swimming pool. 
This has always seemed to be a 
monumental undertaking with a 
limited appeal, community 
wise. Now the picture is rapid-
ly changing and such a project 
is not only becoming morefeas-
able, but will soon be a civic 
necessity. 

There has been a proposition 
put to several members of our 
town that would greatly facili-
tate the building and operation 
of such an undertaking. I do not 
Know many of the details, but 
it now appears to be a good time 
for it to be explored in depth. 
There are several new sources 
of funds available for such that 
we might feel warranted in ex-
pending. Again, we are not very 
knowledgeable in this direction, 
but feel that some in our area 
would be in a position of having 
this knowledge. 

As is often the case, if we 
could piece together the knowl-
edge of all the interested per-
sons, a clearer picture would 
emerge. A picture that would 
enable this area to arrive at a 
decision that wculd enable this 
area to arrive at a decision to 
go forward with such a project 
or to place it in suspense for 
future reference. Let us not 
lose this chance to investigate 
the possibility of a country 
club for our towns. 
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We visited in Bovina last Fri- 
day evening and as we came into 
town we could see two areas of 
lights. Our host drove us by the 
football field and a group of the 
grid hopefuls were already run-
ning and getting the feel of the 
old pigs kin. They are going up to 
a Class A schedule this year 
and if my assessment of the 
spirit of the Mustangs is cor-
rect, they do not plan to be a 
patsy in the higher classifica-
tion grid conference. 

The other bank of lights was 
the Bovina Lions Club field with 
a big crowd on hand. Bovina 
currently is sponsoring a slow 
pitch softball league. There are 
12 teams in the league with about 
IS members per team. This 
means that Bovina has around 
180 individuals out to play soft-
ball. Practically all the players 
come from the town of Bovina. 
Maybe their claim to 1700 plus 
population is more than just 
Chamber of Commerce count-
ing.

Supreme Court Justice William 0. Douglas obviously believes 
in one man, one vote, but many wives. Having recently obtained 
his fourth, he must be considered somewhat of an expert on the 
subject. Unfortunately, playing the game of musical wives hardly 
benefits a Justice of the Supreme Court of the United States. 

In my own mind, I have always had a mental conception of 
how a Supreme Court Justice should look and conduct himself. 
My mental picture envisualizes a stately, dignified, honorable 
gentleman possessed of great wisdom and unquestionable moral 
fortitude. Our playboy Justice hardly fits that picture. 

Justice Douglas has been divorced three times on grounds of 
alleged cruelty, in one case with allegations of "personal indigni-
ties", whatever that means. His latest marriage is to Cathleen 
Hefferman, 23 years of age, only forty-four years younger than 
67 year-old Douglas. Can this be considered an example of great 
wisdom? With Douglas' previous marital scoreboard, one is forced 
to wonder if this is really love or just another teenage crush. 

I realize that a man's marital affairs are ordinarily his own 
personal business, but this is no ordinary man. We are speaking 
here of a Justice of the highest court in the land, a man whose 
decisions affect the lives of millions, a man who should be looked 
up to as a shining example of personal integrity and moral char-
acter. What do we see instead? A man who cannot keep his own 
house intact, let alone make decisions for others, a man who seems 
to equate wives with cars -- a new model every year. 

At present, the only procedure for removing a Supreme Court 
Justice from the bench is similar to that required to remove a 
president - impeachment by the House and conviction by the 
Senate. Perhaps this should be changed. If Justices could be re-
moved as easily as they are appointed, such frivolous play as Jus-
tice Douglas is engaging in would be impossible. 

If the American public were to be given the opportunity to 
periodically approve or disapprove of the actions of a Supreme 
Court Justice, Justice Douglas would have been forced long ago 
to choose between the bench and his own personal marriage-
go-round. 

Representative George W. Andrews from Alabama has intro-
duced a House resolution calling for an investigation of the moral 
character of Douglas. I for one would like to see this come about 
but 	tbt if it ever does. More than likely it will be shoved under 
he 	_.i-known rug which seems to be the final resting place for 
matters which are embarrassing to government officials. 

Whether an investigation takes place or not, I would suggest 
that Justice Douglas trade in his judicial robes for a key to the 
'ocal playboy club. It suits him far better.

Wheat, like other crops, uses 
it while it is young and phos-
phorus is not moved into the 
soil by moisture. 

Fertilizer recommendations 
for wheat are based on the nu-
trients available in the soil and 
on producers statements about 
yield goals and anticipated 
grazing. 

The fertilizer recommenda-
tions will be most meanful when 
the sample is highly represent-
ative of the soil and when the 
information sheet gives ac-
curate details on crop history 
and production intentions. 

Your County Agent can be 
contacted for sample contain-
ers, soil information sheets, 
mailing instructions and more 
complete information on soil 
testing and fertilization. 

Submitting wheatland soil 
samples now will insure getting 
soil test recommendations in 
plenty of time to plan the most 
profitable fertilizer application 
for the fall planted crop. 

Fifty bushels of wheat grain 
contain 50 pounds of nitrogen 
and 25 pounds of phosphorus. 
Additional nutrients are used 
up producing straw and forage. 

An early soil test is particul-
arly helpful when a field is 
found to need phosphorus or 
when the wheat will be grazed. 

Nitrogen should be applied 
preplant to stimulate early 
growth if the wheat will be 
grazed. When wheat is grown 
only for grain, research shows 
that time of nitrogen applica-
tion is of little importance. 

Phosphorus, if needed, should 
be applied before planting.
