Parmer County Agricultural
Agent Mack Heald stated early
this week that Parmer County
farmers should be on the look-
out for greenbug infestations in
their row crops.

According to Heald, the bugs
are showing up over the county
in larze numbers; however they
are not infesting as heavily as
in the two previous years, In
1968 the bugs caused heavy
damage not only to crops in
the Panhandle of Texas but al-
so to crops in South and North
Dakota, Kansas, Nebraska, Ok-
lahoma, and New Mexico.

At that time, farmers began
a spraying program to assist
in wiping out the greenbug in-
festations., However, again in
1969 the bugs made heavy in-
roads into the grain sorghum
crops and in corncrops in some
areas, While Heald does notbe-
lieve that the bugs are in as
large numbers as in the past,
he does warn farmers to be on
the lookout for the insects,
Heald attributes the lighter in-
festation of the bugs to the
spraying program which has
been used for the past few years.,

Heald describes the grain
sorghum greenbug as an aphid,
light green in color with a dis-
tinct darker green stripe down

its back, The aphids are usual-
ly found on the underside of
the plants,

Corn aphids ‘‘greenbugs’’are
a dark dull green in color and
are usually found in the whirl
of the plant., Not only do the
greenbugs attack row crops but
they may also be found on weeds
and other vegetation inthearea,
Most wheat is past the stage of
infestation by greenbugs.

Heald advises farmers who
find the aphids in their crops
to use their own judgmentabout
a spraying program, since each
farmer i{s the best judge of how
serious a problem isbeing cre-
ated by the greenbugs in his
OWn crops.
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Rains Stop Harvest

Wheat harvest operations
came to a virtual standstill oa
Wednesday following a heavy
downpour of rain in the area on
Tuesday night,

The Tuesday rain brought the
measurable rainfall in Texico-
Farwell to around one and one-
half inches for the past three
days, First of the rains came

on Saturday night when a gentle
rainfall  brought moisture
amounting to around one half
inch, Areas surrounding Tex-
ico-Farwell report varying
amounts of rainfall, with the

area north of town reporting
approximately one and one-half
inches, However, thearea south
of town reported only .90 of
moisture.

The past week I had the priv-
jlege to attend the 1970 Texas
American Leglon Boys State,
It has to be the most thrilling
and rewarding experience that
I've ever had. I just hope that
I never lose all of the many
wonderful things that were
taught to each of us during our
stay in Austin, Tex,

I would like to express my
appreciation to the American
Legion and to the many organi-
zations that had a part in spon-
soring Boys Stateand for allow-

Boys State is a mythical 51st
state with its own constitution,

Today, the surest means of a
book becoming a best seller is
for the author to highlight and

denounce bitterly the faults of
this country. The same can be
said of television and the mov-
ies, which prefer in these mod-
ern days to depict the scamier
side of life in America.

But there’s hope. As I have
moved across this state, I have
sensed that our people are
growing weary of gloom. It's

becoming easier to strike up a
conversation on what's right
about America.

I always suggest that there
are a lot more level heads in
this country than we are some-
times led to believe. There are
a lot more decent, law-abiding
citizens than there are crimi-
nals and cheats and sharks.
There are a lot more young
people in the “now™” generation
who want to improve America
than the handful of radicals
who want to burn it to ashes
and start all over.

I can understand why
“majority” has broken its
lence.” There's a growing im-
patience with agitation and
controversy . But I feel we
should continue to approach
our nation's problems with a
cool head and an open mind.

I've listened to the voices
of dissent. I think I know what
they’'re asking of their govern-
ment.

One thing they want is con-
fidence. They want the assur-
ance that their public officials
have the courage o mect the
issues of the 1970s with imagi-
nation and integrity, and nol
with some form of “old poli-
tics” that thrashes around with
problems but never quite lo-
cates the workable solutions.

It was my desire to answer
this urgent need that prompted
me in January to seek the office
of United States Senator.
