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Balanced Budget Is ‘Must,” Says Congressman Hance

Kent Hance, U.S. Congress-
man for the 19th Congressional
District, compared inflation to
a runaway train and said it
cannot be suddenly stopped,
but must be gradually slowed
down instead. Hance spoke to a
small gathering of people
Tuesday night at a ‘““Town
Hall’’ meeting at Farwell
School auditorium.

He went on to say that
balancing the federal budget is
a “must” if we are to bring
inflation under control. To
accomplish this feat within two
years, Hance favors the adopt-

ment to require the federal
government to operate with a
balanced budget.

If Congress passes such an
amendment it would only
become law if 38 states ratify
it within a seven-year period.

According to the Congress-
man the same goal might be
accomplished by having a
constitutional convention, but
he said he would not favor this
method except as a ‘‘last
resort.” Hance explained that
a constitutional convention
would be held if at least 34
states request it. To date, 29
states have asked for such a

convention.

According to Hance, a major
drawback is that ‘“‘every
conceivable organization or
interest group’”’ would be
eligible to attend the con-
vention and the end result
might be the passage of
endless amendments. Of
course, those amendments
would then be returned to the
states for ratification, but
Hance feels that too many
amendments would make it
impossible for the people to
concentrate on any of them.

Hance also said that “having
the right person’' to be in

charge of the constitutional
convention would be all im-
portant in achieving a measure
of success.

He commented that the
United States had its last
balanced budget in 1968 during
the Johnson administration.
“Nixon came close in 1971,”
Hance said. “President Carter
has proposed a budget with a
deficit of 29 million dollars
which is the lowest since 1974."

Hance covered many topics
during the meeting which
lasted approximately an hour
and 10 minutes.

“I believe we need to spend

more on defense because since
1972 defense has not been given
much priority, but I do not
believe in giving the Pentagon
everything they ask for,”” the
Congressman said.

Hance said he favors the
cruise missiles because they
would cost 1/10 of what
another aircraft carrier would
and the Russians have not yet
found a way to effectively
counteract them. He explained
that a “‘battle” will be waged
for another aircraft carrier
which would cost in the
neighborhood of three billion
dollars.

Hance also commented on
the energy situation saying he
had some ‘‘good news and
some bad news.

“I don’t like to say this and
people don't like to hear it, but
within the next 18 months I
think gasoline prices will be
around $1 to $1.25 a gallon,” he
said. ““We wouldn’t be in this
situation now if crude oil had
been decontrolled in 1974.”

Hance said President Carter
was ‘‘courageous” for decon-
trolling oil prices now,, but he
added that he was “‘opposed to
the windfall profits tax.”

To Hire Marshal

Two petitions asking thé
Farwell City Council to hire a
city marshal were presented
Monday night during the
regular Council session. The
signed documents represent 20

eopercent of the 574 registered
voters in the city. Several
interested citizens also pre-
sented their viewpoints at the
meeting.

After accepting the petitions
“and listening to those present
express their opinions, Mayor
Walter Kaltwasser and Com-
missioners Fred Chandler and
Johnny Curtis agreed to do two
things. First, they will continue
to keep the matter ‘‘under
advisement” and second, they
will begin accepting applica-
tions for a city marshal and/or
night watchman to-be consid-
ered at a later date.

At this time Council mem-
bers said they are not sure how
to handle the law enforcement
situation, but believe that
several applications on file will
give them a ‘“place to start”
when they reach their decision.

Almost everyone agreed that
Farwell needs someone to
handle law enforcement duties,
but few agreed on just how to

proceed at this point. Only one
person emphatically stated
that “Farwell is too small to
have a city marshal.”
Speculation centered around
whether to have a full time
marshal who would patrol the
community and enforce city
ordinances or to have a night
watchman who would patrol at
night and report anything

“suspicious’’ to the sheriff’s
department.

