Plans `Shaping Up' 

The production of gasohol, a 
topic of national importance, 
was the subject of a meeting in 
Farwell Tuesday evening. 
Twenty local farmers met in 
the Jaycee Community Center 
and heard a discussion on the 
possibility of a gasohol plant 
being established in this area. 

Leading the discussion was 
Guy Austin, a West Camp 
farmer and active participant 
in the American Agricultural 
Movement. Austin said that as 
a result of last year's AAM 
activities the organization 
decided that an alternative use 
for grain must be devised. The 
answer to higher prices for 
grain could be found in using 
grain for energy production 
and plans to this end were 
being pursued on a national 

he represented on the National 
Board of Directors. 

GPI would be the national 
organization that would pro-
vide research, marketing and 
bookkeeping for each local 
unit. According to Austin a 
national brokerage firm has 
already committed a bond 
issue in the amount of 
$420,000,000 to the plant de-
velopment program. 

Purpose of local meetings is 
to ascertain how much local 
participation can be expected. 
The basic alcohol production 
unit must have at least 
20,800,000 bushels of grain 
available for a year's produc-
tion run. 

This grain would be pledged 
by local producers who in turn 
would be members of the Co-op 

level. 
Toward this goal there has 

now been established a 
national cooperative move-
ment named Grain Producers 
International Inc. (GPI). GPI 
is seeking to build a number of 
gasohol producing plants 
nationwide. This area is being 
considered in this program. 

The plan as described by 
Austin would be to establish 
plants with the capacity to 
produce at least 20,000,000 
gallons of alcohol per year. A 
plant of this size would be a 
"Co-op" unit. The Cooperative 
would be established by and 
under the guidance of a local 
board of directors. It would 
have one representative on the 
board of a regional cooperative 
and in turn the regional would

and they would share in the 
annual profits of the local 
association. According to 
figures released by Austin, 
using current prices, corn 
selling for $2.35 a bushel could 
return $3.74 a bushel to the 
producer-participant in the 
program. Membership in the 
Co-op program would be 
limited to producing farmers 
only. 

Austin stated that the Tues-
day night meeting was purely 
exploratory with the purpose of 
generally giving out informa-
tion on the program and giving 
local farmers an opportunity to 
think about and discuss the 
proposed national program. 
Austin promised more local 
area meetings, and that in the 
near future a general area 
meeting would be convened for 
the purpose of actually signing 
up participants in the pro-
gram. 

Austin also said he would be 
available to answer questions 
by area farmers by calling him 
at his home number AC806/825-
2863.

Station Operators: 'Gas Plentiful Here'

The Tribune received a letter 
this week asking us to renew a 
subscription for another year. 
It may be a record for reading 
this publication. Mrs. E. A. 

• (Sophia) Hromas, formerly of 
Bovina, says that she has been 
a subscriber since November 
25, 1919. Mrs. Hromas is now 
living with her daughter 
Ernestine in Fort Worth but 
still enjoys information on the 
local activities. 

Our congratulations, Mrs. 
Hromas. on your continuing 
interest in our paper. 

Are Americans driving less 
these days. and enjoying it 
less? This question is not as 
ludicrous as it may sound. 
Certainly Americans seem to 
be caught in the midst of a real 
gas crisis, whether it be 
genuine or manipulated. 

Vacations, pleasure driving 
and visiting — just to name a 
few driving pastimes -- are 
indeed fun and much looked 
forward to means of recrea-
tion. But paying upwards of $1 
or more per gallon for gas 
and/or waiting in long gas 
lines certainly is not fun. 

Gloomy forecasts of less gas 
selling for higher and still 
higher prices is nothing to 
smile about either. Everyday 
the media is delving into some 
aspect of the gas crisis, and it 
is quite enough to make one's 
head spin. 

Who to disbelieve or believe 
is a question few can answer, 
but everyday people inter-
viewed on television or by 
pollsters seem to indicate that 
they aren't sure just what is 
going on. Many others do not 
fail to blame the large, 
monolithic gas companies, 
which, to some, are the true 
ogres of the energy crisis. 

Gas-A-Plenty 

considerably since she has 
been in business, especially 
during the past six months. 

Prices as of last Friday were 
81.5 cents for unleaded and 77.5 
cents for regular. These prices 
have remained stable for two 
weeks. Mrs. Young, who 
operates her station Monday 
through Saturday from 8 a.m. 
to 6 p.m., says she has no 
choice but to raise her prices 
when she herself has to pay 
more for gasoline. 

When her husband died 11 
years ago, Mrs. Young had the 
option of quitting or remaining 
in business. She does not 
regret her decision, adding 
that she is grateful to her 
customers and the Helton 
Company who have been "good 
to her." 

Ken and Jean Workheiser 
have operated the Fina service 
station in Texico for approxi-
mately 8),2  years. The station 
is open Monday through Fri-
day from 7 to 6:30 and Sundays 
from 8.2 p.m., but is closed on 
Saturday. 

