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The old adage that ‘“‘Actions
Speak Louder Than Words"
will be one to bear in mind in
1983. It will be instructive to
follow the actions, i.e. votes, of
our various politicians in Santa
Fe, Austin, and Washington,
We have the uncomfortable
feeling that there will be a sig-
nificant difference in their col-
lective words and votes.

It will be particularly en-
lightening to observe the
governmental processes in
both Texas and New Mexico
during their respective legisla-
tive sessions. Both of these
states have in the past pro-
duced budget surpluses and
ran the state finances in the
black. The big question will be
if they will so do in the next
few years. The last elections,
in toto, produced a much more
liberal color to the state gov-
ernments than in the immedi-
ate past.

At this writing, both new
state governors have been

" quoted as seeing no need to
raise taxes and being able to
continue a balanced budget
program. We hope they are
correct but would want long
odds before wagering a kopeck
on this assertion.

Now lest you think Texas, for
example, is going broke, let's
look at a few projections for
the state income over the next
three years. Bob Bullock,
Texas State Comptroller of
Public Accounts, says that he
is cutting his estimate of state
income by $1.5 billion over the
‘next three years. Before the
legislatures reach for the tax
increase panic button, Bullock

©also says that despite cuts
from his earlier estimate, leg-
islators will have $4.1 billion
MORE to work with in
planning the 1984-85 budget
than was available only two
years ago.

State income in 1984-85 is

expected to be $3.1 billion -

MORE than in 1982-83, an
increase of 16.3 percent. The
state is expected to have $l1
billion of 1983 surplus to
produce the $4.1 billion in new
money.

It does look like, to this ole
boy from the sticks, that hay-
ing the happy circumstance of
working with 16.3 percent
MORE money, coupled with a
significant cooling of the rate

. of inflation and the drastic de-
cline in interest rates, that any
reasonable effort on the legis-
lators’ part should produce a
balanced state budget and not
bring on any increase in state
taxes.

Government at all levels has
been a prime mover in the past
in producing soaring inflation,
Government can and must now
sieze this time in the economic
picture to hold the line on pub-
lic expenditures and its oner-
ous by-product, increased tax-
ation.

It will be worthwhile to see
how much difference there is
between the words and deeds
of our honorable governmental
bodies.

Save Energy In Kitchen

Money getting tight again?
Try cutting back on energy in
the kitchen. _

“Saving dollars and energy
consumption takes some con-
centrated effort, but it can be
done,” says JoAnn Less, Ex-
tension housing specialist at
New Mexico State University.
“You'll be proud of your ac-
complishment.”

She offers some Kkitchen
clues for getting the job done:

—On the stove use pans with
tight-fitting lids and flat bot-
toms that fit the burners. A
small pan on a large unit
wastes heat.

—Keep surface burner pans
shiny. They reflect more heat.

—Cook foods at the lowest
possible heat and with the least
amount of water.

—If you have time, thaw
fresh meats in the refrigerator
before cooking.

—Switch on the self-cleaning
element in your oven only
when it is dirty. This is best to
do when the oven is already
hot or at night when fuel con-
sumption is lower. (These self-

cleaning ovens use 15 percent
less energy than regular ovens
during cooking.)

—Don’t be an ‘“oven peep-
er.l!

—Save energy by turning off
the oven and the electric or
gas burners a few minutes
before cooking is completed.
by 25 degrees Fahrenheit or 14
degrees Centigrade.

—When baking in aluminum
foil, turn the dull side out.

—Locate your refrigerator in
the coolest part of the kitchen.
Leave enough clearance to
allow proper air circulation on
all sides.

—Organize the refrigerator
so the door will remain open
for the shortest time.

—Keep the freezer full.

Walk before you run

COLLEGE STATION — Mil-
lions of joggers should learn to
walk before they run, advises a
cardiovascular researcher and
jogging enthusiast.

“You should be able to brisk-
ly walk for two hours (about six
to eight miles) before you begin
jogging. Running is really a
progression of walking,” said
Dr. Elvin Smith, associate
dean of medicine at Texas
A&M University.

Smith says there is still con-
troversy among scientists and
physicians as to whether run-
ning or walking is better exer-
cise, and no clear-cut answer
seems ready to break away
from the pack.

