Shauna Mahaney, of

Farwell, knows personal-

ly that breast cancer

affects more than just

older women. 

It can affect anyone,

young and old, male and

female. Even though she

is in her early 30's, she

has beaten breast cancer

twice.

The first time it hap-

pened was when she was

27. She was going

through a routine screen-

ing process for another

type of cancer when

breast cancer was

detected. 

Her first thought was

“I'm too young to have

breast cancer.” 

Going to the doctor's

offices for appointments,

she said “Everyone

around me was much

older and people would

ask me if I was there

waiting on my mother.”

It made her realize

most people never think

of breast cancer as a

young person's disease.  

It's vital to catch this

type of cancer early.  She

credits her success in

beating the disease with

that fact. 

For both her bouts

with cancer,  Shauna

needed only a needle

biopsy procedure and

oral chemotherapy to

treat it.  Her treatment

was minimally invasive

compared to some other

manners of dealing it.

Many people who don't

find out about their can-

cer until the later stages

generally must endure

major surgeries and ulti-

mately breast removal, or

mastectomy.  Thus, she

encourages everyone to

get regular mammo-

grams.  

Texas ranked 2nd in

the U.S. for deaths due to

breast cancer in 2010.

Shauna notes that most

people don't realize

insurance pays for mam-

mograms and doctor vis-

its.  Her advice is “just

go.”

For the past three

years, Shauna has partic-

ipated in the Parmer

County Relay for Life to

raise awareness about

breast cancer. 

And during her battles

with cancer, folks at her

church, Hamlin United

Methodist, came to her

aid.  “They brought food

and helped with the kids,

prayed for me, and just

offered support.” 

Other major support

was offered by her in-

laws, Robin and Lynne

Mahaney.  Shauna said

she could not have sur-

vived without their help,

especially since her hus-

band, Justin, works for

the railroad and was

often away.

“Moms are always

supposed to keep going,

even when they don't feel

well,” Shauna com-

ments.  “My in-laws were

great about helping the

kids deal with my cancer

when I was sick.”  

One thing Shauna

found interesting about

her cancer was how her

children -- Parker, a 4th

grader, and Katie, a 2nd

grader, were affected.

Even though they did not

understand everything

about the disease, they

dealt with it in their own

ways. 

Parker  researched the

disease, and even agreed

to wear pink in honor of

his mom to the “Pink

Out” football game.  For

his little league football

games, he was about to

protest the tape on his

cleats until he realized

that they were being

taped pink in honor of

breast cancer awareness

month.

Parker wore a pink

breast cancer bracelet

for a long time after her

first bout with cancer, as

a connection with his

mom.

Shauna said her

grandmother, her moth-

er, and now she have all

had breast cancer.

Whether breast cancer is

hereditary has not been

absolutely proven, but

with such a family histo-

ry, Katie  will certainly

watch for it early.

“Most doctors recom-

mend that the first mam-

mogram should be

scheduled when a girl

turns 18 if the family has

a history of cancer,”

shares Shauna.  

Needless to say,

Shauna has spent count-

less hours researching

her disease.

“Since cancer affects

the entire family, it would

just be nice to have

someone to talk with that

has experienced similar

things,” says Shauna,

emphasizing the need for

cancer support groups.  

Shauna also thanked

Melinda Burney at the

Farwell clinic for helping

her deal with medical

problems. Since

chemotherapy weakens

the immune system,

there were always little

issues to worry about.

Even sniffles can be dan-

gerous, so she appreciat-

ed Mrs. Burney for help-

ing her keep on top of

her symptoms.  

Here are some things

Shauna shares about

breast cancer:

-- Beast cancer is the

most commonly diag-

nosed cancer in women.

-- Only half of women

age 40 or over get mam-

mograms and the statis-

tics for those under 40

are worse.

-- About every 3 hours,

a Texas woman dies from

breast cancer.

-- Breast cancer is best

treated if detected early.

See a doctor.

-- Most insurance will

cover mammograms.

Sometimes there is grant

money available through

clinics to cover it.  Ask

your doctor.

-- Women of any age

can get breast cancer.

Get mammogram to

detect early stages of

cancer.

It was a battle of the
titans at the Field of
Hopes and Dreams last
Friday in Texico.

Texico is now 6-1 over-
all and 1-0 in district.
Santa Rosa is 5-2 and 0-
1.

After an early scoring
drive by the Lions, the
Wolverines answered
with a drive behind
strong runs by Donovan
Johnson and Shay
Harrison, and key blocks
by Uriel Munoz, Elliott
Pelfrey and Jesus Rivera.

A 2-yard TD run by
Johnson and the extra
point kick by Sergio
Posada tied it at 7-all. 

It only took Santa Rosa
two plays to score a TD,
with the kick making it
14-7.

Texico got the ball
back and moved down-
field behind solid runs by
Posada, Rivera and
Harrison, As the 2nd
quarter begam the drive
continued, thanks to a
great block by Zac
Madrid.

The elections, prolonged drought that foiled the

wheat crop and burned up the row crop, and school

consolidations were the highlights.

Parmer County went Democrat in the national voting

as expected, and folks were surprised that Harry

Truman won the presidency.

New faces at the county courthouse were: Charles

Lovelace, sheriff; E.R. Day and Frank Phillips, county

commissioners. 

As for school consolidation votes: the Oklahoma

Lane district was divided into the Bovina and Farwell

school districts; the old Rhea district was merged with

Bovina; and the West Camp district split between

Farwell and Muleshoe.

The move to annex Lazbuddie district with the

Muleshoe district was voted down. The county board

okayed consolidation of the Messenger district with

Bovina and Friona (pending approval by the Deaf Smith

County board).

