Dear Sir,

1 would appreciate it if you
would publish the following as
near in context as possible,

I would like to make a candid
réport on my impressions of
the Constitutional Convention
thus far and especially to the
people residing in DistrictOne,

To begin with, I am concern-
ed with the deluge of propos-
als that are being submitted to
‘he convention by the delegates,
Many of these proposals are
legislative matters, others are
irrelevant to either the consti-
tution or the legislature,

The irrelevancy can be at-
tributed to special interests
groups and politicalaspirations
of some of the delegates.

In the revenue committee, we
have had proposals to establish
exemptions for veterans, (cur-
rently in effect) people over 65,
widows over 60, retired federal
employees over 65 and church
properties other than the sanc-
tuary and parish, Although I
sympathize with the plight of the
groups, I think the property
tax base will be continually
eroded by the granting of these
exemptions, There has been a
proposal submitted to abolish
the property tax, Iconsider this
totally unworkable due to loss
of revenue and the issuance of
numerous bonds now outstand-
ing.

There has been a proposal to
increase or eliminate the prop-
erty tax limitation, also a pro-
posal to increase or eliminate
the bonded indebtedness. I op-
pose both proposals and cur-
rently feel neither proposal has
a good chance of being incorp-
orated into the constitution ex-
cept perhaps as an alternate to
be voted on by the people.

The local government com-
mittee has had numerous pro-
posals to increase home rule
by local government, I favor a
home rule provision but I am
adamantly opposed to a pro-
vision that does notgivea coun-
ty a separate and independent
vote concerning consolidation of
various functions performed by
both the county and a munici-
pal government, In saying this,
I appreciate the problems of
Albuquerque and Bernalillo
county yet I feel the constitu-
tion must be tailored to the
state and not to specific areas
therein,

I would like to encourage
anyone interested to contact me
regarding their personal opin-
ions concerning any proposal
now pending in the constitu-
tion, T believe we can improve
some antiquated sections of the
constitution but it should not be
one of massive innovation,
