Some time in the early 1920's 
after the widowed Ruby had 
moved back to the Temple home 
to live with her two small sons, 
the family again added rooms 
to the house to provide addi-
tional space for the growing 
family. Later another room was 
added to complete the eight-
room house in which Ruby still 
makes her home. Ruby quips, 
"It was about 1942 when we 
finally became modern and add-
ed a bathroom to the house . . . 
but it is home and I wouldn't 
be happy living anywhere else" 
she concluded. 

The house is filled with repli-
cas of the past when Judge and 
Mrs. J. C. Temple, their in-
valid daughter, Laura, and Ruby 
Dixon and her sons, Jim Cleve, 
now of Santa Fe, and Harold of 
Albuquerque, lived there. 

Some of the most treasured 
items include antique iron bed-
steads, a mahogany sideboard, 
a marble topped dresser, a 
bookcase, antique dishes and a 
cabinet which her father built 
from lumber brought home from 
jobs of carpentering. Ruby tells 
how her father built the cabi-
net in his spare time with the 
left-over lumber. 

"Mamma thought that it would 
cost too much to buy varnish 
to finish the cabinet so for 
many months the cabinet was 
not painted, but finally papa 
brought home some left-over 
varnish and painted the cabi-
net," reminisced Ruby.

Postal Rate 
Increase 
Proposed 

The Post Office Department 
has proposed parcel post and 
catalog rate increases totaling 
$123 million to help meet the 
added costs of pay increases 
in recent years. 

Facing a $2.5 billion postal 
revenue deficiency in the com-
ing fiscal year, the Administra-
tion recently asked the Con-
gress to increase postage rates 
for first- and third-class mail 
33 per cent and second-class 
by 48 per cent. 

Higher parcel post rates 
(zone-rated fourth-class mail) 
are also needed to comply with 
legal requirements that these 
services pay at least 96 per 
cent of their fully allocated 
costs. 

No increase has been asked 
for educational materials 
(packages containing books and 
phonograph records). 

Under the proposals, mini-
mum postage for parcels mailed 
for local delivery would be in-
creased from 50 cents to 60 
cents.

Most of these people are in-
teresting conversationalists. 
They tell us about their com-
munity, their problems; their 
plans; Church, their school; 
what their teams did in football 
or track, especially if they 
played our home team. They tell 
us about themselves and their 
neighbors; their joys; their sor-
rows; what they are doing; what 
they p:an to do .and, of course, 
about the books they have read 
and are reading. 

Since we visit and service 
each community in the four 
counties every three weeks we 
soon developed the feeling that 
we were a part of every com-
munity. This is the most re-
warding part of traveling with 
the Bookmobile. Now Spring is 
here and soon the farmers will 
be planting their fields and the 
birds will have returned. It 
gives one a feeling of exhilar-
ation and new life to travel 
through the farm and ranch land 
and see the brown fields grad-
ually turn green and then 
develop into luxuriant growth 
with a promise of a bountiful 
harvest. 

There are also those dis-
tressing moments when we 
cross the path of a hail storm 
and see those beautiful crops 
beaten to the ground or see the 
destruction of homes by a tor-
nado or fire. 

The Bookmobile has lost 
books in the homes of patrons 
that have been the victims of 
these disasters. We are at least

When we tend to worry and 
be impatient, let's not forget 
to place our confidence in God, 
and seek His divine inter-
vention to work things out.

efforts fail. We find freedom 
from impatience, worry and 
anxiety by letting God work in 
us and through us.
