Property which was valued in 1999 in this county by the county 

assessor is not required to be reported or rendered for 2000 or 
subsequent years EXCEPT FOR: 

1. mobile home 
2. livestock, and 
3. land used for agricultural purposes. 

If, for any reason, your property was not valued last year and it is 
subject to valuation this year, you are required by law to report it to the 
county assessor on forms provided either by mail or at the assessor's 
office. 

All non-governmental entities (prooerty owners) which claim to be 
exempt from the property tax must report their Property and claim their 
exemption for 2000 if the exemption was not claimed in 1999, 

Reports for mobile homes, livestock, land use for agricultural 
purposes, property not valued last year and claims for exemptions by 
nongovernmental entities must be completed and mailed or delivered to 
the county assessor not later than the last day of February.
