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‘-Iighef vehicle
inspection fee
put on hold

Last summer, the Trib-
une published articles
about the Texas legisla-
ture approving a bill that
will increase first-

inspection fees on out-of-
.state vehicles from $1 to
$225.

This was to go into ef-
fect on Nov. 1.

But the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety has
notified counties that on
Oct. 4, Judge Livingson,

of the Travis County Dis-
Qrict Court, issued a court
order temporarily halting
implementation of the
$225 fee.

This means that vehicle
inspection facilities will
continue to issue a
“Green Sheet” to out of
state vehicle owners after
the vehicle passes the in-

pection, and is issued an
inspection certificate. The
inspection facility may
charge a fee of $1 for this
service.

This will be in effect
until the court makes a fi-
nal decision on the new
law.

The Texas Automobile
Dealers Association had
filed an injunction on Aug.
15 to block initiation of
the $225 fee. TADA is
basing its suit on how it
gives preferential treat-
ment, and inhibits inter-
state commerce.

Here's a synopsis of the propositions to be voted on:

Proposition 1 -- Involves relinquishing the state’s
claim to some disputed land in Bastrop County.

Proposition 2 -- For issuing $175 million of state obli-
gation bonds to help counties with access road projects
to serve border colonias (economically distressed geo-
graphic areas with inadequate public services).

Proposition 3 -- Exempt green coffee and raw cocoa
held in Harris County from property taxes to help them
become an exchange port for the New York Board of
Trade.

Proposition 4 -- Set the term of the fire fighters’ pen-
sion commissioner at four years.

Proposition 5 -- Allow a municipality to donate out-
dated or surplus equipment used in fighting fires to an
underdeveloped country.

Proposition 6 -- Requires the governor to call a spe-
cial session of the legislature so it can appoint presi-
dential electors if the governor determines that an elec-
tion for president is so tight that the regular electors
cannot be picked in the time determined by federal law
for the electors to cast their votes.

Proposition 7 -- Allow the Veterans Land Board to sell
up to $500 million of additional general .obligation
boards to finance more home mortgage loans to veter-
ans. And it would allow the Land Board to create, oper-
ate and improve veterans’ cemeteries with its assets.

Proposition 8 -- Authorize the Texas Public Finance
Authority to sell up to $850 million of general obligation
boards to pay for construction and repair projects by
more than a dozen state agencies, including the De-

Proposition 11 -- Allow certain state employees, such
as teachers and retired teachers, plus school adminis-
trators, to get paid for serving on governing bodies such
as school boards, city councils, water districts, etc.

Proposition 12 -- Amend, repeal or relocate several
sections of the state constitution to improve its clarity,
organization and clarity. v

Proposition 13 -- Allow a school board to donate
property and improvements to preserve that property
eve:. though it's no longer needed for the school district
(helps with historical areas).

Proposition 14 -- Allow a taxing unit, other than a
school district, to exempt travel trailers from property
taxes as long as the travel trailers are registered with the
state and not used for income.

Proposition 15 -- Create the Texas Mobility Fund to fi-
nance more state highways. It would be administered by
the Texas Transportation Commission.

Proposition 16 -- Reduce the waiting period required
for a valid home improvement lien on a homestead from
12 days to 5 days.

Proposition 17 -- Allow the state to relinquish claim to
certain state land and to clear title defects for persons
who claim title to those lands. It applies to land whose
owners have disputed title to the land, but for which no
patent from the state giving clear title to the land was
ever issued.

Proposition 18 -- Create a program to consolidate and
standardize the collection, deposit, reporting and pay-
ment of criminal and civil court fees.

Proposition 19 -- Allow the Texas Water Development
Board to issue up to $2 billion of additional general obli-
gation bonds to pay for water projects. Current law lim-
its the amount of bonds that the board can issue.
