done.

Here's what Tom had
to say in the column that
appeared in ENMR’s Oc-
tober newsletter, “The
Netlink”:

During the past several
months, the telecom in-
dustry has suffered se-
vere downturns in many
ways. Much of the indus-
try has been hurt by in-
surmountable debt, ineffi-
cient management, bad
business models, volatil-
ity in the stock market,
and ineffective marketing
strategies.

In a sea of bankrupt-
cies and allegations of
fraudulent business prac-
tices, rural independent
companies have emerged
unscathed.

Through excellent ac-
counting practices, inter-
nal and external audits,
and sound financial ad-
vice from Board members
and others, ENMR has
and will continue to
thrive.

An annual report to the
members reveals honest
facts and financial data
that are accurately por-
trayed. Any member has
the right to ask questions
about the company’s fi-
nancial condition and
should expect honest,
straight-forward respons-
es.

These steps, and many
others, are taken to moni-
tor the financial health of
the organization and as-
sure its continued pros-
perity.
