Educational 
changes 
forthcoming 

It's called New Mexico 
House bill 212 and it 
means major changes for 
education in the state. 

The bill has been 
signed by the governor --
and is now effective. It's 
called the biggest educa-
tional reform in the state 
in at least 15 years. 

Texico School Supt. 
R.L. Richards gave this 
report to the Tribune: 

1) Full-day kindergar-
ten is being phased in 
over 5 years throughout 
the state. Texico officials 
are being told that they 
will have to put in full-day 
kindergarten within two 
years. 

2) Graduation require-
ments were changed. A 
science credit was added 
and an elective deleted. 
This means that, to 
graduate, students need 
to have 3 science credits. 

Richards said Texico 
School has the staff to 
handle this extra require-
ment. 

3) School boards' pow-
ers have been severely 
limited. No longer will 
school boards vote on 
hiring and firing person-
nel, except for the school 
superintendent. 

From now on, all hiring 
and firings will be done by 
school 	officials, 	not 
school boards. 

Basically, school su-
perintendents are now 
"CEOs", said Richards. 

4) There will be addi-
tional student testing, 
called "Adequate Yearly 
Progress." More on this 
will be reported later. 

5) Salaries for certified 
personnel have been up-
graded in order to move 
New Mexico from ranking 
46"' in the nation for 
teacher salary averages 
up to 29th  place. 

But the problem is that 
the state will provide little 
extra funds for local 
school 	districts. 	This 
means that either local 
districts raise taxes to 
cover the additional sala-
ries or make staff reduc-
tions. 

The changes include: 
-- 6 percent pay hikes 

starting in December. 
-- The minimum salary 

will be $30,000 in New 
Mexico (this won't affect 
Texico because its mini-
mum salary is $31,000). 

-- After 3 years, teach-
ers will be paid a mini-
mum $40,000. Currently, 
Texico's schedule is just 
under $35,000, so this will 
be a major change. 

-- After teachers reach 
Level 3 (in their 7th  year 
usually), the minimum 
salary will be $50,000. 
This also will impact on 
Texico Schools.

LIVE CATTLE:  Cattle prices broke out of a tight trad-
ing range and moved up toward a major resistance at 
the $77.20 area basis the April contract. This level 
equates to about a two-thirds retracement level. The 
market may have reached levels this week which will 
halt the advance. The 15 year seasonal tendency is to 
see lower prices into late April, bottom, and then move 
higher. 

FEEDER CATTLE  The May contract also stopped on 
resistance at $79.20 which was roughly a 50 percent 
retracement from the December high into the March 
low. Lows made in mid March should mark the bottom 
of the move even though we expect to see some down-
ward pressure during this month. Once a low can be 
confirmed in the Live Cattle, odds favor higher prices 
into July/August. 

CORN:  Short term trends turned higher this week af-
ter the USDA dropped planted acre estimates almost 1 
million acres. Prices reached long term support levels 
at $2.27 last week basis the July contract, and held. 
Odds are that a major low is complete and higher 
prices should continue into the May time frame. We 
still look for a further reduction in planted acres from 
the point forward. 

SOYBEANS:  Short term trends have remained higher 
and prices were able to break out to new high territory 
this week. The July Beans closed at their highest level 
in over a year. Demand remains strong and harvest 
pressure coming out of South America is having very 
little effect. Prices now project toward the $6.25 level 
due sometime over the next couple of months. 

WHEAT:  KC Wheat prices have held just above the 
$3.00 level for more than a week, but short term 
trends have been reluctant to turn higher. Although 
domestic stocks are now below 1 billion bushels for the 
first time since 1997, there has been little impact on 
prices. Exports have remained very weak and antici-
pated increases in production from Australia and Can-
ada have not helped. 

COTTON: Short term trends turned back higher this 
week, but prices have stopped their advance at a two-
thirds retracement level at the $59.35 level basis the 
July contract. Prices seem to be trapped between last 
week's lows of $56.80 and this week's high. The sea-
sonal tendency is to top in March and move sideways 
to lower into April before taking another shot back 
higher into the summer.

-- Heard that the cemetery board wants to place a 
sign at the Texico Cemetery, noting the origin of the city 
in 1902. Tedson Trailers will make the sign and donate 
the labor, Mrs. Harth reported. 

The cost is estimated about $700, The council ap-
proved spending a maximum of $850 from the city's 
cemetery fund for the project. 

-- Okayed a project by High Plains Pediatric, of 
Clovis, to place a tree with a plaque at KKR Park hon-
oring the late Jerry Garcia, a Texico School youth who 
recently died from illness. 

-- Discussed a request from the cemetery board to 
move a stacking pile of caliche, currently stacked near 
the cemetery well. Vehicles are having to drive over 
graves because of its location. The cemetery board 
wants to plant trees so the pile is removed from view. 

At the suggestion of Smith, the council approved 
moving the stacking pile to the northeast corner of the 
cemetery, as long as the cemetery board agrees.

Faced with money shortfall, 
Texico School makes cuts 

Faced with an impending deficit of $130,000 to 
$150,000 for the coming school year, Texico School 
Supt. R.L. Richards told the school board on Tuesday of 
the cutbacks necessary. 

Three positions are being eliminated. Thus, staffers 
Adam Terry (a coach), Sean Wootton (girls' head bas-
ketball coach) and Cheryl Grau have not been offered 
contracts for the coming year. 

Also, some supplies will be cut back, the number of 
students attending Clovis Community College will be 
cut, and a close look will be taken at expenses for activ-
ity trips. 

The school board no longer votes on personnel 
changes (see story on Page 1). 

It is true that the school district has picked up more 
students recently as a result of the opening of Mesquite 
Village. But these students came in late, and the state 
uses overall semester statibtics to determine how much 
money to give school districts. 

As a result of the coaching changes, here are the as-
signments for the next school year: 

High school: Michael Littlejohn will continue to coach 
volleyball, assisted by Dennis Roch. High school princi-
pal Buddy Little will coach girls' varsity basketball, as-
sisted by Wayne Anderson. In football, Mike Prokop will 
continue to coach, assisted by John Irwin and Randy 
Zarate. In boys basketball, Richard Luscombe will be 
assisted by Prokop.
