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Transmitting Problems

Occur With Frequency

“We’ve had this problem for
and now it's
getting worse. It used to be
bad just every once in awhile,
but then:it gradually began to
get worse all the time,” said
Parmer County Sheriff Bill
Morgan, referring to his de-
partment’s radio transmitting
problems.

“We are supposed to have
one of the best radio systems
there is. We should be able to
talk anywhere in Parmer
County, but we can’t talk to
anyone six miles out of
Farwell,” he commented.

The sheriff said the depart-
ment has not experienced any
emergencies due to the inferior
transmissions; adding that if a
particular difficulty occurs the
patrol units will relay mes-
sages through Muleshoe, who
according to Morgan, can
transmit from their home
station all the way to Lubbock
or Amarillo ‘“‘without prob-
lem.”

_ Morgan appeared before the
Parmer County Commissioners
Court last week, along with

dpresentatives -from . the «Mo--..-

torola Communications divi-
sion, the company who serv-
ices the radio equipment.

“We've had various repair-
men come and look at the
system. They agree we have a
problem, return to their office
and send us a bill for $200,” the
sheriff said following the
meeting. ‘“The only thing
they'd say for sure is maybe
we should pick up and move
our antenna. Except when I
suggested Parmerton Hill they
said they couldn’t even guaran-
tee we'd get better reception
there,” the sheriff said. Par-
merton Hill is the highest spot
in the county.

Following the meeting with
the commissioners court, Mor-
gan was advised that a
Motorola engineer will come
and check into the situation.
The engineer was expected to
arrive on Wednesday. All
previous repairmen have been
from ‘“‘private companies,” ac-
cording to Morgan.

What will be the engineer’s
job? “‘Supposedly he’ll find out
what's wrong with it,”’ the
sheriff commented. “‘I think
the problem is right here in
this radio. I've thought that all
along.”

To substantiate the sheriff’s
belief, he explained that area
public utility companies have
‘‘bent over backwards’’' in
helping with the situation, ‘“All
we have to do is mention to
them that the repairman said
their signal maybe interfering
and they are here immediately
to help us,” Morgan said.

“We had a repairman here
September 11. He said, ‘It
sounds like you are getting
feedback from the tracer
signal of a TV cable company.’

We calied Midwest Video, they.

turned their signal off so we
could test again, and we still
had the problem. Same thing
with the phone company. They
turned their signal off, it still
didn’t help us. We even were
told that it could be the
Southwestern Public Service
transformers that were caus-
ing the interference. The utility
company sent a guy over here
within the hour to check out
the transformers. One was
humming, so that night he
changed out the entire trans-
former and everything, but it
still didn’t solve our problem,”
Morgan recalled, adding, *‘But
the utilities have just been

He served a term
as president of the West Texas
Chamber of Commerce and
watched with pride the growth
and development of this area.
The West Texas Chamber of
Commerce honored him as Top
West Texan of the Year and in
1975 he was honored as one of .

drama ‘‘Texas.”

A member of the Panhandle
Plains Historical Society, he
was honored as a special
pioneer of the area by that
group.

He was a 61-year member of
the Masonic Order and
member of Farwell Lodge
Number 977. He was also a
member of the Scottish Rite of
Santa Fe and of the Ballut
Abyad Shrine Temple.

One of his special interests
was the Methodist Children’s
Home in Waco, an institution
for which he labored each year
as he collected contributions
for this home for children.
Hamlin and his little brown
envelope were a familiar sight
around Christmas time when
he made his calls for the
donations.

antenna equipment and trans-
mission line, was purchased in
1973 through the Panhandle
Regional Planning Commission
by Parmer County with a
Criminal Justice Grant.

When purchased, the total
cost of $28,192 was split by the
county and the state with
Parmer paying 25 percent, or
$7,083.24, and the stale paying
the remaining 75 percent.

Morgan explained that the
cost of any repairs, improve-
ments or replacement of the
transmitting equipment will be
borne entirely by the county.
The state aid program was a
one-time program offered in
1973.

It was learned during the
commissioner’s court meeting
that if the engineer decides
that moving the antenna is
required, cost to do so may be
as high as $10,000, depending
on where the structure is
moved. “It will require a
secure building. We may even
have to obtain some land.

