Because of our location above
the equator, Big Spring gets its
shortest day of the year around
Dec. 6 That may not be the
actual dats, but from Dec 8 un-
tii Jan. 8, the daylight charts do
not show as much as ons tenth of
an hour change In light time

The earlisst sunset time starts
on Nov. 30 with 5:41 p. m. and
continues until Dec. 8§ when It
starts receding gradually,. Now It
is back as far as 5:58 p. m. But
while the sunset Is backing off, the
sun ls later in rising, so that not
much time Is galned. The ration Is
about two to one in favor of sun-
sets—thus It's two to one for light

Come ths middle of January,
however, the sunrise as well as the
sunset time begins to recede stead-
ily, mocording to records kept at
the U.B weather bureau office, and
with the system working at both
ends, days will get longer faster.

Around March 31—sweot spring
—the rate of gain will begin to lag
although duys will get longer
slower umtil the middle of June.
They slowly get shorter until mid-
September when they get shorter
faster.

—probably a month or six weeks—

from Austin.

There
Is no substitute for this procedure.

Generally speaking, those per-
sons who have purchased thalr
cars since October, 1889, have cer-
tificates of title.
