Roberts Overcome The ‘Grind’

MRS. VIRREL ROBERTS could give that television commercial mother
of seven who is often mistaken for her daughter trouble. This vivacious
grandmother of seven water skis often, recently broke some ribs when she
was thrown from a horse, and she has rolled her car off a mountain
enroute to a ski range. Undaunted, she loads up her ski gear again and is
off for the first of several snow skiing trips this year.

Jewel Roberts goes snow skiing at the
stroke of a parka or the thump of a ski
pole, and husband Vimrel goes hunting at
the drop of a pin (30.06 or .270).

“There are plenty of people who think
we're crazy,” Mrs. Roberts sald. “But
Virrel's hunting and my skiing is what
makes everything worth keeping at a
grind all the time. He dearly loves
hunting, and there's nothing as
challenging as skiing.”

Mrs. Roberts learned to snow ski in
1960, and "fell madly in love"” with the
sport. Since that time she has ~2eled off
the top of just about every available
slope. “I'm not a good skier," she
laughed. “No, I'm not. But we learned to
ski at Taos, N. M., and we've never seen a
slope we're afraid of. We can get down
any slope in our own style. And we've
perfected side-slipping.”

Mrs. Roberts says ‘“we" when
discussing her skiing trips because she
takes her two daughters, one at a time, on
two separate week-long skiing trips each
year.

But in addition to these four trips, she
goes every chance she gets. She says she
never knows 30 minutes ahead of time
when she's going. Once when she'd just
comeé back from a ski week, daughter
Venita called her wanting to go skiing,

"“When?" Mrs. Roberts asked.

“In the morning,"” Venita answered,

“Give me until noon,"” Mrs. Roberts
replied, “and I'l be ready. | worked
nearly all night long catching up on the
bookkeeping so | could go again,” she
sald.

Mrs. Roberts keeps all the books and
accounts at the couple's lumber yard. “1
can do my bookkeeping when 1 get
back,” she said. “Even if sometimes | get
0 far behind | have problems and have to
call in the auditor. I don't mind all the
hard work in the world, knowing all the
fun shead those three months,

“I like to see how fast | can get down
an easy slope, and how well | can go

down a steep one, When | stand at the
top of a mountain and look out over the
tops of the trees, there's something about
it so exciting that my throat gets dry, |
like to come right off the top 30 or 40
miles an hour, knees going bump, bump,
bump, and come to a curve where there's
about this much room.” She measured
the distance off with outstretched arms

“To the side and below are just the
tops of trees and you know what a
terriffic drop there is. It's so exciting! So
exhirlarating! 1 feel like every hair on my
head is standing up in a point. And when
I get to the bottom | can hardly wait to
get on that chair and go back to the top.”

Mrs. Roberts said Leta Merle's
husband, Reed Loflin, says she has lots
more guts than sense. ““l just laugh and
tell him they're yvoung. Bul when you get
to be my age vou've got to get with it if
you're going to get anything done,” this
grandmother of seven said

Mrs. Roberts has skied almost every
slope in New Mexico, but says she likes
Taos best. “I've never fallen more in love
with any place in my life," she said. *'l go
wild when | get in powder, and nowhere
in the world is there powder like this,
especlally al the tops where just the
sound of your voice can set off an
avalanche

Jewel Roberts encouraged her husband
to go on his first hunting trip several
years ago when he didn't even own a gun.
He borrowed a gun for his first deer hunt
and bagged a 26.point buck when a
28-pointer was the top in Texas. Now he
Is a hunting enthusiast and gun collector.

After she learned to ski, she told Virrel
he could go hunting and/or fishing
anytime during nine months of the year if
she could have her first choice of three
months during the skling season.

Since that time Mr. and Mrs. Roberts
have given their daughters two weeks
each of skiing for Christmas. “We
cubbyhole all year for these events,” she
sald, “Or event. My son-in-law says it is

STANLEY S. SURREY, former

Some of the most brilliant and
resourceful scientists, physicists and

engineers in the world are South
African. South Africa could
produce atomic weapons in

gquantity any time its government
desires

THERE 1S NO STRONGER
economy in the modern world than
that of South Africa. Its money is
backed by B85% gold.
Unemployment is less than one-half
of one percent.

And South Africans, stanchly
pro-American despite our official
rejection, represent the only
country in Africa which we could
really depend upon in an
international conflict,

FORMER PRIME MINISTER
Dr. H. F. Verwoerd was vigorously
anti-Communist, He believed that
Afro-Asian Communists wished to
destroy white civilization in Africa,
grab the natural riches and enslave
the blacks.

He believed Western nations do
not understand his nation only
because they do not try to
understand,

SO SOUTH AFRICA conlinues
to be the only country in the world
that gives the United States more in
frisndship, co-operation, goods,
services and support than we
return,

We do not have to agree with
South Africa on all issues. We do
not agree with Red Yugoslavia or
ugngohd India or dictatorial
Ethiopia or fascist Spain on all
issues— yet we co-operate with them
where it is to our best interests to
do so.

They took with
them Lhe idea of using it in the needy
family Christmas appeal

In R8T William A. Melntyre prepared
his Christmas plans for Boston around the
kettle, but when the time came for
action, his fellow officers refused to
vooperile because they were afraid they
would make spectacles of themselves. So
Mclntyvre, his wife and his sister set up
three Kettles ut the Washington Street
bottleneck in the heart of the city. That
Army's  kettles  in Boston
provided Chrisimas dinners for 150,000
needy prople

Today the kettles are used by every
Salvation Army Corps in the nation.
Many of the kettles are manufactured in
state prisons,

Public contributions to the kettles
enable The Salvation Army to bring the
spirit of Christmas into lives which would
otherwise be denied the warmth and
friendliness of the season. To those far
from homes, to underprivileged children,
to the ill, to Inmates of jails and
prisons—to  all these, The Salvation
Army’s remembrance at Christmas often
spells the difference between happiness
and misery

Throughout the country the Salvation
Army in a recent year gave more than
1,650,000 persons assistance at
Thanksgiving or Christmas, In most cases,
families are given a check instead of a
Christmas basket so they can have the fun
of shopping and planning according to
their own tastes. In addition many
homeless individuals are enabled to share
a4 bountiful meal at Salvation Army
centers, such as those in Skid Row areas.
Special preparations for the holiday, of
course, are carried on in Salvation Army
homes for unwed mothers, residences for
the aging and similar institutions

Kettles have changed since the
utilitarian cauldron was set up in San
Francisco, Some new Salvation Army
keltles have such new-fangled gadgets as a
sell-ringing bell and come with a
Christmas booth, complete with public
address system over which the traditional
Christmas music is beamed. Behind it all,
though, is the same basic feeling summed
up in The Salvation Army slogan, “Share
with Others."
