Editorial - - -

More Sensible Approach

It is easy to join with Judge T. W. Davidson
in his commendatinn of OPA attorneys’ who adopt-
ed a policy of asking for restraining orders to pre-
vent further violatlons instead of seeking punish-
ment.

It signalizes a wholesome irend In the admin-
{stration of OPA's affairs, for in the vast majority
of eases the intent to willfully violate regulations
is totally absent. It is not uncommon that reguia-
tions have been so complex that even some of the
experts could not agree on an Interpretation.

Nothing Is accomplished by trylng to adminls-
ter punishment in such cases. It Is vastly more
pansible to get complinnce by restraining a persen
from further violations than It is to threaten him
with dire penalties,

All In all, the OPA seems to be lroning
out many of ils wrinkles.. It has abandoned
‘much of ils early day witeh burning. IL has
shown an encburaging tendency to rational de-
clslons, and to stmplicliy.

We repeal that most thinking people agrees
that price conlrol is vital, else we should have had
financial ruin long ago. It was a strange procedure
for us and understandably many mistakes resull-
ed, What becomes us as a people is to correct these
mistakes as we go along and make the most out of
necessity. American people can be reasoned Inlo
that point of view eventually, and it is well to note
that OPA scems Lo have heen persuaded to Lhis ling
ol action.

Foolish Economy

Speaking before a service club here, W. C,
Blankenship, city superintendent, recalled enes
significant fact that most of us have heard but let
slip from our minds too easily,

It is this: While many ery aboul the high cost
of education, the truth s that we never have spent
as much as three billlons a year on It in the United
Slates,

On the other hand., our national crime bill
runs above 15 billlons of doliars annually.

That doesn't make sense, and neither do our
state laws which permit us to spend unlimited
amounts to catch and punish malefactors, but which
penny pinches 1o the point of niggardiiness funds
for educating peopla so they wlll have proper char-
acter and judgment to be sound soclal beings.

Aftonbiadet asserts that Britain merely sup-
ported the request and that Russia “was tha last to
say anything " The paper then volces surprise that
the note "“came from a natlon which among the
Allies has done the least in the war”—and that
means us,

Well, that's hlunt language, butl franknesa can
ba emploved between friendly peoples like the
Swedes and Americans Aftonbladet’'s appraisal
invites two important questions. 1. What justifica-
tion Is there for the Allled request. 2. By what
standard de we measure (he worth of war contribu-
tlon?

First off, wa can readlly understand the
difficulties of Swedeu's position. Ever since
the war staried she has been siiting under
Nazidom's blg runs, In constant danger of al-
tack., The bulk of her essential forelgn Imporis
come from Germany, and for thils there has had
to be a gu'd pro quo. Sweden Is Indeed lucky
in being able to maintalm neutrality and Inde-
pendence,

And now for the claim that America has done
the least among the big three. Do we measure
the contrifution In blood? If so we must admit
that both Russia mnd the British empire have had
far greater casualties than the United States, which
bhasn’'t been in the war so long.

This does not, 1t strikes me, gives a correct
measure, | think the only true gauge cf war con-
tribution 1s the will of a nation to give everything
it has, In lotal cooperation with its Allles, to schieve
vietory, If each ally does ita best, then lta con-
tribution is the equal df those of the othar part-

Secret Ballot Relative Newcomer

The Australian ballot had sev-
eral purposes. IL was calculated
te Insure absolule secrecy, to
proiect the voler from oulside

InfMluence while voting, to faclll-
fate counting the ballols, and
to prevent dishonesty In tabu-
lating them.

Under this system, for the first
time the names of all candidates
appeared on the same ballot, which
war strictly official. being com-
piled., printed and distributed at
the polls under the direction of
publie officials at public expense.

Before the introduction of the
Australian ballot, there was no
secrecy in voling, and ballots were
provided by the candidates, politi-
cal parties or even the voters
themselves.

“Ballot” is derived from French
“ballotte,” meaning ‘little ball"”
and referring to the method of
vo! ig used by the ancient Greeks.
. In many of their elections, the
Greeks had an urn to represent
each candidate, The voter tossed
a white pebble into the urn if he
favored the candidate, and a
black one If he opposed him. Many
lodges and fraternities have re-
vived this system, a white ball be-
ing in favor of a candidate for
membership and a hlack one for
rejection Hence the phrase ‘to
hlackhall *

Being Produces Commercially Now

Mineral resources of Texas are
as Impressive as they are varled,
according to a circular released by
the University of Texas bureau of
economic geology.

Complled by Dr. E. H. Sellards
and Glen L, Evans, the circular
constitutes & convenient Index to
the minerals and mineral sub-
stances which occur frequently
and which are being produced
commercially in the varlous coun-
ties of the state,

A long list of producers atl-
fached to the bulletin shows
that aithough the state has bare-
Iy touched ita mineral re-
sources, it has by no means neg-
lected them. Of course, oll and

- was ls Lthe most extensively ex-
plolted, 30 much so that Dr,
Bellards and Evans did nol al-
tempt (o enumerate them.

Sand and gravel showed to be
the most widely produced male-
rials other than oil and gas, with
70 producers being Indexed for
the state, This“list probably lack-
ed much for completeness, for It
did not Include West Texas Sand
and Gravel at Big Spring, n major
producer for this area.

Next most widely produced
substance was burning clay with
40 firma producing brick and
olher material from this ma-
terial, Nine firms processed
lime matlerials and 17 dealt In
limestone,
