Rep. Ennis Favors of Pampa
who originally opposed the i{dea
revised his opinlon after study
and declared the legislature could
abolish the poll tax for soldiers
since it _has exempted all honor-
ably vetérans for the first year
after thelr discharge.

Although Governor Coke R.
Stevenson declared he did not see
any particular advantage to be
derived from a special session, he
has not flatly refused to call one.
He conceded thal If nothing else,
the legislature could soften the
mechanics df absentee balloting
to benefit soldiers overseas.

Rep, Burke Summers, Big
Spring, sald that if a special ses-

sion were necessary when con-
gress “tosses the hot potato of
soldier voting" back to us, we

ought to seize on the opportunity
to restore other state rights. He
also thought there was necessity
for enactment of a severance tax
on natural gas for out-of-state
consumption.

AAA Programs For
1944 Are Outlined

By O. P. GRIFFIN
Co. Exiension Service Agent

There will be AAA payments in
1844 to enable farmers to main-
taln and conserve the soil and to
improve their pastures. There
will not be-any cfop centrol or
payments for Jimiting-’%e acreage
to certain crops as heretofore ex-
cept in the case of tobacco.

The following is a brief outline
of practices for which payments
will By made. They will be ex-
plained in detail at community
meetings soon,

There is set up for esch farm
an allowance of 75 cents per afre
for all eropland and six cents per
acre -for pasture. This applies
alike to both fa and ranches,
However, there lm. certain prac-
tices that will be paid for in full
in addition to this farm or ranch
