Allowances

May Be Hiked

WASHINGTON, Juns 28 (P —
The war department is expected
soon to submit to congress a com-
promise proposal for Increasing the
allowances for dependents of men
in the armed forces and proponents
predicted It would recelve speedy
approval.

A senate military affairs sub-
committee called Brig, Gen, M.
G. White before it In & closed
seaslon foday as It began hear-
ings on a bill by Senator Lodge
(R-Maas) to Increane the present
dependency allowance by 15 per
.cent to meet rising living costs,
At the same time Chairman
Johnson (D-Colo) made public a
war department report urging the
committes to delay notion on the
measure until it could present an
analysis of the need for increases,
In this repori, SBecretary Stimson
sald the war department “is satis-
fied that facts of common knowl-
edge with respect o present day
living costs indicate that there is
Justification for giving favorable

congideration to some Increasses for
carialn categoriea of dependents”

“This Is particularly the case
as rogurds those dependents whe
will come Into the ploture if se-
lootive service begins inducting
substantial numbers of married
men with ohildren,” Stimson
wrote, e noted that the present
ack “was not drawn ln contemp-
lation of any lmminent nocessity
for Indutting large numbers of
men thus situated.”

Stimson pointed out the Lodge
bill would make & blanket Increase

of 15 per cent In the government's
contribution for all categories of
dependents. A married man Ip the
lowsr ranks of the Army or Navy
now centributes $22 and the gov-
smment $28 to provide $50 month-
Iy for his wife.

Heavy Bombings Go On:

Full War On
Japs Pledged

To Congress

We're Moving Rapidly
Toward Final Victory,
McNarney Says

WASHINGTON, June 28
(AP)—Congress was assur-
ed today the United Nations
were rapidly approaching a
“final victory” and that the
war would be brought home
to Japan in such a manner
that ‘“the whole empire will
feel its full impact in a most

violent and destructive way.”
This statement from Lisut. Gen-
eral Joseph T. McNarnéy, deputy

chief of staff, was Included In
testimony made public by the state
appropriations committes as the
senate made ready to pass the
army's $71,500,000,000 “decisive bud-
get” war billL

At one point, General MeNar-
ney told Benator Gurney (R-8D)
the nse of the word “rapidly,”
might have been an overstate-
ment, but added:

“In the training and equip-
ping of our armies and yetting
them ready for combat, we have
made enormous progress in the
Iast year. We have now commit-
ted to act, In conoert with other
United Nations, a rather large
force.™
Asserting that “strong and ex-

perianced enemies” confronted the
United Natlions on widely separat-
ed fronts, General McNarney nav-
ertheless declared in a statement
bristling with confidence:

" “The co-ordinated operation of
our land and alr forces Is rapidly
bringing us toward a final victory.

“Our operstions in the Pacific
have turned the tide of Japanese
advance inte s gradusl with-
drawal toward their home bases.
Since our victory at Attu, the
strategic movements of the
Japanese have followed our lead.

“It Is our Intention to bring
the war home to Japan In such
& manner that the whole empire
will feel its full impact In & most
violent and destructive way.”

In this, he declared, “our Allles
are with us and we are united in
our efforts to defeat the axis”™
and added, “the combined chiefs
of staff have well-defined plans to
accomplish thig end.”

McNarney asserted recent oon-
ference with Prime Minlster
Churchill In Washington and In
North Africa in which French of-
ficials participated “will bring
further succeasful offensive ae-
tion."

Pointing out that the nation had
only 2,500,000 partially-trained and
equipped men in the army last
year, MecNarney declared “we have
In the service at this moment in
the vicinity of 8,800,000."

The army had no plans, he said,
for ralsing its armed forces beyond
the 8200000 officers and men, in-
cluding 150,000 WAACS, set for its
goal by the end of this year,

Once the goal of 7,500,000 en-
listed men and non-commisslon-
ed officers Is remched, heo deoclar-
ed, “It Iy our intention to maln-
taln our army st 7 and a half
milllon troop strength for the
balance of the 1844 fiscal year.”
McNarney sald the army’s man-

power goals were based “on the
strength of our enemies on land,
sea and In the alr, their corgplete
resources, and the total resources
of our allies and ourselves, and our
combined abilities to traln and to
service our troops, and keep them
in excellent fighting condition,
without impairing the efficlency [
uur dumutlc economy."

In
July, when I was traveling on an
Amasrican alrcraft carrler to the
Bolomon Islands attack, I told Ad-
miral Frank Jack Fletcher the
story. “I know all about it,” he
grinned. *That was m ship the
Lexington. We had been In to at-
tack Rabaul. We knew you were
there all the time'

Over tha radio we also heard
the startling news that General
MacArthur had reached Australin
We were stunned and delighted.
Captain Pons put [itinto ‘words
for us: “That's the best possible
news for my country, If anybody
can save the Philippines, Maec-
Arthur can and will, These Amer-
fcan soldlers on board tell us
thers are many planes and men
in Australis. MacArthur will lead,
them back to the Philippines.”
By going off course we had lost
so much time that two days later
we had to pass between Rabaul
and the Jap Mandated Island in
daytime, instead of at night as
Pons bhad originally plannsd. We
watched intently all day without
mighting anything, From then on
we began to relax. After the 20th
it was smooth sailing. We steam-
od east almost to Fiji, turned
south around New Caledonia, and

to Brisbane, We arrived thers on
March 30 after a trip of twenty-
two days from Cebu. As we salled
up the narrow river to the port
we passed many Ameridan ships
and saw American jéeps and
trucks on the shore. We shook
hands with each other and exult-
ed, “By God! The United States is
moving. Now to get started back
to the Phllippines.”
