LONDON, Nov. 24 (#) — Pro-
posal by Marshal Tito to establish
a new Yugosiavia federal demo-
cratle government embracing six
states was announced last night by
the Free Yugoslavia radio.

“Each federal unit,” Tito said,
“will have ii5 natlonal govern-
ment. Al the head of federatlve
democratic Yugoslavia will be
one single governmeni. The fin-
al Internal organization will be
carried out — affer the liberation
of the country — through the
constitutional assembly to which

the peoples will send thelr
represeniatives selecied in free
elections.”

AUSTIN, Nov. 24 (#) — Opposi-
tion to ralifying the Anglo-Amer-
ican Petroleum Treaty pending be-
fore the national senate was ex-
pressed here yesterday by Gover-
nor Coke Stevenson. -

In a formal statement, the gov-
ernor sald: “If the proposed treaty
is ratified, Texas economy will be
sertously endangered. Control of
our oil industry should mnot be
stripped from the state and placed
under national or international
control as is possible under the
provisions of this treaty.

“It is a source of pride that
Texas has played a leading part In
keeping Allied armor on the move
by supplying nearly 50 per cent of
the oll required for our war ef-
fort since Pearl Harbor, This has
been possible in great part through
cooperation of the industry itself,
and efficlent conservation regula-
tions exercised by the state through
its rallroad commission.”

WASHINGTON, Nov, 24 UP—

occupation has been signed and
referred to Washington, London
and Moscow for acceplance.

Undersecretary of State Stet-
tinlus confirmed today that the
Anglo-Soviet - American advisory
commission in London had for-
warded Its recommendations to
the three governments.

Acceptance is considered highly |
probable because all points cov-

red to the three Allied capitals
before the Eurcopean advisory
commission made its own decis
lons,

While detalls are still secret, the
plan approved by the commission
is understood to call for the long-
digeussed three-way split of reich
territory and even a three-way di-
vision of occupation troops in Ber-
lin itsell. Full authority over
German affairs would be wvested
in the supreme Allled council of
which the American and British
members initially might be Gen-
eral Dwight D. Eisenhower and
Field Marshal Sir Bernard L.
Montgomery, respectively, The
Russians also are expecled o
name an officer of the highest
rank.

It is expecled that France will
be given Important Industrial
areas such as the Ruhr for long-
term occupation and undoubtedly
have a place, although not a top
place, in the supreme Allied coun-
cil organization.

Cool Head Aids
Soldier Escape
Enemy Taunting

By HAL BOYLE

WITH THE AEF IN GERMANY,
Nov. 1§ (#) — (Delayed) Under
the American army's strict non-
fraternization rule, soldiers are
forbidden even to speak to Ger-
man civillans under penalty of
fines ranging up to $40 and $605.

That is something of a hardship
when an occasional ¢ivillan, drop-
ping the mash of servility assumed

“You know the German people
regard the Americans as gang
criminals rather than as an army?"

“She said that because of my
short haircut,” Kacoyanis sald la-
“Hitler had circulated a lot
of pletures showing American con-
victs and because most of us
soldiers had our hair cut short,
she was (rying to Imply we all
were {rom the pailhouse too”

Kacovanis didn't answer her
taunt directly. He just looked the
other way and said in a very loud
and dignified volee:

“It keeps my head cool—and 1
don't have to see the barber very
much.”

Then he marched on past her.

Red Cross Supplies
For Yank Prisoners .
Received By Japs

American Red Crosy relief sup-
plies for prisoners of war are re-
ported by the Japanese ta have
arrived in Kobe, Japan, from Nak-
hodka, a Soviet port 100 miles
east of Viadivostok, it has been
announced by Basil O'Connor,
American Red Cross chalrman,
The supplies, sent to Viadivostok
last year, were moved by the So-
viet government to Kakhodka and
picked up by a Japanese boat,

Food, medicines, clothing, and
some recreational supplies were
sent by the American and Cana-
dian Red Cross socleties and the
YMCA from a west coast port of
the United States via Russian ships
to the port of Viadivostok at the
suggestion of the Japanese govern-
ment after other methods of send-
ing prisoner of war supplies to
the Far East had been rejected by
that government.

The cargo, valued at about §1.-
800,000 contalned approximately
300,000 eleven- pound food pack-
ages, 2,661 cases of drugs and med-
ieal supplies, 19,500 sets of clo-
thing, 4.200 pairs of army shoes,
7.080 overcoats, 125 cases of shoe
repalr materials, 21,000 sels of
toilet articles, 1,100,000 cigarettes,
and 209 cases of YMCA books and
religlous and recreational supplles.
