ployees to help process farm loan
applications in Texas FmHA State
Director J. Lynn Futch said today.

““We will begin hiring extra staff
immediately,”’ Futch said. *‘The new
employees will be temporary. They
will serve for four months to help with
the seasonal loan peak and to process.
loans for hundreds of farmers who
have requested a review of their debt
situation to see if they qualify for the
new debt restructuring program.”’

Under the new program, farmers
who are having trouble meeting their
FmHA payments, may have their
loans rescheduled or have up to 25
percent of their loans, up to $200,000,
set aside for five years with no
interest. Farm loans held by com-
mercial banks and other lenders that
are classified as ‘‘problem loans,’” can
be reduced by ten percent in exchange
for an FmHA guarantee.

‘“We already know where qualified
potential staff people are,”” Futch
said, ‘‘and we hope to put them to
work as soon as possible. Most of
them are familiar with our loan
processing requirements, and a min-
imum of new training should be
required.”’

The additional personnel will be
assigned to FmHA offices where the
work Load is greatest,”” Futch Said.
“The new temporary employees will
include both loan specialists and
Clerical staff.’’

Emergency Loans
Available From FHA

Emergency loans for farmers and
ranchers in Wheeler, Hemphill and
Roberts counties are available
through the county office of the
Farmers Home Administration
(FMHA) in Wheeler, John D. Wolf I,
FmHA county supervisor, said today.

Wolf asked that those who need
farm credit as a result of the severe
freeze December 18, 1983 thru Dec-
ember 31, 1983 make their needs
known at the Farmers Home Admin-
istration office in Wheeler. As a
general rule, a farmer must have
suffered at least a 30-percent loss of
production to be eligible for an FmHa
emergency loan, Wolf said.

Applications for assistance in the
disaster striken counties will be
accepted by Farmers Home until
August 20, 1985 for physical and
production losses.

FmHa loans covering actual physi-
cal and production losses may be used
to replace installations, equipment, or
buildings, (including Homes) lost
through this disaster. Funds may be
used to buy feed, seed, fertilizer,
livestock, or to meet interest and
depreciation payments on current real
estate and chattel debts.

‘““Funds can be used for essential
operating and living costs’’, Wolf
said.
