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American's food spending patterns show growth

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Americans spent more
money, but a smaller share
of household income, on
food in 1992 than they did
12 years earlier, according
to the Agriculture
Department.

A report by USDA’s
Economic Research Ser-
vice tracked food spending
from 1980 to 1992, waking
into account houschold
size, loraton and income,
the race and age of consum-
ers and seasonal purchases
such as ice cream in the
summer and turkey during
the holidays.

The study found that
average annual spending
on lood in urban house-
holds rosz 59 percent dur-
ing the period, from $985
per person 1n 1980 to
$1,567 in 1992. However,
per capita income rose 94
percent, from $6,916 1o
$13,398, and recal food-
purchasing expenditures
therefore declined from
14.2 percent o 11.7 per-
cent of annual houschold
income.

Consumc:s spent 33 per-
cent more of their 1992
food budget on ice cream
than in 1980 but bought
only three-fourths as much
sugar and artificial
sweeteners.

One-person households
spent morc than twice as
much per person on food as
households with six or
more members: $2,146 per
year vs. $878. And they
spent double the percen-
tage of their food budget
eating meals out as did lar-
ger houscholds, 42 percent
compared with 20 percent,
the report said.

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Luckenbach is still the place to get away from it all

LUCKENBACH,
Texas—The “sheriff of
[ .uckenbach” stared across
the bar, her rattlesnake ear-
rings swaying in the breeze.

“I’ve stood by Jerry Jeff
in the good times and bad,”
she said. “And there’s been
some teally bad umes.

“ButI love him, he’s like
a litde brother to me. A
blood brother.”

Aside from her dutics as
“shenff,” Marge Muecller
has been working as a bar-
tender for Luckenbach on-
and-off since 1972. She’s
scen a lot of musicians per-
form in the dancehall over
the past 22 years, but none
have had a bigger impacton
this tuny Hill Country town
than Jerry Jeff Walker.

Scveral years before
Willie and Waylon ever
“got back to the basics,”
Jerry Jeff put Luckenbach
on the map with “Viva Ter-
lingua!”—Jerry Jeff’s
breakthrough album
recorded in the Luckenbach
dancehall in 1973.

But Jerry Jeff's love
affair with Luckenbach
didn’t end there. After
recording two more albums
in the dancehall, and even
trying to buy the town once
or twice, he sull rcturns
occasionally to sing and
relax in this scenic town.

“It’s a step back in time,”
Jerry Jeff said in a recent
phone interview. “Once

you ¢ct in there and get
your car parkcd and get
walking around ... all the
modern stulf Icaves you ...
the malls and freeways ...
and you can rclax.

“There’s not much to do
there without intcracting

with other pcople. It
beccomes a sort of thing
where you meet somebody
frcm somewhere cls¢ and
start having a good time.”

ierry Jell took a sicp
back in time recently,
returning o Luckenbach
one year after the recording
ol Viva Luckenbach in

October 1993.

“No, it's a concert,”
Marge said to someonc
over the phone. “Jerry Jeff
rented out the whole town.
You have to have a ticket to
get in after 7:00. Yes,
there’s some $40 tickets
stll left.”

By carly afternoon, Jerry
Jeff’s fans were already
descending on Lucken-
bach, while more leisurely
tourists hadn’t yet retreated
back to Fredericksburg.

Among the fans was
“Redneck” Decker, a radio
DJ from New York who
had traveled by train and
cab to get o Luckenbach
for the concert.

“I play a lot of Jerry Jeff
at the radio station, and I
wouldn’t miss this for any-
thing,” he said. “Lucken-
bach is a small place, but 1t
sure is big on character.”

A conversation of the
history of Luckenbach
invariably leads to Hondo
Crouch, the late “mayor of
Luckenbach,” who bought
the place in 1971 and gave
it so much of its character.

“Redneck” grins, “Hon-
do was a truc Texas hero.
He’s so famous we’ve even
heard of him in New York.”

It was Hondo, in fact,
who brought another New
Yorker to Luckenbach.

Jerry Jeff, born Ronald
Crosby of Oneonta, N.Y.,
lcarncd of Luckenbach
when he met musician Dow
Patterson in Austin in the
carly '70s. Dow was mar-
ricd to Hondo’s daughter,
Becky, and it wasn’t long
before Jerry Jeff became
good fricnds.

