George Moore, a novelist, tells 
how the government put peasants 
to work building roads during the 
great depression in Ireland. The 
peasants were delighted to have 
jobs and they worked energetically, 
happily singing Irish songs until one 
day they realized what was hap-
pening. They were building roads 
that didn't go anywhere—roads that 
just rambled around out in the 
country and ended in the middle of 
nowhere. The government had put 
people to work just to give them 
something to do. The people realized 
the roads were useless. The songs 
stopped; the workers grew listless; 
production was cut in half. Moore 
commented, "The roads to nowhere 
are difficult to make. For a man to 
work and sing, there must be an end 
in view." 

Someone has said, "There's 
nothing in the world which helps a 
man surmount his difficulties, sur-
vive his disasters, keep him healthy 
and happy, as knowledge of a life 
task worthy of his devotion. "That's 
true!
