There 
is no fee to participate as a seller, 
and each seller handles his/her 
own sales and money. Bring your 
own table and chair(s) and enjoy 
the atmosphere of a genuine 
farmers' market typical of a small 
town in rural America. This is an 
excellent opportunity for the 
people of Wheeler County to 
supplement their income, give 
their children a chance to earn a 
little extra money, or just to share 
your garden goods with others. 

At the first market, growers 
expect to have new potatoes, on-
ions, green beans, rhubarb, 
blackberries, herbs, plants, and 
more. Later in the season we 
anticipate black-eyed peas, sweet 
corn, squash, cucumbers, toma-
toes, cream peas, okra, canta-
loupes. watermelons, peppers, 
grapes, apples, and much more. 
The late freeze seems to have 
killed the apricot and peach crops 
for this year, but there should be 
plenty of other goodies.

Following 17 years as President 
of East Texas Baptist University, 
Dr. Bob E. Riley will retire on July 
16, 2009. Dr. Riley attended 
grades one through eight at 
Briscoe and graduated from 
Wheeler High School in 1961. 

"Although this presidency has 
been a wonderful experience, 
Gayle and I believe that it is time 
for a new vision and leadership 
for ETBU," said Dr. Riley, whose 
term as president is the second 
longest in the 96-year history of 
the University. 

Dr. Riley's tenure at ETBU has 
numerous highlights: Record en-
rollments; significant increase in 
the endowment; organized the 
University into seven schools, with 
Deans; completed over S25 mil-
lion in capital projects; expanded 
institutional and instructional tech-
nology; moved from NCAA Divi-
sion II (scholarship athletics) to 
NCAA Division III (non-scholar-
ship athletics); elected to the 
Commission on Colleges of the 
Southern Association of Colleges 
and Schools, appointed to the 
Executive Council; served on the

noted historian and author Delbert 
Trew who will speak on newly 
uncovered evidence that changes 
the history of buffalo hunting. In 
fact, he credits the Internet with 
providing the evidence that 
changes the oral history reports 
of great waste by the buffalo hunt-
ers that pursued the great beasts 
in the Texas Panhandle of the 
1800's.

In one of 
Trew's articles entitled "Separat-
ing Buffalo Fact From Fiction," he 
discusses newly found sales tick-
ets from major hide buyers and 
freight charges from the few rail-
roads servicing the hunting 
grounds all point to less buffalo 
than previously thought." He also 
discusses recently uncovered rail-
road freight listings showing 
where hundreds of tons of buffalo 
meat, tongues, hair an bones 
were shipped to the Eastern mar-
kets.

Tornado Tips 
Tornadoes are one of the worst weather-related disasters. They 

are at their peak, often striking with full fury, between March and 
June in the central region of the United States. However, records 
indicate appearances in each of the 48 contiguous states at all 
times of the year. It's imperative that everyone has a plan of 
action no matter where they are in case of a tornado emergency. 

Moving swiftly, sometimes at speeds of 60 M.P.H., a tornado is 
only about one mile away by the time people in its path hear the 
deafening noise. At this rate, you have about one minute to imple-
ment your emergency plan. To assure the earliest warning pos-
sible, every home and business should have a NOAA Weather 
Alert radio. 

Tornado Watch vs. Tornado Warning 
Knowing the difference can be a lifesaver. 
A tornado watch means conditions are right for a tornado to 

form. Keep appraised of weather conditions and be ready to 
take shelter. 

A tornado warning means that a funnel could or tornado has 
been spotted in the area. Take shelter immediately in case a 
tornado approaches your location. 

Here are several reminders: 
If away from home during a tornado watch, be prepared to 

find shelter. During tornado warnings, immediately seek 
shelter in the basements of modern, steel-reinforced office 
buildings, tunnels, underground parking facilities, subways 
or interior corridors of other buildings. Stay away from win-
dows, doors and outside walls. The safest place is in the 
basement. If there is no basement, take cover under a stair-
way or sturdy table, or in a closet or bathroom. Go to the 
centre of the house or the side away from the storm. 

