School finance has taken some 
strange turns over the past decade in 
Texas. One of the strangest that has 
come to be ruled constitutional is a 
wealth sharing plan. Under this plan, 
districts which have wealth in excess 
of a certain amount per student are 
allowed certain choices in order to 
equal wealth per student. These dis-
tricts may select four different options 
for equalizing wealth. Two of the op-
tions involve either buying attendance 
credits from other school districts or 
buying credits from the state. 

During the past two years, Wheeler 
ISD has been very fortunate that 
Allison, Fort Elliott, and Kelton have 
elected to buy attendance cred its f rom 
Wheeler. During these two years, 
Wheeler ISD has received approxi-
mately $2,220,000 from these three 
districts. State funds were subtracted 
because of these agreements, but the 
amount of state funds withheld was 
far less than the amounts received. 

Because of these agreements, 
Wheeler ISD has been able to up-
grade facilities and programs. A new 
band hall is currently under construc-
tion Two new school buses have been 
ordered and should be delivered be-
fore the start of the 95-96 school year. 
Technology and science equipment 
and supplies have been added. Con-
versions are currently being made to 
have a single library/media center with 
computer check out and advanced 
media services. Elementary Spanish 
classes have been provided through 
TI-IN. Gifted/Talented programs have 
been added along with staff develop-
ment and student enrichment pro-
grams. And, Career and Technology 
equipment has been purchased in 
order to upgrade vocational programs, 
Thus, instructional programs have 
definitely benefited. 

Many of these projects would have 
been virtually impossible without the 
agreements between Allison, Fort 
Elliott, and Kelton. This decision is 
certainly appreciated by the Board 
and administration of Wheeler ISO. 
This gesture means so much to this 
community and to the future students, 
teachers, administrators, and taxpay-
ers.

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FAMILY PREPAREDNESS FOR 
DISASTERS 

This is part IV in the Family Pre-
paredness for Disasters. In addition to 
your family disaster supply kit, de-
velop a family preparedness plan 
known to all family members. The 
basic plan has four steps: Do your 
Homework (discussed last week) Cre-
ate a Family disaster plan, Make a 
Checklist, Periodically Update It and 
Practice and Maintain Your Plan. 

TIPS TO CREATE A FAMILY DI-
SASTER PLAN: Discuss with your 
family the need to prepare for disas-
ter, Explain the danger of fire, severe 
weather (tornadoes, hurricanes and 
floods) to children. Develop a plan to 
share responsibilities and how to work 
together as a team. 

'Discuss the types of disasters that 
are most likely to occur and how to 
respond. 

'Establish meeting places inside 
and outside your home, as well as 
outside the neighborhood. Make sure 
everyone knows when and how to 
contact each other if separated.. 

'Decide on the best escape routes 
from your home. Identity two ways out 
of each room. 

'Plan how to take care of your pets. 
'Establish a family contact out-of - 

town (friend or relative). Call this per-
son after the disaster to let them know 
where you are and if you are okay. 
Make sure everyone knows the 
contact's phone number. 

'Learn what to do if you are advised 
to evacuate. 

TIPS FOR MAKING A CHECKLIST 
AND PERIODICALLY UPDATE IT. 

'Post emergency telephone num-
bers by phones (fire, police, ambu-
lance, etc.). 

'Teach yourchildren how and when 
to call 911 or your local EMS number 
for help. 
'Show each family member how to 

turn off the water, gas and electricity at 
the main valves or switches. 

'Teach each family member how to 
use afire extinguisher (ABC type) and 
have a central place to keep it. Check 
it each year. 

'Install smoke detectors on each 
level of your home, especially near 
bedrooms_ 

'Conduct a home hazard hunt. 
'Stock emergency supplies and 

assemble a disaster supply kit. 
'Learn basic first aid. At the very 

least, each family member should 
know CPR, how to help someone who 
is choking and first aid for severe 
bleeding and shock. The Red Cross 
offers basic training of this nature. 

'Identify safe places in your home 
to go for each type of disaster. 

'Check to be sure you have ad-
equate insurance coverage. 

TIPS FOR PRACTICING AND 
MAINTAINING YOUR PLAN: 

'Test children's knowledge of the 
plan every 6 months so they remem-
ber what to do. 

'Conduct fire and emergency evacu-
ation drills. 

'Replace stored water and food 
every 6 months. 

'Test your smoke detectors monthly 
and change the batteries once a year 

AND...In conjunction with the pre-
paredness plan, working with neigh-
bors can save lives and property. Meet 
with neighbors to plan how the neigh-
borhood could work together after a 
disaster until help arrives. 

