'Forget about cream sauce and try 
this lowfat, high fiber substitute.

Then pour over 
pasta for a meal that's heavy on fla-
vor, not fat. 

*You may not be getting your sand-
wich worth with "diet" or "light" breads. 
Although lower in calories, they're typi-
cally just sliced a little more thinly or 
whipped with extra air. Keep in mind 
that most breads are low in fat and 
high in carbohydrates. So go ahead 
and serve yourself a hearty slice of 
whole-grain bread, and cut down on 
high-fat spreads like butter and may-
onnaise and high-fat fillers like bolo• 
gna and cheese. 

"Is skim milk a bit watery for your 
taste" Try adding a couple table-
spoons of nonfat dry milk. The result 
is a thicker, richer liquid with a higher 
level of calcium. to boot. 

'For guilt-free potato chips, preheat 
oven to 400 degrees. Wash one large 
potato and cut into thin slices. Lightly 
coat a baking sheet using an oil spray. 
Lay chips on sheet and lightly spray 
with oil. Sprinkle with seasonings 
such as paprika and garlic. Bake for 
about 30 minutes, turning once. The 
chips are done when they appear 
brown and crisp.
