From The Minister's Desk:

On the back of a popular lemon
juice can, there is a label that says:
“This product is one hundred per-
cent, full-strength lemon juice, ab-
solutely no preservatives or chemi-
calsadded.”|am sure thatthe users
of this lemon juice appreciate that
“—no preservatives or chemicals—
" have been added to this product.
Such an assurance is appreciated
because it is recognized that most
products are not benefited by sub-
stitutes.

While we can recognize that cer-
tain products cannot be benefited
by substitutes, do we recognize that
certain relationships of life are not
benefited by substitutes? For ex-
ample, consider the relationship of
marriage. According to the Bible,
marriage is the supreme human re-
lationship. It is a relationship that is
more binding than the relationship
between parent and child. But for
this relationship to be what God
intends, cheap substitutes must not
replace the qualities that husbands
and wives should demonstrate in a
marriage.

In the third chapter of his first
letter, the Apostle Peteremphasizes
a quality that wives should possess
and a quality that husbands should
possess. To wives he wrote: "—Let
not your adornment be merely ex-
ternal—braiding the hair, and wear-
ing gold jewelry, and putting on
dresses; but let it be the hidden
person of the heart, with the imper-
iIshable quality of a gentle and quiet
spirit, which is precious in the sight
of God.” (verses 3-4) And to hus-
bands he wrote: “—Live with your
‘wives in an understanding way, as
with a weaker vessel, since she is a
woman; and grant her honor as a
fellow-heir of the grace of life—.”
(verse 7)

To pinpoint the substitute that
wives and husbands can use forthe
quality that they should possess, it
is first necessary to separately dis-
cuss husbands and wives. Since
the Apostle Peter began with wives,
they will be discussed first.

Wives

The Apostle Peter emphasized
that wives should be concerned with
the “—hidden person of the heart,
with the imperishable quality of a
gentle and quiet spirit—." But there
is a real temptation for wives to
substitute external beauty for this
“—hidden person of the heart—."
Do not misunderstand! The Apostle
Peter i1s not suggesting that the
physical appearance of wives is not
important. Itis very important, but it
must not be substituted for “—the
hidden person of the heart.—."

Cecil Osborne, a contemporary
religious writer, describes wives who

use this substitute as “narcissistic”
. He says that these wives have an
inordinate self-love. They are un-
duly preoccupied with appearance
which they perceive as an exten-
sion of the themselves. According
to Mr. Osborne, Narcissistic wives
constantly seek to be the center of
attention. They seek flattery and
are engaged in a constant battle for
popularity. They are “psychic scalp
collectors’, fliting with men in order
to prove to themselves that they
have not lost their attractiveness.
They use men, including their hus-
bands.

For marriage to be what God
intended, wives must not substitute
external beauty and appearance
for"—the hidden person of the
heart—."

Husbands

The Apostle Peter emphasized
the quality that husbands should
have when he said: “—Live with
yourwives in an understanding way,
as with a weaker vessel, since she
iIs awoman; and grant her honor as
a fellow-heir of the grace of life—."
The Greek word for “—live—"could
be translated “to be at home with”
which suggests that husbands
should share their lives with their
wives.

Yet husbands are often tempted
to substitute sharing their lives with
providing aliving. Perhapsthe com-
mon rationalization of hard-work-
ing husbands is: “l have provided
you with a nice home and a good
car. You have sufficient food and
exquisite clothes. What more could
you want or need?" Many wives
respond: "Give me your attention.
Listen to me. Appreciate me. Tell
me about your problems. Let me
tell you about mine. Spend some
time with me.”

Itiscommendablethat husbands
provide for the physical needs of
their wives. The New Testament
teaches that they should. (I Timo-
thy 5:8) It also teaches that wives
married them and not their money
or the physical things that money
can buy. The Apostle Paul said:
“Husbands ought to love their own
wives as their bodies. He who loves
his wife loves himself: for no one
ever hated his own flesh, but nour-
iIshes and cherishes it—."
(Ephesians 5:28-29) Husbands
must not substitute providing a liv-
ing for sharing a life.

There is no relationship more
important than marriage. It is a re-
lationship that is like the popular
lemon juice. It is not benefited by
substitutes.
