It even
helped the wheat. The wheat in this
county especially has been helped. 1
believe it came in time to benefit the
wheat on the Plains, which was be-
ginning to suffer. If things continue
at this rate, we should make 12 to 15
bushels an acre on our wheat here.
This would be more than a normal
yvield. It is fine conditioning for oth-
er crops. The moisture has met.”

Rain estimated at one-half to
three-quarters of an inch began fall-
ing at an early hour Tuesday, and
continued intermittently until about
noon. The rain fell slowly, and most
of it went into the ground, there be-
ing practically no runoff.