Talk also surfaced regarding
the formation of a ‘“‘Merchants
Patrol’’ to be manned by
interested business owners
and/or operators in both
Farwell and Texico. As of
Monday night the idea was
more speculation than fact, but
the possibility exists for con-

crete plans to be made along
these lines.

Council members said they
could not endorse such a
patrol, but that if it were
operated legally they would not
oppose it.

In other business, Fire Chief
Lee Hutchins asked the Council
to consider funds to aid in

along the Texas-Oklahoma
border. Mr. and Mrs. Towns

escaped unharmed after taking
refuge from the storm in a
hallway of their home. The
Townses, who own a Dr.
Pepper Bottling plant there,
plan to soineday rebuild their
home. Their business building
was left untouched by the
storm.

This narrow hallway in the
Towns home proved a safe
hiding place for the couple who
took cover there when the
tornado struck. Their home,
along with all the other houses
on  the circular drive where
they lived, was destroyed by
the tornado. Note the steel bar
which was blown through both

walls of the hall where the
couple was seeking cover.
Since there was no steel in the
home, no one has determined
where the steel came from.
The couple reports they were
amazed at finding many of
their keepsakes and mementos
intact within the debris of the
fallen house.

Much of the house landed atop
what was once the patio area
of the Towns home. During the
weekend they were visited by
their daughter and son-in-law,
Mr. and Mrs. Marlon Inman of
Farwell, who went to the scene
to make certain their family
was safe. They assisted in
going through the rubble to

purchasing accident rescue
tool equipment and a paging
system which would eliminate
the need for calling volunteer
firemen by sounding the siren.
Hutchins said the rescue
equipment would cost around
$6800 and would probably only
be used a few times each year,
depending on the seriousness
of an accident. He said that
presently they can borrow the
Clovis Fire Department's
“Jaws of Life” rescue tool.
According to Hutchins, he
and Texico officials have been
talking of a joint purchase of
the equipment by the two
cities. However, the feasibility
of such a plan is not known
yet.
» Concerning the paging sys-
fem, Hutchins said it would -
for one thing -- eliminate
pnauthorized persons from
arriving on the scene of
accidents and fires and hinder-
ing the local firemen in doing
fheir jobs. He stated that the
recent car-train wreck east of
Farwell was particularly
bothersome because countless
ple and cars blocked their
way and delayed them from
getting the ambulance on the
Toad again.
" The paging system would
also be advantageous in that
Volunteer firemen who live
fear the scene of the accident
or fire would arrive on the
scene earlier than if they have
40 go by the fire station first.
Approxlmate cost of installing
he system is $5100.

1 Council members expressed
Jmore interest in the paging
“system than in the rescue
“tools; however, at this lime
‘they did not feel that they.

could justify such expenses,
but agreed to consider the
items again at a later date.

The Council also reported
that after surveying the streets
of Farwell they have deter-
mined 20 streets which need to
be seal coated. The areas in
question are First Street,
Avenues A-G; Second Street,
Avenues A-F; one block from
Second Street to Third Street
on Avenue G; Avenue B, First
through Seventh Streets; and
Avenue F, Sixth through Ninth
Streets.

Approximate cost of the
paving is expected to be in the
$13,000 range, but bids will
have to be advertised for
before work can be authorized.

In other business the Council
voted to reimburse the fire
department $288.75 for regis-
ration expenses for the seven
firemen who recently attended
the emergency medical tech-
nician course in Bovina.

Congressman Hance Says . .

The Congressman explained
that in 1974 the U.S. was
obtaining 40 percent of its oil
from the OPEC nations and
now that figure has risen to 50
percent.

“That is throwing our bal-
ance of trade out of kilter
which leads to inflation and
that is killing us,” he said. “In
1978 our trade deficit was 34
billion dollars and it would
have been higher still except
for our agriculture exports.”

“The decontrol of crude oil is
essential,” he continued. “It is
better for us to pay our own oil

companies rather than thé

OPEC countries,” he said. ‘“‘At
least we would keep our money
in this country.”