The following gasoline prices 
(as of Friday) have remained 
in effect at this station for 
about three weeks: regular, 
75.9; unleaded 83.9; supreme, 
84.9. 

Workheiser says he isn't sure 

gasoline from their suppliers. 
If this trend continues, local 
residents may not have to 
battle long gas lines or face 
out-of-gas signs at service 
stations as citizens in other 
states are doing. especially 
in California. 

Whatever the cause, what-
ever the answer, whatever the 
future prospects, residents of 
Texico and Farwell can be 
grateful and even thankful that 
while even though they are 
paying more for gas these days 
(isn't that true of everything) 
they at least have it available 
when they want it and, so far 
at least, gas lines have not 
become a local problem. 

A spot survey of local 
service station operators indi-
cates that while gasoline prices 
have soared, especially during 
the past six months, it is 
available and they do not 
perceive any shortages for the 
future months ahead. But in 
today's inconstant gas situa-
tion or crisis, whichever term 
is preferred, that can change 
in a moment's notice. 

Effie Young, who has opera-
ted one of the Phillips 66 
stations in Texico for almost 22 
years, says she has "no 
problems" getting gas. She 
leases her station from Helton 
Oil Company who also supplies 
her gas. 

Mrs. Young sells only un-
leaded and regular gasoline 
now and orders about 200 and 
300 gallons, respectively, each 
week. But she admits that the 
prices of gasoline has gone up 

Gas prices may be steadily 
rising, but — at least for the 
present anyway -- gas is 
plentiful in Texico and Far-
well. A recent spot check of 
local service station operators 
indicates that they do not have 
any serious problems obtaining 

whether or not there is a 
shortage. "That's what people 
say. All I know is that now I 
can get the gas I need with no 
problems. But the prices have 
continually gone up especially 
during the past few months," 
he said. 

Dale and Jimmy Bentley of 
Friona (a father and son 
partnership) took over the 
management of the Exxon 
service station in Farwell four 
months ago. They order their 
gas from Roswell every two 
weeks. 

In recent weeks, keeping the 
unleaded tank filled has been a 
problem, Bentley said. "We 
can always get the gas but 
Roswell is very slow some-
times about filling our order." 
The last time this happened 
they were out of unleaded for a 
week and that "hurts busi-
ness." 

Their regular tank holds 
5,000 gallons of gas, but the 
unleaded tank has only a 
2,000-gallon capacity and there-
in lies the problem, according 
lo Bentley. "They should have 
made the unleaded tank the 
same capacity as the regular 
and then we wouldn't always 
be running out of it." 

The Bentleys also sell prem-

It is approaching the time 
when equine owners should be 
warned about the possibility of 
horses grazing sorghum hy-
brids becoming affected with a 
problem called "Sorghum 
Cystitis." This syndrome was 
reported by members of the 
Large Animal Clinic at the 
College of Veterinary Medicine 
in 1966, and has been recog-
nized with increasing fre-
quency in the southwestern 
part of the United States. 

It occurs more frequently 
during times of medium to 
high rainfall, usually from 
June to November. Cases are 
not usually seen after the first 
frost. Horses affected have a 
history of grazing hybrid 
plants resulting from crossing 
Sorghum vulgare (Sorghum) 
with the Sorghum vulgare 
variation Sudanense (Sudan).

Signs: The first signs usually 
seen have been incoordination 
of the rear legs: this has been 
followed by urinary incon-
tinence in about half of the 
horses. In mares, the most 
obvious clinical signs include 
opening and closing of the 
vulva and dribbling of urine 
which may cause loss of hair 
on the inner part of the hind 
legs due to urine scalding. 
Geldings may show a loss of 
hair on the ventral abdomen 
near the prepuce. Urine may 
drip continually and become 
intensified if the animal is 
caused to move suddenly. 
Some mares may abort. 

When affected animals are 
removed from the pasture and 
fed a balanced ration, they 
usually improve, but complete 
recoveries have not been 
reported. Both the urinary 
incontinence and ataxia have 
been observed in some horses 
for as long as three years. 

Prevention: 1. Keep equines 
off sudan type pastures. 2. Do 
not feed freshly cut sudan 
species hay to equines. 
3. Horses fed well-cured sudan 
species hay did not develop 
this syndrome. 4. Many treat-
ments have been used in 
affected equines, but with little 
success. 

Other cases have been 
reported in horses grazing 
varieties of Sorghum or John-
son Grass mixed with native 
pastures. The problem 
occurred when the plant 
material was young and grow-
ing rapidly, but mature and 
second-growth pastures were 
also incriminated. Horses fed 
well-cured sorghum species 
hay were not affected, but 
cases did develop after eating 
freshly cut hay. 

The condition occurs in all 
equine breeds: however, age 
does not seem to be a factor 
since it has been reported in 
horses from five months of age

Indeed we must be careful 

lest we cease praying and toil-

ing for a revival on the grounds 

that "times are getting worse 

and worse and there's not going 

to be a revival." 