So many variables are in-
volved — prior heart damage,
individual heart rates, the
body's metabolic rate plus the
speed and distance traveled —
that each person has to answer
the question for himself or her-
self, he explained.

Researchers do agree there
are two ways of risking your
health. Those are either doing
nothing at all or starting out on
a vigorous plan of excercise

without a slow conditioning
period.

“One of the quickest ways to
kill vourselfis to jog just once a
week for two miles as fast as
vou can,  said Smith, a former
county president for the
American Heart Association.

4 Vvigorous exercise program
with known or unknown previ-
ous heart damage runs a higher
risk of heart attack. However, I
believe you cannot hurt an al-
ready healthy heart, no matter
how strenuous the exercise,”
he said. :

Walking is certainly better
on the feet, heels, ankles, legs
and knees than running, Smith
said.

For people concerned that
merely walking won't help
them shed those extra pounds,
Smith has a thought or two.

If the variables are nearly
equal, a person walking fast
requires more energy (translate
that to calories burned) than
someone jogging slowly, he ex-
plained.

And if two people — one
walking, one jogging, both with
equal heart and breathing rates
— cover the same length of
ground, it’s likely the two will
derive equal benefits for their
cardiopulmonary systems.

“It is possible that-if you
went far enough and fast
enough by walking, even
though it requires a lot more
time, vou could get more exer-
cise from that than by moder-
ate jogging,” Smith said.

Smith said he was hesitant
about making any hard-and-fast
declarations because the fine
balance of benefit vs. exercise
is one that varies from indi-

“Being born again, not of
corruptible seed, but of incor-
ruptible, by the Word of God,
which liveth. .and abideth
forever. ‘For all flesh is as
grass, and all the glory of
man as the flower of grass.
The grass withereth and the
flower thereof falleth away.
But the Word of the Lord
endureth forever, and this is
the Word which by the gospel
is preached unto you” (I Pet.
1:23-25).

Our Lord emphasized this
same fact to the Pharisee
Nicodemus. “That which is
born of the flesh,” He said, “is
flesh ... .Marvel not that I
said unto thee, ye must be
born again” (John 3:6,7).

Nicodemus was devoutly
religious, and he even recog-

nized Christ as “a teacher
come from God” (John 3:2). -
But he was not saved. He
had not been “born of the
Spirit,” and “that which is
born of the flesh is flesh,”
even though it is “religious
flesh.” Therefore it must
die. Nicodemus, like many
sincerely religious people to-
day, needed to be born again
—ofthe Spirit, by faith in the
Word, of which the Spirit is
the Author.

Some suppose that Paul
did not teach the new birth,
but they are wrong. He
taught it consistently, and
nowhere more clearly than
in Titus 3:5, where he wrote
by divine inspiration:

“Not by works of right-
eousness which we have done,
but according to His mercy
He saved us, by the washing
of regeneration [re-birth] and
renewing of the Holy Spirit.”

Fat Stock Show Entries Increase

A 20 percent increase in the
junior divison has been report-
ed for the 87th annual South-
western Exposition and Fat
Stock Show, scheduled for its
12-day run January 26 through
February 6 at the Will Rogers
Complex in Fort Worth.

W.R. Watt Jr., show presi-
dent-manager, noted the larg-
est increase is in the junior
barrow show where entries
gained 622 head to total 1,673.
He said junior lamb entries
jumped 213 to 1,562 head.

‘He said overall in the cattle,
sheep and swine divisions
entries total 9,793 head, Exhibi-
tors of poultry, pigeons and
rabbits have until Jan. 15 to
enter, but Watt estimated that
this. group will have around
4,200 head,

Entries in the horse division
this year are about 2,000 head,
with some entries still being
processed. Overall, the Stock
Show entry is estimated at
16,000 head, about average
with the past several years.

Entries are also being taken
for the annual Stock Show All-
Western Parade, scheduled to
begin at 2 p.m. Friday, Jan. 28,
in downtown. The parade,
unique in that no motorized
vehicles are allowed in the
line-up, is open to riding clubs,
bands, marching units and
horse-drawn vehicles. There is
no entry fee for the parade.
Applications are available at
the Stock Show office.