Eight fatalities occurred in the county, with 6 due to

car crashes.

Deaf Smith Electric Co-op extended more lines into

the county. 

Security State Bank reported that deposits had risen

to $2 million.

The 4-lane highway from Texico to Clovis opened.

The farm to market roads between Farwell and

Oklahoma Lane and between Friona and Hub were

paved.

Farwell got residential street lights and curbed and

guttered. Bovina and Farwell Schools lighted their foot-

ball fields. 

Texico School voters okayed a bond issue to build a

gym. Lazbuddie voters okayed a bond issue for new

school buildings after two failed tries.

In 1907, two years before Curry County was creat-

ed, Texico then in Roosevelt County, was a rowdy

town dominated by more or less a lawless element

with frequent brawls, fights and knifings.

The honorable men in Texico met and made a plea

to the sheriff of Roosevelt County and Portales, Joe

Lang, to have Will Tipton, the Portales constable,

relieved of his work there and appointed deputy

sheriff at Texico. This is what Lang did.

Tipton found Texico to have a total of 20 business-

es, 13 of which were saloons and gambling houses.

But he came to restore law and order. He was 6 foot

tall and weighed more than 200 lbs. and was just as

tough as he was big.

Part of his strength can be attributed to the fact he

was, by trade, a blacksmith.

For several months, he worked successfully at the

taming of the would-be wild boys. He removed the

pimps off the streets and put the girls and women

out of the saloons and into the red light district.

Respected and feared, Tipton met his hardships as

they came. But he respected and feared no bad man.

On April 25, 1907, Bryon Parrish, a Portales con-

stable, came into Texico armed. He had just returned

from Melrose after a fruitless search for a horse

thief. There are several versions of what took place.

One is that Tipton met Parrish on the streets of

Texico and demanded that Parrish put up his gun

(one person said a feud existed between the two).

Following some abusive language, the two met went

into the White House Saloon and Tipton demanded

that Parrish pass his gun up to be delivered to the

bartender.

One report told that Parrish was jealous of

Tipton's popularity in Texico and had come to town

looking for trouble.

Tipton was in his legal rights as town marshal, or

in this case a deputy sheriff, to lawfully carry a gun

only in the town where he was employed. This fea-

ture of the law was rarely invoked because it was

considered a matter of courtesy for a visiting officer

from an outside bailwick to carry his weapon when

he was visiting another town.

But the bad blood that apparently existed between

these two men doubtless caused Tipton to make the

demand that Parrish turn over his 6 shooter in while

in Texico.

One authority said Parrish was swinging his guns

carelessly, then dropped them back into their hol-

sters with belligerence. Tipton said, “You just give

your guns to Jake Wells, the bartender.”

Parrish drew his gun and apparently made a

motion to lay it on the bar but just before the gun

touched the bar he made a swing with it and struck

Tipton across the forehead.

Tipton then grabbed Parrish and the two men

grappled. Before anything could be done, the bar-

tender reached across the bar and wrenched

Parrish' gun away from him.

The two men continued to grapple and Tipton's

gun was drawn. There are two reports how the gun

was drawn, one being Tipton drew the gun and fired,

shooting Parrish in the hand, the other that Parrish

reached around and drew Tipton's gun from the hol-

ster.

There were two shots fired. Tipton was shot in the

corner of his eye and the bullet came out the back of

his head. Parrish was shot in his left hand just below

his little finger. 

The shooting occurred about 10:40 a.m. and

Tipton lived to about noon but was never conscious

after he was shot.

Parrish gave himself up to the first person who

came up and was taken in charge by Sheriff Ed

Connell, sheriff of Deaf Smith County.

Connell, at the request of Parrish, took him on the

train to Hereford at 2:30 p.m. and lodged him in jail

there. 

The murder trial was postponed for almost a year

with Parrish having to raise a total of $18,000 in bond

money. Judge Frank Parker heard the case in district

court in Portales. Great interest had been created

and there were deep feelings about the case on both

sides.

The courtroom was packed (my wife's grandfa-

ther, Levi Whiteman was there). 

The trial ended rather abruptly and while the result

was what most people expected, the speed was

astonishing. The evidence was all in about  4 p.m.

Saturday and everyone had felt the attorneys would

take considerable time in argument.

Such was not the case. The attorneys on both side

agreed that the case be submitted without argument.

This proposition was agreed to and after instruc-

tions of the court had been read, the jury retired and

in 16 minutes returned the verdict of not guilty.

Parrish left Portales less than a month later. It was

said that he was arrested somewhere in Texas,

thrown in jail and apparently killed there by other

inmates. 

Tipton's name was engraved on the law enforce-

ment memorial in Santa Fe in 1980.

Here are a few things you can do to help:

Teach your children to wash their hands often with

soap and water or an alcohol based hand rub.  You

can set a good example by doing this yourself.

Teach your children not to share personal items

like drinks, food or unwashed utensils, and to cover

their coughs and sneezes with tissues. 

Know the signs and symptoms of the flu.

Symptoms include fever (100 degrees Fahrenheit or

greater), cough, sore throat, a runny or stuffy nose,

body aches, headache, and feeling very tired.  Some

people may also vomit or have diarrhea.

Keep sick children at home for at least 24 hours

after they no longer have fever or do not show signs

of fever, without using fever-reducing drugs. 

Please don't send your child to school if he/she is

sick. Any children who are determined to be sick

while at school will be sent home.

We will do our best to notify you of any additional

changes to our school’s strategy to prevent the

spread of flu.  Call us at 481-3371 if you have any

questions or concerns.