The students conducted a
survey with their parents and
other adults in the community
asking for the number of
appliances in the home now,
and the number of appliances
when the adults were students.

A chart made by the class
shows what appliances the
students have in their homes
today, and what appliances
their parents had in the home
when they were in school.
Things like dishwashers and

garage door openers are the
obvious difference.

A floor plan was devised by
the class showing what ap-
pliances are in the home for
eight of the students. A
whopping 570 appliances are
listed, including 52 climate
control devises (air condition-
ers, humidifiers, heaters,) 142
kitchen appliances, 42 garage
appliances, 17 in the bedroom;
65 for bath and grooming; 35
for laundry, sewing and clean-
ing; and in the living room
were 72 for entertainment, 13
for office and 5 for “‘other.”

Another chart prepared by
the class shows the energy
requirement for most house-
hold appliances giving kilo-
watts used per hour, for an
entire year.

“One part of the lesson was
to decide what we could live
without,” said Mrs. Wheeler,
who pointed out that items
such as electric pencil sharp-
eners and electric door bells
were among those chosen.

County employees last re-
ceived a pay raise January 1,
1981 whereby their salaries
were hiked 15 percent.

Judge Roberts reported that
he had been contacted about
the possibility of the county
providing financial aid for a
baby who has “a very exces-
sive hospital bill."”

Following a discussion of
county finances, the court
decided not to aid in this case.
Judge Roberts was advised to
check into the possibilities of
state or federal aid in this
matter.

Three Parmer citizens met
with the court discussing the
encroachment of an area
farmer's cultivation on a
county road. ‘‘The County
Attorney is to write this person
to explain the law to him, then
the road will be moved to its
correct location,” said Rob-
erts.

The court approved the
payment of a boarding care
bill for Dora Fields in the

amount of $279, which is to be

reimbursed to the county by
the state.

Judge Roberts was asked to
contact Gibson and Associates,
and also Steve Bickerstaff, an
attorney, concerning estimates
in the redistricting of Commis-
sioner Precincts in Parmer
County. The action concerns a
state law where reapportion is
to take place by population and
not by registered voters.

In a game the Steers would
like to forget, the Morton
Indians thrashed Farwell 72-0
Friday night at Morton.

The hapless Steers just
couldn’t stand up for falling
down as the host Indians
racked up an astounding total
of 11 touchdowns during the
contest, displaying an awe-
some running and passing
attack while .completely bot-
tling up the Steer offense.

The Indians, picked by many
to be the toughest AA team
around, proved to be very rude
hosts for the Blue and White as
they scored on 3 of their first 4
possessions in the first quarter
on drives of 71, 54, and 35
yards. Turnovers continued to
plague the Steer scoring
machine, as they had 3
first-quarter giveaways. The
beginning quarter ended with-
out a Steer first down, or a
Morton punt.

In the second quarter, things
just seemed to go from bad to
worse for the local team, as
another turnover robbed them
of a chance to score. The
Indians, however, had no such
problems in the scoring depart-
ment, as they ran for 3 more
touchdowns of 4, 18, and 30
yards.

The Steers finally got their
first down at 9:23 of the second
quarter when Santiago Lucio
skirted around left end for a
pickup of 14 yards.

On the next play, QB Alan
Eubank ran 15 yards on a
keeper to the Morton 43 to give
Farwell its only venture into
Indian territory, and then
threw 13 yards to Jimmy
Bernal. But the Steers ran out
of downs before they could
drive inside the Morton 30-yard
line.

On defense, there were a few
bright spots for the Steers in
the first half as Ricky
Armstrong blocked a Morton
try for an extra point, and
David Daniel stole an Indian
pass to halt a Morton drive. At
the half, the Steers were sent
to the locker room looking at a
40-0 score in favor of the
Indians.

Early in the third quarter,
the Steer defense began to
liven up, and stopped Morton
from scoring when Rocky Ford
and Robbie Armstrong trapped
elusive *‘Morton QB Billy Ca-

denhead for a 10-yard loss.

However, their efforts
couldn’t stop a Morton scoring
rampage late in the third
quarter, as the Indians rolled
for 3 more touchdowns in the
last 5 minutes of the stanza.