Becky said that Hondo
was “an idol and father fig-
urc” to Jerry Jeff during his
wilder days and that they
sharcd a lot of common
ground.

“Jerry Jelf was a believer
in what Hondo believed
in,” she said. “Celcbrating
the small things in life.”

things is what Luckenbach
does best. At mid-afternoon
things have picked up
some. Tourists come and go
while motorcycles kick up
dust in the parking lot and
guitar pickers play old
country songs behind the
bar. Luckenbach has been
described as “Texas’ smal-
lest theme park.” But how
did this tiny little town
become a tourist attraction?

Obviously, Hondo
started it all, but most
would give credit to Way-
lon Jennings® hit song
“Luckenbach, Texas (Back
to the Basics of Love).”

But Jennings has never
been to Luckenbach.

And neither have Chips
Moman or Bobby Emmons,
who actually wrote the
song.

How did thzy find out
about the place?

In 1973, Jerry Jeff (who
already had relcased seven
albums and written his
smash hit “Mr. Bojangles”)
was looking for a place to
record his second album
with MCA records.

He didn’t like recording
studios, but he sure did like
Hondo and Luckenbach.
One thing led to another,
and before long, “Viva Ter-
lingua” was being recorded
in the Luckenbach
dancehall.

The album’s name was
taken from a bumper stick-
cr in the bar for the Terling-
ua chili cookoff.

When the recording was
ncarly finished, Jemry Jeff
adverused a Saturday night
concert.

Nearly 900 people paid
$1 cach to jam themselves
into the old dancchall and
hcar such songs as
“Desperados Waiting for a
Train,” “London Homesick
Blues” and “Up Against the
Wall Red Neck.”

After that things weren’t
cver the same for Jerry Jelf.
Or for Luckenbach.

“I remember the mom-
ing that the trucks all pulled
out from recording ‘Viva
Terlingua!” ” Jerry Jeff
said, “and Hondo and I
were the last two standing
there 1n town. I remember
that moment real clearly.

“I said, *Well, I wonder
what we've done?’ ’

As late afternoon makes

its way to Luckenbach,
they’re setting up the sound
in the dancehall and fans
and tourists alike have
nearly overwhelmed the
general store where Jerry
Jeff married his wife Susan
in 1974. Hondo was the
best man, and a small bust
of him stands right outside
the door, where another
group of guitar pickers
have gathered a small
audience.

Hondo died in 1976, a
few weeks after Jerry Jeff
recorded “A Man Must
Carry On” in Luckenbach.
The album was reworked
and released in '77 as a eul-
ogy for Hondo.

Buteven without Hondo,
Luckenbach has endured.

Where there used to be
just an old outhouse,
they’ve added flushing
toilets, but Luckenbach still
looks pretty much the same
as it always has. And the
management has tried (o
ensure that the Luckenbach
mystique remains
unchanged as well.

“I think it sull pretty
much holds,” Jerry Jeff
said. “I always enjoy the
same feelings when I'm
there that I did before. I
found that out during the
‘Viva Luckenbach!’
recording. It was a lotof fun
again.”

In October of 1993, Jerry
Jeff returned to Lucken-
bach to celebrate the 20th
anniversary of the Viva
Terlingua! album by
recording another album in
the dancehall—"Viva
Luckenbach!™

The price of the concert
had gone from $1 to $50,
and the number of tickets
was limited to 350 instead
of 900. But it was still a big
success for both Jerry Jeff
and Luckenbach.

“When he recorded the
album here last year, it was
the best concert I've ever
seen him do,” Marge said.
“It was just wonderful.”

Luckenbach’s manager,
VelAnne Howle, thought
the album was wonderful
too: “Since the album came
out, business has picked up
alot,” she said. “Jerry Jeff’s
a big boost for Luckenbach.
He makes it possible for us
to make improvements.”

But VelAnne quickly

added that her relationship
with Jerry Jeff and his wife
isn’t all business. After all,
she was a nanny for their
kids, and traveled across
the country with them in the
early '80s.

An hour before the show,
Jerry Jeff is doing sound
checks in the dancehall, and
anyone who hasn’t seen
him up close might peer
through the windows and
be surprised. With gray
hair, and a couple of days’
of gray stubble on his chin,
he looks...old.