Avoid auditoriums, gymnasiums, arenas, supermarkets, 
barns and other structures with large, poorly-supported roofs 
(as the may collapse). Also avoid upper stories of office 
buildings, house trailers and parked vehicles. If caught in 
such a building, go to the lowest roof, an inside hallway or 
small room or get under something sturdy. If in a store or 
shopping mall, stay away from large glass display windows. 

Students or factory workers should proceed directly to 
their assigned locations under prearranged emergency 
plans. 

In open areas, lie flat in the nearest ditch, ravine or other 
depression and stay alert to the dangers of any flash flood-
ing in your area. Also stay clear of poles and overhead line 
structures. 

While on the road in a vehicle, drive at a right angle to the 
tornado's path. Most tornadoes travel between 25-40 M.P.H., 
so you should be able to out-distance them. However, if an 
escape route is unavailable or the funnel is upon you, aban-
don the vehicle to avoid being overturned and crushed by 
the high winds. Urban drivers should leave their vehicles 
and seek shelter indoors. 

While at home, the basement affords you and your family 
(including all pets) the greatest safety. Whenever possible, 
take cover under a heavy table or workbench. If no base-
ment is available, go into a windowless room in the center 
of the house. If that's not possible, take cover against an 
inside wall, stay away from windows and cover yourself with 
a rug to protect yourself from flying glass and debris.

APPLICATION AND DRAFT PERMIT. Eagle Rock Field Services, L.P., 16701 Greenspoint 
Park Drive, Suite 200, Houston, Texas 77060, a Natural Gas Transmission facility, has applied to 
the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) for an initial issuance of Federal 
Operating Permit (herein referred to as Permit) No. 03173, Application No. 12883 to authorize 
operation of the Goad-Hemphill Complex, a natural gas treatment facility and compressor 
station. The area addressed by the application is located in Briscoe, Hemphill County, 
Texas 79096; from Briscoe take Highway 1046 east for 3.6 miles then go north on 
Highway 3033.

The purpose of a federal operating permit is to improve overall compliance with the rules 
governing air pollution control by clearly listing all applicable requirements, as defined in 
Title 30 Texas Administrative Code § 122.10 (30 TAC § 122.10).

At The TCEQ Central and Regional Offices, relevant supporting materials for the draft 
permit, as well as the New Source Review permits which have been incorporated by reference, 
may be reviewed and copied. Any person with difficulties obtaining these materials due to travel 
constraints may contact the TCEQ Central Office file room at (512) 239-1540. 

PUBLIC COMMENT/NOTICE AND COMMENT HEARING. Any person may submit 
written comments on the draft permit. Comments relating to the accuracy, completeness, and 
appropriateness of the permit conditions may result in changes to the draft permit. 

A person who may be affected by the emission of air pollutants from the permitted area 
may request a notice and comment hearing. The purpose of the notice and comment hearing 
is to provide an additional opportunity to submit comments on the draft permit. The permit may 
be changed based on comments pertaining to whether the permit provides for compliance with 
30 TAC Chapter 122 (examples may include that the permit does not contain all applicable 
requirements or the public notice procedures were not satisfied). The TCEQ may grant a notice 
and comment hearing on the application if a written hearing request is received within 30 days 
after publication of the newspaper notice. The hearing request must include the basis for the 
request, including a description of how the person may be affected by the emission of air 
pollutants from the application area. The request should also specify the conditions of the draft 
permit that are inappropriate or specify how the preliminary decision to issue or deny the permit 
is inappropriate. All reasonably ascertainable issues must be raised and all reasonably available 
arguments must be submitted by the end of the public comment period. If a notice and comment 
hearing is granted, all individuals that submitted written comments or a hearing request will 
receive written notice of the hearing. This notice will identify the date, time, and location for the 
hearing.