Know your neighbors' special skills 
(medical. tech nical) and consider how

From the Minister's Desk; 
One of the most famous film clips 

from World War II was the one that 
showed Adolph Hitler "Jig" when he 
learned that France had surrendered 
to Germany. In the clip, Hitler was 
shown jumping up and down, ex-
pressing fiendish delight that an-
other nation had fallen to the Third 
Reich. 

The intended implications of this 
film clip was that Hitler was a diaboli-
cal, mad man. While this implication 
was probably true, it was deviously 
derived because the film was a 
phony. At the conclusion of the war, 
a film editor admitted that he "looped" 
the film clip. Hitler really made one 
slight jumping motion, But when the 
editor looped"the film clip, this slight 
jumping motion recurred several 
times, creating the famous but ficti-
tious "jig". 

None of us probably has much 
sympathy for Hitler. We would say: 

"What differencedoes it make that 
the clip was misleading? No one 
cares. What was the harm?" 

Truth was harmed! 
Regardless of the issue, it is al-

ways wrong to modify or edit truth 

While it is often done with the best of 
intentions, the result is usually a 
slanted and less than honest per-
spective. 

Perhaps the best examples of a 
truthful perspective are the descrip-
tions that are recorded in the Bible 
of certain people. These descrip-
tions carefully reveal the entire truth 
about these people. For example, 
none of the failures of David, Moses, 
Abraham, Noah, and Jacob are omit-
ted. Yet these people are presented 
in the Bible as righteous people. 
And the blemishes in their lives only 
serve to emphasize the virtuous 
qualities of their lives. 

Disciples of Jesus are like these 
people. They are not perfect people. 
(I John 1:8,10) But they are truthful 
and honest people who recognize 
and confess their sins. (I John 1:9) 
Disciples of Jesus strive to be better 
than they are. (Phillippans 3:13-14) 
But when they are tempted to merely 
look better than they are, they should 
remind themselves of a little admo-
nition that says: "Thou shalt not loop."

Royalty and mineral owners of the 
Texas Panhandle are being warned to 
beware of "grossly misleading" mail 
offers to buy their producing oil or gas 
properties. 

"Texas, particularly Wheeler and 
Hemphill Counties, is now being 
flooded with misleading royalty con-
veyance deeds that need close ex-
amination by an expert energy attor-
ney because they often resemble an 
oil and gas lease," cautioned James 
L. Stafford of Ada, Okla., president of 
the National Association of Royalty 
Owners. 

"Victims receiving these documents 
usually believe them to be new leases 
for nonproducing properties. In fact, 
they are royalty deeds—often on new 
production not yet publicized — that 
will apply to all future revenue," Stafford 
said. "In most cases, the letters, with 
check attached, are directed at min-
eral owners listing addresses far from 
the sought-after property. Many living 
in or near Amarillo, with lands in the 
impacted areas have been ap-
proached."

He warned that dollar amounts of-
fered are far, far beneath market 
value," adding that hundreds of the 
recent documents originating from 
Oklahoma, Texas and Colorado have 
the title "Royalty Conveyance: One 
Year Primary Term," -*Term Royalty 
Deed," or "Term Royalty Conveyance" 
at the top of the printed page. "Some 
offers also indicated they are approved 
by non-existent royalty owner asso-
ciations. Almost all, have fine print 
somewhere on the document explain-
ing it applies for as long as the prop-
erty produces in paring quantities," 
he added. 

"One company even writes the le-
gal description of the property to in-
clude everything the royalty owners 
own within a county," he said, stress-
ing that several concerned oil compa-

nies in Texas are joining with NARO,

He said tens of millions of dollars 

had been taken from unsuspecting 
royalty owners in the Austin Chalk 
area in recent years despite NARO's 
vintenssive attempts to alert potential 
victims. 

"Seismic and leasing is currently 
very active on the eastern front of the 
Panhandle and the mail offers are 
believed icreasing like a prairie fire," 
headded.  

An oil or gas lease, Stafford ex-
plained, as opposed to a royalty deed, 
provides the company taking a lease 
from a mineral owner with a set amount 
of time to drill an exploratory well in 
exchange for a bonus per acre. If the 
well is unsuccessful, or they fail to drill 
within that time, all rights are revert 
back to the mineral owner. If success-
ful, the mineral owner receives a cost-
free percentage of the oil or gas rev-
ceonhuveesnceaellteed a royalty. subject to lease 

The royalty deed, however, con-
veys all rights to receive revenues 
'rom existing or future production —
often for the life of production — for a 
set amount of money. 

NARO's office staff in Ada believes 
that until recently the focus of most 
intense activities has been in the pro-
lific new Austin Chalk area of Texas 
and in the Anadarko Basin of Western 
Oklahoma.