Hance said he will support a
bill which seeks to cut both
taxes and spending by 10
percent, but says he opposes
another bill which would cut
taxes by one-third but would
not cut spending.

“If we just cut taxes and not
government spending we are
going to get into more inflation
and our balance of trade will
be even worse than it is now,”
he explained.

Hance said he will also
oppose the Wilderness Act
which would set aside another
150 million acres of land in
Alaska, approximately twice
the size of California.

“Alaska is just beginning to
produce oil and timber and if
that is curtailed, it will be
highly inflationary,”’ he ex-
plained.

Hance said he still supports
the SOHIO pipeline which
would transport oil
Alaska to Long Beach, Calif.,
and Midland. ‘‘Alaska could
produce another 500 thousand
barrels a day if they had
somewhere to send it,"”” he
said.

But traversing the red tape
which stands in the way of
achieving the pipeline has not
been easy as over 700 permits
are required, However, Texas,
New Mexico and Arizona have
okayed the pipeline, according
to Hance, who said California
was the only “hold out.”

“Everyone okayed the pipe-
line including the Environ-
mental Protection Agency and
if they give their approval then
you know you are clean,”
Hance said. ‘‘Yet California
still had some environmental

million barrels of crude oil
daily, he said.

Hance said that during his

first four months in Washing-
ton, D.C. he has run into
problems with the regulatory
process. .
. ‘‘The federal agencies are
‘not accountable to anyone.
‘They interpret the laws and
write guidelines which often
run contrary to Congress’
intent in the first place. I am
co-sponsoring a bill which
would allow Congress to set
aside these rules and regula-
tions when necessary,” Hance
said.

The congressman favors par-
ity for farmers which he says
is a ‘‘new concept.’’

“I know how Custer felt
when he was surrounded by
all those Indians,” Hance said.
“When it comes to agriculture
we have a lot of people against
us. Some areas are already
feeling diesel fuel shortages
because of the oil shortage.”

Hance said we need a
“major revision of the food
stamp program’ which would
make it harder for people to
make fraudulent claims. “Leg-
itimate recipients both need

and get food stamps, but the
fraud has been tremendous,”
he explained.

Hance also spent several
minutes answering questions
from the audience.

When asked about the flood
of illegal aliens he said ‘‘some

type of program is needed,” -

but he doubted that Congress
would act this year. “I favor
some type of green card
identification system whereby
you at least know where they
are,” Hance said.

Concerning the $15,000 tax
exemption for Congressmen
who maintain two homes,
Hance said that while the
exemption was justified he
would not vote for it. ‘I knew
what the job paid when I took
it. It is expensive to live in
Washington, D.C., and main-
tain another home in Lubbock,
but public service should
involve some type of sacrifi-
fice.”

About foreign
Hance said his ‘‘rule of
thumb” is “If I serve on a
committee that has business in
that country then I will go. If
not I will stay in this country.”

Hance said that he will hold

FACTS: Not only will the
Government not sell CCC-
owned grain before the ‘‘re-
lease” level is reached, CCC-
owned grain will not be sold
until the reserve has been
called. The minimum sales
price then will be 180 percent
of the loan for wheat and 150
percent for feed grains.

In fact, the law forbids sale
of CCC-owned at less than 150
percent of the national average
loan rate at time of sale

A continuous supply of
nitrogen through the growing
season is the key to maintain-
ing a healthy, dark green lawn.
This calls for applying ferti-
lizer in the early spring at
six-to eight-week intervals. If
‘‘slow release’ nitrogen mater-
ials are in the fertilizer, use
higher application rates to
extend the interval between
uses.

Each application of fertilizer
should supply 1 to 2 pounds of
nitrogen for every 1,000 square
feet. The amount of fertilizer
needed depends on the analysis
shown on the bag. For
example, 21-0-0 is ammonium
sulfate which contains 21
percent nitrogen (N) and no
potassium (K) or phosphorus
(P). To get the needed 2
pounds of nitrogen, apply 10
pounds of ammonium sulfate.