It seems to us that one of 

the surest ways to grow spirit-

ually indifferent ourselves is to 

conclude that God will not 

grant us a spiritual awakening 

no matter what we do.

careful from the first to the 
10th of this month as there 
"might be a problem." But he 
did not elaborate on the 
subject, Mrs. Roberson said. 

As of Friday gas prices at 
her station were 74.9 for 
regular and 80.9 for unleaded. 
However they were to be 
raised by two cents each on 
Sunday. According to Mrs. 
Roberson, price is one of the 
biggest obstacles concerning 
gas. 

"Prices are always going up 
especially the last two years," 
she explained. "The increases 
are usually from two or three 
to five cents at a time," Mrs. 
Roberson continued, referring 
to such hikes as a "whack." 

James and Mellie Gonzales 
have operated the Fina service 
station located on Highway 60 
for the past eight months. Last 
month the station became 
completely self service. 

Mrs. Gonzales said they 
order their gasoline from 
Amarillo. During the month of 
May they sold more gas than 
usual so they have already 
used 7,000 gallons of their 
allotment for this month. 

"We hope they won't take 
that much away from us for 
this month but we aren't sure 
yet," she explained. "I think 
we may have sold more gas 
last month because we went 
self service." 

She went on to say that their 
Amarillo supplier started out 
giving them 85 percent of the 
gas that was sold last year at 
the station for a certain month, 
but now they are only getting 
about 60 percent of what was 
sold a year ago for a given 
month. 

Gas hikes are usually in the 
neighborhood of 11/2  to 2 cents 
she said. "We have seen a lot 
of increases the past eight 
months. Every load we receive 
now seems to have a price 
increase." Prices as of Friday 
were regular, 74.9; unleaded, 
79.9 and supreme, 79.9. Those 
prices had remained stable for 
two weeks, but they were 
expecting another increase she 
said. 

0. H. Eberhart, who 
operates the Arco self service 
station on Highway 60, said he 
does not have any problems 
getting gas. But like the others 
he admits that prices have 
increased steadily during the 
past six months, just like 
everything else has. 

Prices as of Friday were 
regular, 75 cents; unleaded, 
79; diesel, 72; and ethyl, 81. 
The prices have remained 
constant for approximately 
four weeks. 

The current gas situation in 
America is not a simple one 
and it will take no simplistic 
solution to solve it. But for now 
at least, residents in Texico 
and Farwell can get the 
gasoline they need, even if 
they — like everyone else in 
America — have to pay more 
for it.

	It has been three weeks 
since the last change. 

"The increase is usually 
from one to two cents per 
gallon," Bentley said, "But the 
last jump was three cents." 
The Bentleys keep the station 
open from 8:30 to 7:30 p.m. 
Monday through Friday. Some-
times they close as early as 

400 p.m. on Saturdays, if 
Irbusiness is "slow" and open on 

Sundays around 1 p.m. 
While Bentley is not sure, he 

thinks the large oil companies 
may be "holding back" gas. 

Cecil Defoor, the outspoken 
operator of the self-service 
Fina service station in Far-
well, says that he believes the 
gas shortage is "severe" and 
is being "manipulated." 

"When gas isn't available it 
hurts my business," he said. 
He favors decontrol explaining 
that if more people get into the 
gas business we could have 
more gas and the supply and 
demand of gasoline would 
hopefully even out. 

Defoor receives his gasoline 
from Plainview, and according 
to him, does not have any real 
problems in getting what he 

da needs, usually twice a week 
w from his source. Prices as of 

Friday were 75.9 for regular; 
79.9 for unleaded and 82.9 for 
premium, but they were 
expected to increase this week. 

Defoor, who has had the 
station for the past 10 months, 
is open Monday through Satur-
day from 8 to 7 p.m., but is 
closed on Sunday. 

Cecil Rundell, operator of 
Texaco service station in 

• Farwell, says it is hard to 
believe one way or the other 
about the gas shortage. So far, 
like the other service station 
operators in the Twin Cities, he 
does not have any trouble 
getting the gasoline he needs. 

Rundell said gas prices have 
really increased the last few 
months. "My prices are in line 
with the rest," he said. "I 

&don't try to gouge people like 
w some reports you hear about in 

other parts of the company." 
Gasoline prices at his station 

as of Friday were regular, 
78.9; unleaded 82.9; ethyl, 84 
cents. These prices had been in 
effect for five. days. Rundell 
keeps the station open from 
7:30-8 p.m. during the summer 
months, but closes at 7 p.m. 
during the winter. He is closed 
on Sunday. 

• Dolly Roberson has been the 
proprietor of the Shamrock 
Service Station in Farwell 
since 1949. Ordinarily she 
manages the station by herself, 
"but sometimes my sons help 
out," she explains. She said 
she orders from 10,000 to 15,000 
gallons of gasoline a month 
and receives loads from a 
Clovis oil company twice a

month. 

"I don't know for sure if 
there is an oil shortage or 
not," Mrs. Roberson said. "All 
I know is that right now I can 
get all the gas I need." 
However she did say that her 
supplier warned her to be