In fact, he tumed 52 last
March, but anyone who
thinks he can’t rock and roll
anymore is going to be sur-
prised by the end of the
night.

The audience is mosty
young fans from Austin or
San Marcos, but there are
more than a few who have
traveled a long way, includ-
ing a group of middle-aged
men who flew in from Port-
land, Ore. Jerry Jeff’s fans
are known as the “Tried &
True Warriors” after his
independent record label,
Tned & True Music, man-
aged by his wife, Susan.

“We have a lot of good
fans, they have a good spint
about themselves,” Jerry
Jeff said. “We justplayed at
Billy Bob’s (in Fort
Worth), and there were
4,000 of them there. They
sing along and have a good
tume, we have a lot of

camaraderie in our group
now.”

Jerry Jeff kicks off the
show on time at 9:00, with
“Gettin’ By,” and manages
to play “Up Apgainst the
Wall Red Neck” and “Lon-
don Homesick Blues”
(he’ll play both of these
twice before the end of the
night), before a drunk
aggravates him enough to
leave the stage after the
10th song of the night.

About five minutes later,
he’s back, launching into a
rousing performance of
“L.A. Freeway.”

By the end of the 2%
hour show, the audicrce,
which had been laid-back.
and hanging out of the win-
dows at the beginning of
the show, was dancing in
the aisles and pressed up
against the stage while Jer-
ry Jeff was rockin’ hard.

He finished with a blaz-
ing “Hill Country Rain,” to
wrap up a very impressive
night.

As the fans trickle out of
Luckenbach, the scene
looks much the same as it
must have 20 years ago.
The town stands quictly
undemeath the moon while
the night grows cool. It’s
not so hard to imagine why
Jerry Jeff keeps coming
back.

“The common thread is
Luckenbach itself,” he said.
“It can’t change really ... it
is what it is.”

Acreage reduction of 7.5 percent
for corn will not be adjusted

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Corn acreage reduction
levels will not be adjusted
for 1995, meaning that
growers will stll have to
idle 7.5 percent of their
acres next year, the Agri-
culture Department says.

Under the Agnculiural
Act of 1949, the S:-retary
of Agriculture had until
Nov. 15 to adjust the feed
grain percentages set on
Sept. 30 under the Acreage
Reduction Program.

The department said the
rcduction 1S necessary
because this year’s oumper
corn crop will crea.2 an
oversupply. Agriculturc
Sccretary Mike Espy said
that conditions have not
changed

Acreage reduction levels
for grain sorghum, barley
and oats will not be
adjusted cither. Because of
low supplies, the depart-
ment said, growers will not
be required to idle any
acrzs of those crops next
year.

WASHINGTON (AP)

- Wages paid to farm
laborers in 1994 averaged
$6.39 an hour through
October, up 14 cents from
the previous year and 39
cents higher than 1992,
according to the Agricul-
ture Departinent.

During the week of Oct.
9-15, farms and ranches
employed 3.17 million
people, a decline from the
3.25 million people on the
payroll during the same
week 1in 1993,

Sclf-employed farm
worl 2rs accounted for the
majcaty, at 1.49 million,
whi,e 516,000 workers
were unpaid. Farm opera-
wors hired 880,000 workars
dircctly. The remain ng

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Food exporters should look to
Russia for new markets

WASHINGTON (AP)—
U.S. food exporters search-
ing for new markets should
look to Russia despite that
country’s recent economic
troubles, the Agriculture
Department suggests.

The Russian market,
while still forming, is large-
ly untapped by U.S. expor-
ters and could offer great
rewards, according to an
article in the current issue
of the USDA publication
AgExporter.

In the first five months of
1994, Russia expanded to
become the fifth largest
market in the world for U.S.
consumer-oriented pro-
ducts, surpassing such
countries as Korea, Taiwan
and Singapore.

Also, the market for
imported consumer-ready
food in Russia is estimated
at$2.5 billion and predicted
to grow as further econom-
IC Tecovery occurs.

Europe currently domi-
nates the Russian import
market, most of which con-
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sists of upscale food pur-
chased by the wealthiest 10
percent to 15 percent of the
population.

European Union nations
alone account for $1.4 bil-
lion of the total, mainly
because their proximity to
Russia allows for quick
delivery of specialty orders.

Sdll, interest in Ameri-
can products is high and
Russian producers provide
little competition in the
upscale food arena.

In 1993, American
exports to Russia rose
sharply to $346 million
from $126 million the pre-
vious year. Snmack food
exports jumped from $3
million in 1992 to $82 mil-
lion last year. Red meat and
poultry exports also
increased significantly.

For the first five months
of 1994, U.S. food exports
arc estimated at $206 mil-
lion, 280 percent ahead of
the same period in 1993.

Though European foods

crowd most of the shelves
at Western-style super-
markets in Moscow and St
Petersburg, U.S. goods are
starting to make inroads,
particularly in the freezers
where American ice cream,
pizzas and processed chick-
en products are prevalent

Sull, Russia’s problems
cannot be ignored. The
food distribution system
remains shaky at best,
although improvements are
being made. Additionally,
the legal and banking
mcchanisms are not
equipped to deal effectively
with international trade.

On the other hand, the
magazine says that now is
the time to enter the market
and build up procGuct recog-
nition since advertising
costs are low by American
standards and European
companies have not spent
much in this area.

Some high-profile
American brand names
already known in Russia
include Mars candy, Coca-
Cola and Smimoff vodka,
as well as fast-food outlets
such as McDonald’s and
Pizza Hut.

Promotional materials
are rare in Russia, and own-
ers seem eager to put pro-
duct displays in their stores.

Also, if the Russian pro-
cessing industry becomes
advanced enough to com-
pete in the upscale market,
additonal export outlets
will open up for non-brand
imported ingredients, such
as dried fruit, nuts, flavor-
ings and concentrates for
juice drinks.
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WASHINGTON (AP)—
The number of cattle worl-
dwide rose only slightly
this year and are projected
to total 1.04 billion head at
the start of 1995, according
to Agriculture Department
estimates.

Major cattle inventory
changes focus on China, the
former Soviet Union and
North America.

China continues to see
expansion of herds as rising
incomes create more
demand for beef. On the
other hand, herds in
Kazakhstan, Russia and
Ukraine have declined
further, possibly by 4 mil-
lion head over the past year,
as high costs and economic
shifts hurt producers.

The total number of
cattle in North America as
of Jan. 1 is expected to be
146 million head, up
around 1.5 million head
from the beginning of 1994.

Cattle in Canada should
number 12.5 million head
in January, 4 percent higher
than a year earlier. Favor-
able feeder cattle prices and
good pasture conditions
have led to an expansion of
the beef cattle herd. Dairy
herds are expected to stay
close to the 1994 level, the
Agriculture Department
said.

Larger beef herds could
lead to increased Canadian
cattle exports to the United
States in 1995, possibly
reaching 1.25 millio head.
Meanwhile, Canadian beef
exports to the United States
may go up 10 percent as
that nation’s beef produc-
tion nises 4 percent and
packers continue their
aggressive marketing in
Western states.

Mexico 1s forecast to
have 30.16 million head of
cattle at the beginning of
1995, 2 percent less than in
1994, The decline is attri-
buted (o drought and
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World cattle count appears stable

reduced foraging area in the
northern states.

The number of Mexican
calves in 1994 stood at 9.5
million head, a 3.5 percent
drop from the previous
year, and 1995 estimates
foresee a further decline to
9.05 million head.

Mexican cattle exports to
the United States in 1995
also are expected to fall off
slightly to about 1.2 million
head. Proposed U.S. health
standards for bovine tuber-
culosis could result in even
fewer exports.

Japan faces declining
cattle inventory, with a pro-
jected 4.98 million head to
start 1995, and a growing
demand for beef at home.

Beef imports for Japan in
1995 are forecast at
890,000 tons, a 7.5 percent
rise over the previous year,
to help satisfy a population
that has increased its per
capita consumption 35 per-
cent since 1990 o 26
pounds.
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Australian cattle inven-
tory, which has been
increasing since 1988, is
expected to drop about 1
percent to 26.6 million head
at the beginning of 1995 as
drought continues to plague
Queensland and New South
Wales.

Herds in Central and
South America will experi-
ence litde change at the
beginning of 1995 from the
previous year, according o
the estimates, except for
Brazil, which has suflfered
weather-induced losses.
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
